	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has completed plans to improve 3,100 linear feet of the Jamacha Boulevard Sewer between the Jamacha Pump Station and Whitestone Road in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide page 1233, F-5).  The existing sewer pipe was constructed in 1951, and is located under the center of Jamacha Road.  The pipe will be replaced with a 12-inch PVC pipe.  To help alleviate traffic impacts from construction on this busy road, several measures have been taken in planning and designing this project.

As a condition of the County of San Diego’s approval of Tentative Map 4828-1, Pointe Communities of San Diego, Inc., is required to widen Jamacha Boulevard from two to four lanes from Pointe Parkway to Huron Street.  Staff has negotiated an agreement between San Diego County, Pointe Communities of San Diego, Inc., and the American Motorists Insurance Company that provides for Pointe Communities to include construction of the sewer improvements with its road-widening project at the Spring Valley Sanitation District’s expense. Having Pointe Communities construct both projects will eliminate overlap of two-construction project to provide better flow of traffic through the community during construction.  Another measure to help keep traffic impacts to a minimum that the sewer pipes will be replaced using a combination of underground augering to avoid trenching a 700-foot segment where the pipe is currently at a 25-foot depth, and trenching with a bypass pipe along the remaining 2,400 feet.

After preliminary engineering, further staff work showed that one hundred and fifty feet of an 18-inch San Diego County Water Authority pipeline will also need to be relocated to avoid conflict with the new sewer.  Staff has negotiated an agreement between the Spring Valley Sanitation District and the County Water Authority to share the water pipeline design and construction costs to lower the water pipeline.  

Due to the combination of construction methods to minimize traffic impacts, extensive traffic control requirements, and relocation of a San Diego County Water Authority pipeline, estimated construction cost of the project has increased from $1,600,000 to $2,200,000.  This is a request to establish appropriations of $600,000 based on available funds in the Spring Valley Sanitation District, and approve cooperative agreements with Pointe Communities and San Diego County Water Authority.

Construction of the sewer project will total approximately $2,200,000 in Sanitation District costs.  It is scheduled to begin in September 2003 and be completed in March 2004.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$1,600,000 in construction funding was approved in the Fiscal Year 2002-03 Spring Valley Sanitation District budget.  This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $600,000.  Funding source is available Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund fund balance. If approved, this request will result in $2,200,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find that the proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15302(c) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is the replacement or reconstruction of an existing structure that will have substantially the same purpose and capacity as the structure replaced. In addition, find that the cooperative agreements are exempt under Section 15060(b)(3) because they are not a project as defined by Section 15378 of the State CEQA Guidelines. 

2. Establish appropriations of $600,000 in the Spring Valley Sanitation District Capital account for construction of Jamacha Boulevard Sewer Improvements, based on Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund fund balance available. (4 VOTES)

3. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three originals of an agreement between the Spring Valley Sanitation District and Pointe Communities of San Diego, Inc, a developer of properties adjacent to Jamacha Boulevard, to construct sewer improvements in Jamacha Blvd between the Spring Valley Pump Station and Whitestone Road.  

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three originals of an agreement between the Spring Valley Sanitation District and San Diego County Water Authority, for equally sharing design and construction costs for the relocation of an 18-inch waterline in Jamacha Boulevard, west of Whitestone Road.
