	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 21, 2003 (2), the Board of Supervisors accepted staff’s recommendation in paragraphs 2a and 2b for further review, directed the Chief Administrative Officer to conduct comprehensive groundwater study for the Pine Valley area, and continued the Hearing to June 11, 2003, 9:00 a.m. 

General Plan 2020 is a comprehensive update of the San Diego County General Plan, establishing future growth and development patterns for the unincorporated areas of the County. It will replace the existing General Plan, including all regional elements and all community or subregional plans. Other components of General Plan 2020 include adjustments to community planning area boundaries, replacing residential lot size requirements with a density-based approach, and identifying items that must be changed within a reasonable timeframe following plan adoption to maintain consistency between the General Plan and County ordinances or policies.  Agricultural Preserves will be modified to reflect lands under Williamson Act contracts.

The purpose of the Board of Supervisors hearing is to receive Board endorsement for the direction taken by the General Plan 2020 update on the following products: Planning Concepts, Draft Regional Goals and Policies, Land Use Framework, Regional Structure Map, Regional Land Use Distribution Map (December 2002 Working Copy Map and related Population Forecast), and Statements of Legislative Intent.  If the Board of Supervisors endorses the direction of this work, then full development of General Plan 2020 ― including the preparation of a regional road network, Draft Regional Elements, Draft Community and Subregional Plans, and Draft Environmental Impact Report ― will proceed.  All products submitted for review during this hearing are subject to further refinements and to future review by the Board of Supervisors as part of a complete package of General Plan 2020 products.

	On October 18, 2001 and November 5, 2001, John W. Peters filed claims against the County seeking compensation for property damage, lost property value and related damages associated with a parcel of undeveloped real property located at 9725 Chocolate Summit Drive, also known as Assessor’s Parcel Number 402-350-60 in Alpine, California (Thomas Brothers 1233 E3).

County staff and Mr. Peters have agreed to a proposed settlement whereby the County will pay $143,000 to resolve the pending claims and acquire the property.  On April 30, 2003 (13), the Board set a hearing date of June 11, 2003 to consider the acquisition of Assessor’s Parcel Number 402-350-60 for $143,000.  The Board is requested to approve the contract.

	Funds for the proposal are available in the Environmental Trust Fund.  If approved, this acquisition will result in a Fiscal Year 2002-2003 cost of $143,000, no annual cost, and will result in the addition of no staff years.  There will be no cost to the General Fund as a result of this acquisition.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego is actively involved in open space habitat planning including the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP), and the development of the North County MSCP Subarea Plan.  The analysis for the proposed North County Plan indicates that the Escondido Creek watershed has high value habitat and will be an important part of the proposed North County MSCP Subarea Plan.  If not acquired and protected, this corridor could be developed, which would fragment the critical wildlife habitat linkages that the area provides.

On May 10, 2000 (3), the Board of Supervisors established appropriations in the amount of $2,260,000 for Capital Project KA0551 – Escondido Creek Acquisitions, based on Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) grant funds ($2,000,000) and matching County MSCP General Funds ($260,000).

On April 30, 2003 (14), the Board set a hearing for June 11, 2003 to consider the purchase of 27.36 acres, known as Assessor's Parcel No. 223-110-30 (Thomas Bros. Map reference 1129, B-7) (Tunstall) for $574,350.  The Board is requested to approve this real property contract.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the acquisition are budgeted in Capital Project KA0551 – Escondido Creek Acquisitions.  The funding sources are a CalTrans Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) grant and County General Funds, which have been previously budgeted in the project for grant matching purposes.  The purchase will result in a cost of $574,350 ($508,472 of TEA funding; $65,878 in County General Fund matching funds) in Fiscal Year 2002/2003, no additional cost in subsequent years and the addition of no staff years. Management of the land will be conducted by existing Department of Parks and Recreation staff. There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purchase of the 1,214.72-acre Boulder Oaks Ranch is part of an ongoing acquisition program to assemble and preserve important habitat lands identified in the County of San Diego Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP).  These parcels lie within the Iron Mountain Ridge Cañada de San Vicente Area, which includes the Boulder Oaks Ranch.  The property is located off of Mussey Grade Road, approximately six miles south of Ramona (Thomas Bros. Map reference 1191-J4).

The State of California, federal government and other agencies have committed to partner with the County of San Diego to acquire or fund the acquisition of habitat lands within the MSCP Preserve areas.  On December 13, 2000 (13), the Board adopted a resolution approving the submittal of an application and acceptance of funds from the Wildlife Conservation Board (WCB) for the Boulder Oaks Ranch Acquisition project.  Grant funds in the amount of $3,307,500 were awarded to the County to fund 75% of the purchase of Boulder Oaks Ranch.  The 25% match requirement will be provided by budgeted General Funds available in Capital Project KA9500 – MSCP Acquisitions.  This requested action will establish appropriations in a new Capital Project to fund the proposed purchase of Boulder Oaks Ranch.

