	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the submission and approve the acceptance of eight grant applications from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) totaling $5,780,786, and the related expenditure contracts that distribute a portion of the grant funds to other participating agencies.  The High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program ($1,947,661), High Technology Identify Theft Prosecution Program ($561,903), Jurisdictions Unified for Drug Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program ($723,400), Victim/Witness Assistance Program ($1,208,537), Parole Advocacy Program ($189,276), Vertical Prosecution Block Program ($830,009), Domestic Violence Stalking Program ($180,000) are all grants for the period July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.  The Elder Abuse Advocacy and Outreach Program ($140,000) is a grant for the period October 1, 2007 through September 30, 2008.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the CAO’s Fiscal Year 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan for the District Attorney’s Office.  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services and general purpose revenues allocated to the District Attorney’s Office.  No additional staff years are required.

District Attorney - High Technology Theft

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $2,162,284 and grant revenue of $1,790,811 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $1,947,661).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $486,915 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney and the Sheriff.  

Sheriff – High Technology Theft

Funds for this request are budgeted in the Sheriff Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $427,551 and grant revenue of $156,850 (the Sheriff’s portion of the total grant of $1,947,661).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.

District Attorney - High Technology Identity Theft
If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $590,527 and grant revenue of $453,161 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $561,903).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $140,476 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney and the Probation Department.  

Probation – High Technology Identity Theft 

Funds for this request are budgeted in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $115,301 and grant revenue of $108,742 (the Probation Department’s portion of the total grant of $561,903).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.

District Attorney – Jurisdictions Unified for Drug Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $1,627,913 and grant revenue of   $599,130 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $723,400). 
Sheriff – Jurisdictions Unified for Drug Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program
Funds for this request are budgeted in the Sheriff Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $404,351 and grant revenue of $74,562 (the Sheriff’s portion of the total grant of $723,400).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.  

Probation – Jurisdictions Unified for Drug Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program
Funds for this request are budgeted in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $209,927 and grant revenue of $49,708 (the Probation Department’s portion of the total grant of $723,400).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.

District Attorney – Victim/Witness Assistance Program 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs and revenue of $1,208,537. 
District Attorney – Parole Advocacy Program 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs and revenue of $189,276. 
District Attorney – Vertical Prosecution Block Program 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $879,489, which will be partially offset by revenue of $830,009. 
District Attorney – Domestic Violence Stalking 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $324,473 and revenue of $180,000.  A legislatively required match of 25% or $60,000 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney’s Office.  

District Attorney – Elder Abuse Advocacy and Outreach Program Grant 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $268,263 and revenue of $140,000.  A legislatively required match of $35,000 will be satisfied through in-kind resources from the District Attorney’s Office.

	Over the years, your Board has demonstrated a long-term commitment to enhancing programs that ensure the welfare of seniors and persons with disabilities.  The County’s Health and Human Services Agency, Aging & Independence Services division, administers programs that benefit seniors and persons with disabilities.  On June 20, 2006 (7), the Board approved Fiscal Year 2006-07 revenue agreements to fund these programs.  Today’s action will authorize the acceptance of more than $14 million of FY 2007-08 revenue from federal, State, and local sources to support the numerous programs and services the County provides to seniors and persons with disabilities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the CAO’s FY 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2007-08 costs of $15,522,135 and revenue of $14,660,140 with $861,995 in County General Purpose Revenue required for matching costs.  The funding sources are the State General Fund, Titles III, V, and VII of the Older Americans Act, the federal Administration on Aging, federal and State HICAP funds, Title XIX Medicaid, Title IIa Corporation for National & Community Service, the City of San Diego, the University of Maryland, the State Department of Corporations, and San Diego Gas & Electric.  There will be no change in County General Purpose Revenue and no additional staff years.

