	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to initiate Reversion to Acreage Proceedings for County of San Diego Tract No. 4515-1, Final Map No. 12662 consisting of fillin "" \d ""14 single-family residential lots, and a total acreage of 30.57 acres. It is located in the Jamul area, on the southerly side of Campo Road, 3,590 feet westerly from Steele Canyon Road. (Thomas Guide, Page 1292, B-1fillin "" \d "")  

On March 1, 2006 (3), your Board continued this item to allow staff time to work with the property owners. Staff has contacted the property owners several times since then, and has attempted to ensure security is provided. The property owners have taken no positive action to provide security and staff recommends moving forward with reversion to acreage.

Subsequent to approval of the final map for the subdivision, the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) acquired right-of-way within the subdivision for construction of State Route 94 (SR 94).  Acquisition of right-of-way within the subdivision for SR 94 together with other conditions that have changed since the final map was approved over 15 years ago, make it infeasible to develop the subdivision in accordance with the approved final map.  

The Board is requested to initiate action to revert the subdivision to acreage in accordance with Section 66499.12 of the Subdivision Map Act.

	APPROVE TRAIL PLAN AND ADOPT MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR THE OTAY VALLEY REGIONAL PARK TRAILS PROJECT (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Otay Valley Regional Park is located within the jurisdictions of the County of San Diego and the Cities of San Diego and Chula Vista.  The proposed project is the result of many years of planning, multi-jurisdictional coordination, and community input and, if approved, will further the implementation of the Otay Valley Regional Park Concept Plan.
The Trail Alignment Plan shows 8.3 miles of a multi-use trail system on publicly-owned land within the western portion of Otay Valley Regional Park along the Otay River.  The trails would be for hiking, bicycling, and equestrian use.  The Trails Project study area is bounded on the west by Saturn Boulevard and on the east by Interstate 805 (Thomas Bros. Map page 1330, A-6 through G-6).  The proposed trail system will include connections to adjacent trail systems, such as the Bayshore Bikeway and the Chula Vista Greenbelt trail system.  Additional proposed facilities consist of development of a ranger station, seven local staging areas, trailheads, picnic areas, and interpretive signage.  

Adoption of the Mitigated Negative Declaration and approval of the proposed Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program and trail alignments will allow trail construction and interpretive enhancement to improve public access to the park.  Kiosks will help educate the public about environmental and cultural resources in the valley.  The trail system will help raise awareness and visibility of this regional park, and serve as a catalyst for future habitat restoration projects along the Otay River.

On April 10, 2006, a Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Trails Project was circulated for a 30-day public review period which ended May 9, 2006.  This is a request to adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration and associated Mitigation and Monitoring Reporting Program, and approve the proposed Trail Alignment Plan for the western portion of Otay Valley Regional Park.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact to approve the proposed recommendations in this action.  If approved, funding for the future construction of the proposed improvements in the amount of $1.0 million is budgeted in Capital Project 1009268 – Otay Valley Regional Park Trail Improvements.  The funding source is Proposition 12 Per Capita grant funds.  In addition, $2.0 million of one-time General Funds have been included in the Capital Improvement Budget for this project for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  If approved, preliminary cost estimates for the entire project total between $4.7 million and $5.0 million, of which the County’s portion is estimated at approximately $4.0 million to $4.5 million.  The Board approved submittal of an application for up to $3.0 million of Proposition 50 California River Parkways grant funds on November 9, 2005 (6) which is currently pending for this project.  The Department of Parks and Recreation is seeking additional grants and other funding sources to complete its portion of the entire project.  Additional portions of the project will be constructed by the City of San Diego with potential assistance from the City of Chula Vista.  

In accordance with the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement (JEPA) among the County and the Cities of San Diego and Chula Vista approved December 14, 2005 (9), once completed, operations and maintenance of both the proposed trail system and the improvements to be constructed as part of the proposed project will be provided by the City of San Diego.  The County would be responsible for mitigation and monitoring requirements associated with development of its portion of the proposed trails.  These costs are included in the total estimated project cost and, if approved, will be funded with project funds.  The mitigation and monitoring responsibilities are expected to last up to five years.  The County will have no additional responsibility for operations or maintenance.

