ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SPRING VALLEY OUTFALL SEWER AT BRIDGE (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Spring Valley Outfall sewer line was constructed in 1963 to transport sewage from Spring Valley Sanitation District to the City of San Diego’s Metropolitan Sewage System (Thomas Guide page 1291, A-6).  An exposed section of the pipe, measuring approximately 200 feet in length and supported by a cable-stayed bridge spanning across Spring Valley Creek, has deteriorated and requires replacement. The Department of Public Works has completed plans to bypass this deteriorated segment using a new pipe supported on a prefabricated truss bridge parallel to the existing structure.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to replace the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer at Bridge. Construction is scheduled to commence in September 2005 and be completed in April 2006. Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Construction funding is budgeted in Fiscal Year 2004-05 Spring Valley Sanitation District operational plan.  If approved, this request will result in $1,800,000 current year cost, and will require no annual cost or additional staff years.  No County General Funds are allocated to this project.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find, on the basis of the whole record, that there is no substantial evidence that the project will have a significant effect on the environment. Consider the Mitigated Negative Declaration, dated March 22, 2005, for the Spring Valley Sewer Outfall Suspension Bridge Rehabilitation Project, together with comments received during public review, and adopt it, finding that it reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors.

2. Adopt the Mitigation Monitoring Program prepared in accordance with Public Resources Code section 21086.6. 

3. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401 et seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the Construction of the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer at Bridge.

4. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

GALLOWAY WASTEWATER PUMP STATION EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT PROJECT: CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER FOR PUMP STATION MODIFICATIONS DURING  CONSTRUCTION  (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 21, 2003 (11), the Board authorized advertisement and award of a contract to replace Galloway Wastewater Pump Station Equipment.  Galloway Pump Station is located south of Interstate 8 just west of Alpine (Thomas Guide page 1233, F-5).  On June 18, 2003 (2), the Board authorized the advertisement and award of a contract to replace 6,000 feet of the existing Galloway Force Main Sewer.  These projects were then advertised for construction as one project due to them being adjacent to one another.  On February 11, 2004 (SAN2), your Board established additional appropriations in the Alpine Sanitation District for this project because the low bid was higher than the budgeted amount.  The contract was awarded to Southwest Engineering, Inc. on February 13, 2004.

The contractor has replaced the 6,000-foot long Force Main Sewer and has begun the equipment replacement project.  The pump station project is replacing existing pumps, motors, generators, and electrical controls to assure system reliability and avoid service interruption.  The new Force Main pipe is larger in size and will cause sewage flows from the pump station to increase.  Installation of variable frequency drives would reduce flows into the force main to ensure a steady flow and not tax the downstream system.  Adding this installation to the existing equipment contract as a change order is an efficient way to achieve this important safety feature.

This is a request to authorize change orders to the existing contract with Southwest Engineering, Inc. for installation of Variable Frequency Drives and to implement other associated design-related changes during construction of the Galloway Wastewater Pump Station Equipment Replacement Project.  The amount of these change orders will not exceed $400,000, resulting in a revised project cost of $2,561,500.     

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Appropriations for this project were budgeted in prior fiscal years in the amount of $2,161,500 in the Alpine Sanitation District.  This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $400,000 for design related modifications for a total cost of $2,561,500.  The funding source is the Alpine Sanitation District Fund balance.  If approved, this request will result in a $400,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no cost to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed replacement of the Galloway wastewater pump station equipment is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under 15301(b) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it involves the replacement and minor alteration of an existing facility.  Find that the proposed change order to the existing contract with Southwest Engineering Inc. for the replacement of the Galloway wastewater pump station equipment is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under 15060 (c) (3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.   

2. Establish appropriations of $400,000 in the Alpine Sanitation District for equipment replacement based on fund balance available in the Alpine Sanitation District. (4 VOTES)
3. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, in accordance with Section 20137 of the California Public Contract Code, to execute one or more contract change orders with Southwest Engineering, Inc. for installation of variable frequency drives and implementing other related changes during construction, for a total cost not to exceed $400,000. (4 VOTES)
