	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro It is no secret that San Diego County is a wildfire prone region. Our dry climate mixed with a lack of moisture and Santa Ana winds is a recipe for disaster. Within the last decade, San Diego County has been the victim of multiple devastating wildfires.

On October 20, 2009, (11) the Board of Supervisors approved my recommendation to enter into an agreement with San Diego Gas & Electric (SDG&E) to include its leased S-64E Helitanker, known as the “Incredible Hulk,” in the County’s Aerial Fire Protection Program. This agreement concluded at the termination of SDG&E’s lease with Erickson, the owner of the helitanker.

Just prior to this year’s high wind season, SDG&E will receive its purchased S-64E Helitanker, named “Sunbird,” which will primarily be used to perform heavy-duty work for the utility company. Knowing that these helicopters are also very effective in fighting fires, SDG&E has once again offered to not only allow us to utilize this machine during fires, but also provide up to $150,000 to pay for a portion of flight time. 

Today’s action will permit the County of San Diego to enter into an agreement with San Diego Gas & Electric which will allow us to utilize its S-64E Helitanker during fires. Through this agreement, the County will fund up to $150,000 for flight time during fires. Funds for this request are included in the proposed Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan under the County’s Aerial Fire Protection Program.

The County will make this helicopter available to all local agencies, cities and fire districts at no additional cost, as long as funding for flight time is available. Where possible, the County will seek reimbursement from the State of California or the Federal Government for those expenditures.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro No additional appropriations are necessary as a result of this action. Funds for this request are included in the proposed Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan under the County’s Aerial Fire Protection Program. If approved, it is estimated that this request could result in a maximum of $150,000 in current year costs, depending on flight time and reimbursements from the State of California or the Federal Government.>>

1. 2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to again integrate the San Diego Gas & Electric S-64E Helitanker into the County’s Aerial Fire Protection Program and take any additional actions necessary to award this contract.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Dependency Representation services provided by the Dependency Division of the Office of the Public Defender were funded through a contract with the State of California Administrative Office of the Court.  Due to the expiration of this contract on June 30, 2010 and the loss of funding for these services, the Office of the Public Defender finds it necessary to eliminate these services and reduce positions assigned to the Dependency Division.  This document reflects the Public Defender’s proposed reduction of 63 positions.  Of the reductions proposed, 62 positions are in the classified service and this total includes 55 encumbered positions.  In addition, one unclassified encumbered position is also being eliminated.  As a result, there will be a need to layoff employees in the classified service due to lack of work and funds.  The Department of Human Resources will make every effort to assist with the transition of impacted employees.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This action will result in the deletion of 63 staff years and associated salary and benefit costs of approximately $7.4 million in Fiscal Year 2010-11. The necessary budget adjustments will be addressed in a separate board action, most likely following the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2010-11 budget in order to provide sufficient time to resolve various administrative details pertaining to the termination of the dependency representation services.>>
