ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR REHABILITATION OF SPRING VALLEY OUTFALL SEWER, MANHOLES 16 TO 18 (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Spring Valley Outfall was constructed in 1963 to transport sewage from the Spring Valley Sanitation District to the City of San Diego’s Metropolitan Sewage System.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to rehabilitate approximately 2,300 feet of deteriorated Spring Valley Outfall Sewer pipe (Thomas Guide page 1291, A-3, 2003 edition) from the Bonita Golf Course to the intersection of Bonita Road and Sweetwater Road.  

The sewer rehabilitation consists of installing a cured-in-place liner within the existing 36-inch diameter pipe. Department of Public Works staff have discussed and coordinated the sewer project with the owner of the Bonita Golf Course.  The cured-in-place construction method will significantly reduce the amount of temporary right of way necessary to complete the project, as well as impacts to the golf course, because it can be performed without major excavation.  Construction activity will occur around manhole sites where the cured-in-place liner will be fed from a tower above the manholes.  Hot water will then be fed through the liner heating up a resin that will cause it harden and adhere to the inside walls of the existing sewer pipe.

This is a request to establish additional appropriations of $400,000, and approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bidder of a contract to rehabilitate Spring Valley Outfall. During design, estimated construction cost of the project increased from approximately $1,200,000 to $1,600,000, due to the complexity of construction and the necessity of reducing impacts to the golf course. Construction is scheduled to commence in December 2003 and be completed in February 2004.  The District will follow the contract policy set forth in County Administrative Code 403 and Board of Supervisors Policy F-41.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$1,200,000 in construction funding was approved in the Fiscal Year 2002-03 Spring Valley Sanitation District budget.  This request is to establish additional construction appropriations in the amount of $400,000 that, in addition to the $1,200,000 budgeted, will ensure adequate funding of $1,600,000 is in place.  The funding source is the Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $1,600,000 current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find in accordance with Section 15301 (d) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines that this project is categorically exempt from CEQA because it consists of the rehabilitation of existing facilities with no increase in capacity.

2. Establish Appropriations of $400,000 in the Capital account based on Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund Balance available. (4 VOTES)

3. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take actions authorized by Section 403 of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the Rehabilitation of Spring Valley Outfall Sewer.

4. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF GALLOWAY SEWER FORCE MAIN IMPROVEMENTS (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has completed plans to improve the Galloway Sewer Force Main on Arnold Way and Alpine Blvd. in Alpine (Thomas Guide page 1233, F-5).  The 6,000-foot force main begins at the Galloway Pump Station near the intersection of Arnold Way and Harbison Canyon Road, proceeds on Arnold Way to Alpine Blvd, then proceeds 1,600 feet westerly on Alpine Blvd. 

The 10-inch diameter Galloway Sewer Force Main was constructed in 1971.  The existing Asbestos Concrete Pipe is deteriorated and will be replaced with a 12-inch PVC pipe.  Estimated construction cost has increased from the preliminary estimate of $900,000 to a refined engineer’s estimate of $1,500,000, due to the extensive need for traffic control and sewer bypass operations during construction. Multi-stage traffic control will be implemented in portions of Arnold Way and Alpine Blvd. during construction due to the narrow width of these roads.  In addition, a sewage bypass system will be utilized during construction to ensure continuous sewer service to the residents and to minimize having to cut through the concrete pavement on Alpine Boulevard and a portion of Arnold Way.  

This is a request to establish additional appropriations of $600,000, and approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bidder of a contract to construct the wastewater force main improvements. Construction is scheduled to begin in October 2003 and be completed in May 2004. The District will follow the contract policy set forth in County Administrative Code 403 and Board of Supervisors Policy F-41.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$900,000 in construction funding was approved in the Fiscal Year 2002-03 Alpine Sanitation District budget.  This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $600,000.  Funding source is Replacement Reserves and Expansion Reserves for the Alpine Sanitation District. If approved, this request will result in $1,500,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find in accordance with Section 15301(c) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines that the project is exempt from the provisions of the Guidelines since it consists of minor alterations of an existing facility.

2. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to reduce Replacement Reserve Designation for Alpine Sanitation District in the amount of $350,000.

3. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to reduce Expansion Reserve Designation for Alpine Sanitation District in the amount of $250,000.

4. Establish appropriations of $600,000 in the Alpine Sanitation District for construction of Galloway Sewer Force Main, based on Replacement Reserves and Expansion Reserves available in the Alpine Sanitation District. (4 VOTES)

5. Authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to take actions authorized by Section 403 of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for construction of Galloway Sewer Force Main Improvements.

6. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