On May 7, 2003 (5), the Board set a hearing for June 11, 2003 to consider the acquisition of the Boulder Oaks Ranch from Morgan Fine Arts, Inc. for the appraised value of $4,410,000.  The Board is requested to approve the contract for the purchase of this property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Previously budgeted General Funds in the amount of $1,102,500 are available in Capital Project KA9500 – MSCP Acquisitions, and are being transferred to a new Capital Project to supplement a $3,307,500 Wildlife Conservation Board (WCB) grant to fund the purchase of the property.  If approved, this request will result in $4,410,000 current year cost to acquire the property, no annual cost and will result in the addition of no staff years.  Maintenance of the property will be managed with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Old Springs Road property is located in the unincorporated community of Borrego Springs, just east of Peg Leg Road where Highway S-22 turns northward (Thomas Bros. Map reference 410 - C8, D8).  The property contains many sensitive and endangered plant and animal species and species of special concern, and provides wildlife corridors and sensitive habitat linkages.  The current owner is a willing seller.

The recommended action will authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to take necessary steps to initiate acquisition of the 161-acre Old Springs Road property (APN 201-010-01-00) and take steps to identify funding for the purchase.  If a fair and reasonable price can be negotiated and funding sources identified, the actual acquisition will be brought before the Board in a subsequent Board letter.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this action to seek and identify potential sources of funding for the future acquisition of the 161-acre Old Springs Road property.  Fiscal impact associated with the actual acquisition of this property will be reported in a subsequent Board letter.  Any staff costs related to this action are budgeted in the approved Department of Parks and Recreation annual budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Southern California Wetlands Recovery Project is a partnership of public agencies working cooperatively to acquire, restore, and enhance coastal wetlands and watersheds between Point Conception and the International border with Mexico.  Projects are funded from a Work Plan, which is a list of potential projects.  Inclusion on the Work Plan does not guarantee how much funding a project will receive or even that a project will receive funding at all.  There are currently 68 projects funded on the Work Plan and 19 of those are located in San Diego County.  There is no match requirement for this grant program.  This proposed action will ratify a previously submitted application requesting $850,000 of grant funds from this program, for inclusion of one restoration project on the Work Plan.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

Tijuana River Valley Restoration/Enhancement

The approximately 60-acre Dairy Mart Ponds property, which consists primarily of riparian habitat, is proposed for restoration/enhancement.  The site is within the boundaries of the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park and is within the Tijuana watershed.  The site includes riparian habitat as well as critical habitat for the least Bell’s vireo and the southwestern willow flycatcher, federally listed as endangered species.

Over the years, the amount of water flowing into the Dairy Mart Ponds has decreased.  Currently, the only sources of water to the ponds are from rainfall and a small amount of urban run-off.  As a result, during drought periods, the ponds dry out and the riparian habitat dies.  When this occurs, the amount and variety of bird species found on the property decreases dramatically.  Similarly, public visitation to the area also decreases.  One of the County's goals for the property is to identify a permanent source of water to replenish the ponds during dry periods.  Through an engineering study and plan for which funds were approved by the Board of Supervisors on June 19, 2002 (17), the Department of Parks and Recreation is moving forward in its plan to use reclaimed water, available from City of San Diego lines along Dairy Mart Road, to replenish the ponds.  Upon completion of the engineering and design work being conducted with existing project funds, the proposed grant would provide the funding needed to implement the actual restoration of the ponds. 

This proposed action will ratify the Wetlands Recovery Project grant application submitted on May 15, 2003 by the Department of Parks and Recreation, for inclusion of the Dairy Mart Ponds Restoration/Enhancement project on the Work Plan.

One component of the North County Subarea Plan is conserving and enhancing the habitat value of agricultural lands and encouraging the conservation of farmland.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Each year, the Department of Public Works' Survey Records section receives more than 10,000 requests from the public for map images. Most requests are for multiple maps, and some are for 100 or more. In addition, Survey Records provides map services to County departments for use in project and land use planning.  Currently original maps are kept in secure storage, and map images are retrieved for customers from microfiche and aperture cards.  Customers either must come in person to obtain images or order images that are sent via mail.

Technology now makes it possible for original maps to be digitally recorded through imaging systems. Digital imaging of County maps will make researching, retrieval, viewing and printing of hundreds of thousands of map images readily available to all County offices as well as the public. Also, current aperture cards have printing limitations, printing up to 18 X 26 inches, regardless of scale. Digital images would be taken from original maps, so that map products will be able to be printed to scale and be much more useful to surveyors and designers. 

On March 6, 2002 (7), the Board authorized the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue a Request for Proposals and subsequently negotiate and award a contract to a firm to develop an imaging system for survey records. The firm of MRF Geosystems Corporation was selected because it has a proven track record of delivering strong Geographic Imaging Systems solutions integrated with imaging functions.  The hardware and software requirements pilot and testing are now complete. 