	The California Department of Alcohol and Drug Program (DADP) provides funding to all counties for alcohol and drug services through the Negotiated Net Amount and Drug Medi-Cal revenue contracts.  On May 18, 2004 (1), the Board approved a Multi-Year Revenue Agreement for the combined Negotiated Net Amount and Drug Medi-Cal revenue contracts with the State, which authorized the current contract for Fiscal Years 2004-05 through 2006-07.  Board Authority is requested to execute these revenue contracts with the State for Fiscal Years 2007-08 through 2009-10.  Revenue from this agreement will be used to fund the array of alcohol and drug services included in the Health and Human Services Agency’s Operational Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has shown a long-term commitment to programs aimed at improving outcomes for foster youth.  In San Diego County, approximately 6,000 youth are currently in foster care and over 300 dependents and wards exit the foster care system each year.

Too often youth aging out of foster care find themselves unprepared for adulthood.  Within 12 to 18 months of leaving the system, 40 percent of youth are unemployed or experience homelessness.  Two out of three emancipating foster youth have an imminent need for safe and affordable housing.  Outcomes for former foster youth improve significantly when subsidized housing and comprehensive case management are available to assist them to pursue educational opportunities, gain work experience and improve their earning potential.  

In 2001, Assembly Bill 427 established the Transitional Housing Placement–Plus (THP-Plus) program to assist former foster youth in making a successful transition to independent living by providing affordable housing and supportive services for up to 24 months.  In San Diego County, San Pasqual Academy began offering THP-Plus services to former foster youth in February 2006.  At that time the Academy program had the capacity to serve 20 youth at any given time.

The California Department of Social Services (CDSS) anticipates a THP-Plus funding increase and has recently approved the County’s request to expand THP-Plus programs countywide.  Contingent upon increased State funding, today’s item requests authority for the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue competitive solicitations to increase THP-Plus capacity, and upon completion of successful negotiations, to award contracts through June 30, 2010 with two three-year option periods through June 30, 2016.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The CAO’s Fiscal Year 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes $665,425 for the existing THP-Plus program.  Staff will return to the Board to establish additional appropriations once the award amount has been confirmed.  If the County’s amended THP-Plus plan is fully funded, the additional award could be as much as $4,408,608.  This includes $967,008 for the expanded San Pasqual Academy program and $3,513,600 for new programs to be competitively procured.  The funding source is the State Transitional Housing for Foster Youth Fund.  There is no change to the net General Fund costs and no new staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Meeting Place, Inc. has successfully provided a peer support clubhouse program for individuals recovering from serious mental illness in the Health and Human Services Agency’s central region for over 20 years.  Since 2002, The Meeting Place has also operated The Warm Line telephone support program, which provides mental health counseling services for those callers not experiencing a crisis situation.  In an effort to streamline contracts and consolidate services in 2006, the clubhouse and Warm Line programs were included as part of a regionalized competitive re-procurement of mental health services in the central region.  Negotiations with the successful regional responder, however, did not result in clubhouse and Warm Line services being included in that contract and these services were extended with The Meeting Place for a final option year, through June 30, 2007.
Also in 2006, after a thorough public input process, The Meeting Place received Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) funds specifically for Clubhouse Enhancement and Expansion of Employment Services to augment current vocational, recovery, and educational services. In order to gauge interest and capability for continuing delivery of clubhouse, Warm Line support, and MHSA augmented services, a Request for Information (RFI) was issued in March 2007, and The Meeting Place was the only responder.
Today’s item requests authority for the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with The Meeting Place, Inc. for clubhouse, Warm Line support, and MHSA augmented services.

The current 2-1-1 San Diego contract provides for a toll-free telephone number and call center, which is supported by an electronic database, web site, and written directory of resources.  2-1-1 is a “one-stop” phone, web, and media link between the County of San Diego’s three million residents and more than 5,000 heath and human service programs.

Today’s action requests Board authority for the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiation with INFO LINE of San Diego County, to procure 2-1-1 contract services for one year with two option years, and up to an additional six months if needed.  Re-procurement of this contract, which will expire June 30, 2007, will ensure the continued operation of a multilingual and confidential information line available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week for the benefit of County residents.

The District requests that the County of San Diego (the “County”) issue a third and final series of bonds, which will close on approximately July 2007.