Consider the Mitigated Negative Declaration (Attachment A) together with comments received during public review (Attachment B), and adopt it, finding that it reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors.
2. Adopt the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) (Attachment C) prepared in accordance with Public Resources Code Section 21081.6, and authorize the Director, Department of Parks and Recreation, to ensure compliance with the MMRP.

	RATIFY APPLICATION FOR CALIFORNIA OFFICE OF HISTORIC PRESERVATION GRANT FOR WHITAKER HOUSE, LAKESIDE   (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Hale and Mildred Whitaker House was built in 1940 and is located on the top of a small hill in Lakeside (Thomas Bros. Map page 1232, B4).  The site for the home was selected for its 360 degree view of Lakeside and surrounding valley areas.  In 1994, the house, its entire contents, and the property were donated to the County of San Diego Department of Parks and Recreation.  The Whitakers wanted the house eventually to be open to the public.  The Department proposes to prepare a Historic Structures Report for the Whitaker House and submitted an application for grant funds from the California Office of Historic Preservation for up to $25,000 to complete the report. If the grant is awarded, a historic architect would be hired to conduct a thorough assessment of the condition of the building.  This report can then be used to identify priority needs when applying for grants to restore the building.  There is a match requirement of 40% of the entire project cost which, if the grant is awarded, would be provided by existing budgeted funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  This request is to ratify the grant application submitted on May 8, 2006 for up to $25,000, and authorize acceptance of any funding awarded.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in the ratification of submittal of an application for grant funding for up to $25,000 from the California Office of Historic Preservation (OHP) to prepare a Historic Structures Report (HSR) for the Whitaker House.  This is a competitive grant; therefore, it is unknown at this time if grant funding will be received or, if so, what the amount of the award will be.  If the grant is awarded, the Department will return to the Board for appropriation of awarded grant funds.

This grant program requires a 40% match of the total project cost, estimated at $42,000, which, if awarded, will be provided by existing budgeted Department of Parks and Recreation Grant Match General Funds in the amount of $17,000.  These General Funds are budgeted annually in the Department for grant matching purposes.  The cost to restore the Whitaker House structure is unknown at this time and will be better defined upon completion of the proposed HSR, but estimated to be in the $100,000 to $150,000 range.  The Department is seeking additional grants and other funding sources to pay for the complete restoration.  Approval of this request will result in no ongoing costs and no additional staff years.

	APPROVE REVENUE AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA FOR ENFORCEMENT OF THE STATE RADIATION CONTROL LAW (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In accordance with Section 114990 of the California Health and Safety Code, the State is authorized to enter into agreements with contractors to conduct technical evaluations of radioactive material license applications and to conduct inspections of facilities that use radioactive material or radiation-producing machines.  Since 1986, the California Department of Health Services has contracted with the Department of Environmental Health to enforce the State Radiation Control Law in San Diego County.  The local enforcement activities of the Department of Environmental Health’s Radiation Control program protect the citizens and environment of San Diego County from the effects of radiation and ensure that all State and federal regulations are met.

The Department of Environmental Health requests approval to enter into a two-year revenue agreement with the California Department of Health Services in the amount of $701,200 for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and $701,200 for Fiscal Year 2007-08 to enforce the Radiation Control Law in San Diego County.  This agreement, which has received annual Board approval since 1986, ensures that radioactive materials and x-ray machines are in compliance with license conditions and applicable federal and State regulations

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-08 Proposed Operational Plan ($1,205,288) and Fiscal Year 2006-08 CAO Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter ($197,112).  If approved, this request will result in a total of $1,402,400 in revenue and $1,310,123 in direct cost for Fiscal Years 2006-07 and 2007-08.   The funding source is the revenue agreement with the California Department of Health Services Radiological Health Branch.  This year’s contract negotiations with the California Department of Health Services Radiological Health Branch resulted in a full cost recovery agreement, and will require no additional staff years.  Previous contract years required a B-29 waiver from this Board.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15308 of the State of California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines that this action is exempt from California Environmental Quality Act as it is an action taken by a regulatory agency to assure the protection of the environment. 