The largest part of the effort and contract cost is to integrate over 325,000 scanned documents into the system. The contract originally estimated  $617,488 for this activity; however, these costs could not be fully understood until the work was underway, and will require an additional $202,179 to complete.

This is a request to transfer additional funding of $160,000 from the Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserve and to utilize savings of $42,179 in the Department of Public Works General Fund to complete imaging of thousands of County map images, and amend the contract to provide for this additional work. No other changes in scope or term are necessary. This amendment will enable the County to begin the new on-line services by December 2003.

	Current funding for this project is $688,258.  This request would transfer $160,000 from the Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserve and utilizes savings in Department of Public Works General Fund in the amount of $42,179.  Appropriation of $202,179 will allow conversion of scanned images into the imaging library to make it operable in a timely manner. If approved, this request would result in approximate current year cost of $890,437, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	The Field Surveys Section of the Department of Public Works provides many services, including construction staking and topographic surveys for County projects, land boundary retracements for improvements to County property, setting control for aerial mapping projects, and technical services that enhance historical land monument accuracy.  

The County of San Diego has used Global Positioning System equipment manufactured by Sokkia Measuring Systems for ten years. Sokkia Measuring Systems no longer locally supports its Global Positioning System equipment. The County’s existing equipment is more than seven years old and frequently in need of repair. In addition, technical improvements have been made that provide more accurate Global Positioning System survey control data.  Equipment is smaller, weighs less and is easier to use. This is especially important for backpacking into remote rural areas where there is no vehicle access. 

After determining the need for new Global Positioning System equipment, staff researched possible vendors. Of all the vendors researched by staff, Leica Geosystems, Inc. of San Diego has proven to be the only provider of equipment that will best meet the needs of, and integrate into, the Global Positioning System equipment currently used by the County.  

This is a request to approve a sole source agreement with Leica Geosystems, Inc. to replace the Department’s outdated Global Positioning System equipment.

	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Internal Service Fund.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost of  $145,000, no subsequent year costs and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to purchase an asset management system for the management of various park facilities and properties throughout the County of San Diego.  The Department will use this system to schedule preventive maintenance activities; manage the work order process; maintain historical records and costs associated with maintenance activities; and to create a complete inventory of park assets in one database.

The Hansen Park Module is a specialized application that is part of the Hansen Public Works solution.  The Land Use and Environment Group (LUEG) currently utilizes Hansen’s Stormwater, Wastewater, and Customer Service modules through the Department of Public Works.  LUEG is currently finalizing the implementation of the Hansen Plant & Fleet, Roadway (Streets), and Geographic Information Systems modules.

The Department included $200,000 in its Fiscal Year 2002-2003 approved budget for the purchase of an asset management system.  An objective of the LUEG Information Technology Strategic Plan is to standardize and streamline asset and facilities management, as well as the issuance and processing of all maintenance work order activities.  The purchase of Hansen Parks Module software will provide an asset management system to coordinate and manage all Department assets and facilities.  

This requested action will authorize the purchase of Hansen Parks Module software at a cost of up to $200,000.  Other than additional funding starting at approximately $23,000 annually and increasing by about 3% per year, allowing for inflation, to pay for service and maintenance, there will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed action will result in the purchase of Hansen Park Module software at a cost of up to $200,000.  Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Department of Parks and Recreation approved budget.  The funding source is General Funds.  The procurement also includes one (1) year of service and maintenance.  After that, the Department will be responsible to contract with Hansen for annual service and maintenance at a cost of approximately $23,000, with an estimated 3% inflation per year.  Funding for these annual costs will be included in the Department of Parks and Recreation annual budget.  Other than the Department budgeting annually for service and maintenance costs, there will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego is actively involved in open space habitat planning including the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP), and the development of the North County MSCP Subarea Plan.  The analysis for the proposed North County Plan indicates that the Escondido Creek watershed has high value habitat and will be an important part of the proposed North County MSCP Subarea Plan.  If not acquired and protected, this corridor could be developed, which would fragment the critical wildlife habitat linkages that the area provides.

On May 10, 2000 (3), the Board of Supervisors established appropriations in the amount of $2,260,000 for Capital Project KA0551 – Escondido Creek Acquisitions, based on Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) grant funds ($2,000,000) and matching County MSCP general funds ($260,000).

The Board is requested to set a hearing for July 9, 2003 to consider the acquisition of 18.29 acres known as Assessor's Parcel No. 223-111-01 (Thomas Bros. Map reference 1149 A-1) from the property owner, Roger M. Fontanini.

Management of the acquired land will be conducted by existing Department of Parks and Recreation staff.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this proposed action.

	This is a request to set a public hearing to consider vacating for public vehicular use a portion of Questhaven Road located north of Elfin Forest Road and Harmony Grove Road in the San Dieguito Community Planning Area (Thomas Guide, page 1148, H1, 2003 Edition).  The proposed vacation will be subject to a reservation or rights by the County for hiking and equestrian purposes and for vehicle ingress and egress for maintenance and emergency purposes.