2. Approve and authorize the Director of Environmental Health to execute a two-year revenue agreement with the California Department of Health Services, Radiological Health Branch, to enforce the Radiation Control Law in San Diego County, in an amount not to exceed $701,200 each year for the period July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2008.
3. Authorize the Director of Environmental Health to execute any amendments, extensions, and/or revisions thereof that do not materially impact or alter either the program or funding level.

	RAMONA – ACCEPTANCE OF A DONATION OF AN OPEN SPACE EASEMENT OVER 2.81 ACRES OF LAND ALONG SANTA MARIA CREEK (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 9, 2003 (11), the Board adopted a resolution and established appropriations based on State Proposition 13 Water Bond Act grant funds for the Santa Maria Creek Protection and Restoration Project.  As part of the project, County staff contacted owners of several properties along the creek and offered them the opportunity to participate in various project activities, including water quality sampling, biological resources mapping, and removal of non-native plant materials from their properties. As required by the grant, County staff also sought to acquire donations of open space easements from owners whose properties include the creek and floodway area.  One property owner, Carolyn Dorroh, has offered to donate a 2.81-acre open space easement over a portion of her ten-acre property, identified as Assessor Parcel Number 281-010-48 (Thomas Guide, page 1171-J2).  Ms. Dorroh’s easement donation is appraised at $98,500 and the Board is requested to accept the donation, and authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign a letter of appreciation to the donor.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The acceptance of this donation will have no direct fiscal impact.  There are no additional staff years associated with this action.  The property owner will be responsible for management of the easement in accordance with the provisions of the easement deed.  County staff, and their agents, will be able to access the easement area if biological management, such as non-native plant removal is required.  Biological management will be provided by existing budgeted resources and staff in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Enforcement of open space easement requirements will be provided by existing budgeted resources and staff in the Department of Planning and Land Use.

1. Find in accordance with Section 15317 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the action is exempt from CEQA because it is the acceptance of an easement to maintain open space.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In December 2005, the Real Estate Services Division commenced solicitation for the operation of the Bonita Golf Driving Range, pursuant to Section 73.11 of the San Diego County Administrative Code.  The driving range is located on Bonita Road within the Sweetwater Valley Regional Park.  Four proposals were received in response to this solicitation.  The proposals were reviewed by staff and were all deemed to be responsive to the solicitation.  On January 30, 2006, a bidding was conducted among the four proposers and the highest bid was in the amount of $8,000 per month for the two-year and three-month term of the lease.  The high bidder subsequently withdrew from negotiations.  On April 13, 2006, the Real Estate Services Division conducted a second bidding among the remaining proposers and the highest bid was in the amount of $11,000 per month. 

This action requests approval in principle of the leasing of the Bonita Golf Driving Range within Sweetwater Valley Regional Park, authorizes the acceptance of the high bid from Justin Lee for $11,000 per month, and authorizes the Director of the Department of General Services to execute the Lease Agreement with Justin Lee.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this action will result in $3,000 current year revenue, $116,000 revenue in Fiscal Year 2006-07, $135,300 revenue in Fiscal Year 2007-08, and will add no staff years.  Funds will be deposited into the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	This lease agreement will generate additional business activity through the minor refurbishment of the existing driving range, which should result in increased visitors to the golf complex.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purchase of the 3.29-acre Pitchford property in Lakeside is part of an ongoing acquisition program to assemble and preserve important habitat lands identified in the County of San Diego’s Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, Metro-Lakeside-Jamul Segment.  This property is located on Wildcat Canyon Road in Lakeside, and is proposed to be added to Louis A. Stelzer County Park (Thomas Guide, Page 1232-C1).

The Board is requested to set a hearing for July 19, 2006 to consider the purchase of this 3.29-acre parcel (Assessor’s Parcel Number 392-050-20) from Andre and Alma L. Pitchford for the appraised fair market value of $75,000.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	 Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $75,000 on July 19, 2006, funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program/Open Space Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $79,300 ($75,000 for the acquisition, $4,300 for escrow and Real Estate Services staff costs to complete the acquisition.)  In addition there would be an annual cost of $170 estimated for Special Tax Assessments which will be paid from existing budgeted funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  No additional staff years will be required.  Management of the acquired property will be funded with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) has completed construction of State Route 125 in the Spring Valley community and has determined that a 22,338-square-foot parcel in the project area is excess to its needs.  The parcel is located at the northeast corner of Ildica Street and Sweetwater Road in Spring Valley and is identified as Caltrans excess land parcel DD32172-01-01 (Thomas Guide, page 1290-J1).  In accordance with California Government Code Section 54222, whenever a public agency determines a parcel of land is excess to its needs, it must first offer the land to local agencies for low-income housing and/or park purposes.  The County Department of Parks and Recreation would like to acquire the Ildica Street parcel for future development of a neighborhood park and has identified funding to purchase the parcel.

The Board is requested to set a hearing date for July 19, 2006 to consider the purchase of excess land parcel DD32172-01-01 from Caltrans for the appraised value of $236,000.

	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $236,000 on July 19, 2006, funds for the purchase will be provided by Proposition 12 Roberti-Z'berg-Harris grant funds ($141,000) and Spring Valley Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) funds ($100,000) being appropriated in this action.  The total funding of $241,000 will allow for the purchase and escrow, title, and County administrative costs related to the acquisition of the property.  In addition, there would be an annual estimated cost of $310 for Special Tax Assessments which will be paid from existing budgeted funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation. There will be no additional staff years associated with this action.

The State requires a Board Resolution or certified minute order to execute this agreement. Normally, in accordance with Administrative Code Section 123 and Board Policy B-29, this agreement would not require Board approval since it is less than $50,000. Approval of this agreement will ensure that the approved summer lunch sites in San Diego County will be inspected for food safety and, in so doing, reduce the risk of foodborne illnesses associated with the Program.  The Summer Food Service Program exclusively serves the children of San Diego County.

If approved, this request will result in $7,050 in revenue and $6,522 in direct cost, and will require no additional staff years. The required coastal water sampling and analysis benefits San Diego County residents because it allows assessment of coastal water quality and notification of contamination problems at public beaches.  

The Department of Environmental Health seeks Board approval of a three-year revenue agreement with the California Department of Health Services to continue coastal water quality testing from April 1st through October 31st.  This is a full cost recovery agreement in the amount of $336,129 for each of three fiscal years, Fiscal Year 2006-07 through Fiscal Year 2008-09.  The total contract amount is $1,008,387.

	The San Diego County Street Lighting District was formed by the Board of Supervisors on September 30, 1987 (3), under the Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972, as a replacement for Lighting Maintenance Districts. The District operates and maintains more than 9,700 public street lights throughout the unincorporated area of the County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service while maintaining a low cost to property owners. Funding for the District is through a portion of the one-percent property tax and through assessments charged to properties that benefit from the lights.  Assessments are based on traffic generation with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.

Assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing. The proposed assessment rate in Fiscal Year 2006-07 is $5.88 per single family home per year, which is a five percent increase over the Fiscal Year 2005-06 rate, reflecting increases in the cost of labor, materials and electricity. The voters have approved a maximum rate of $25.00 and the current proposed rate is less than 25% of the maximum. Among all street light district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County assessment rate remains the lowest. 

The action requested today is to approve the Engineer’s Report for the District and adopt a resolution of intention that sets a public hearing date of July 19, 2006.  On that date, the Board will be asked to adopt a resolution confirming the assessments at close of the hearing.

	The proposed Fiscal Year 2006-07 budget for the San Diego County Street Lighting District reflects the proposed rate change. The rate change would increase District revenue by approximately $28,300. No additional staff years are required.

Assessment and monitoring activities are being conducted by Leighton Consulting, Inc. (formerly Gradient Engineers, Inc.) under a consultant contract with the County, procured through countywide solicitation under authority of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering, and Related Professional Services, which was approved by the Board on June 16, 1999 (3).  The assessment and closure process has taken longer that anticipated when this contract was originally initiated, primarily due to regulatory changes that increased testing requirements. The remaining work will ensure completion of requirements during the next two years.

This is a request to approve a fifth amendment to Leighton Consulting, Inc. contract.  Recommended actions will amend the existing contract to increase funding for Department of Public Works sites by $400,000 to provide the remaining assessments.  Department of Public Works staff has determined that the cost for these services is fair and reasonable. Approval of the amendment will allow the Department of Public Works to maintain compliance by continuing groundwater monitoring, completing conceptual models, and preparing site remediation designs as required by State law.
