	On May 7, 2003 (1), the Board continued this item to June 18, 2003, at 9:00 a.m.  

This is a recommendation for denial for a General Plan Amendment (GPA 99-03) to change the Land Use Designation from the (17) Estate Residential designation to the (12) Neighborhood Commercial designation and a concurrent Zone Reclassification (R98-007) to change the zoning from the A70(2) Limited Agriculture Use Regulations, 1 dwelling unit per 2 acres, to the C32 Convenience Commercial Use Regulations on this 1.2 acre site.  The site is subject to the Estate Development Area Regional Category.  The site is within the Alpine Community Plan area and is located at the southeast corner of the intersection of Dunbar Lane and Chocolate Summit Drive, north of Interstate 8.

This item has been continued a total of four times: at the originally scheduled hearing on August 8, 2001 (3), and again on October 31, 2001 (1), February 13, 2002 (1), and May 15, 2002 (2).  These continuances were made to allow the applicant time to work with the Alpine Planning Group on changes for the area that may be proposed as part of General Plan 2020.  The Planning Group has not changed its position, adopted March 22, 2001 on this project.  Further, at a Special Meeting on General Plan 2020 held June 6, 2002, the Alpine Planning Group voted 14-0 to recommend that the commercial area be removed around Dunbar Lane in future General Plan 2020 maps.  At the time this report was prepared, the applicant had not requested another continuance.  Therefore, this report transmits the Planning Commission recommendation for denial of the project.

The applicant proposes to make the following changes to the land use regulations for an area totaling about 163.5 acres located northeasterly of the Ramona Town Center.  The proposal is to change the existing Environmentally Constrained Area Regional Category to Rural Development Area (RDA); the existing (20) General Agriculture Land Use Designation to (18) Multiple Rural Use and the existing zoned 40-acre minimum lot area to 8 acres. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 9, 2002 (2) the Board of Supervisors approved fee adjustments as a result of an annual fee review conducted by the Department of Agriculture, Weights, and Measures.  The updated fee structure resulted in 13 fees unchanged, 2 fees reduced, 4 new fees and 5 fees increased. 

Two fees were of continuing concern to stakeholders; the Point-of-Sale fee, which was not included in the previous Board action and the Certificates of Quarantine Compliance fee, which was previously adjusted.  After several meetings with affected stakeholder groups, the Point-of-Sale and Certificates of Quarantine Compliance fees are now being proposed for consideration.

This letter proposes FY03-04 fee adjustments in two programs: permit fee increases for Point-of-Sale stations, which are commonly known as “scanners;” and, fee decreases for certification of domestic plant shipments.  This letter also proposes a cessation of the “3 Strikes” procedure for the Point-of-Sale Inspection Program, as this has proven to put an exorbitant strain on the cost of the program and decreased the frequency of inspections. The “3 Strikes” procedure has not proven successful in achieving compliance.  This letter also adds clarifying wording to the description of weighing and measuring devices for existing fees.

	This proposal is budgeted in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures’ Fiscal Year 2003-04 Operational Plan.  No additional staff years are required to support this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In order to balance revenues with costs to ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants and Revenue Contracts, Department Responsibility for Full Cost Recovery, the Department of Planning and Land Use has completed its annual fee analysis.  In this process, the Department determined the average hours by permit/case type for both flat fees and intake deposits and the estimated hourly cost by classification.  The Department also completed a detailed review of processing times and actual costs associated with providing specific building permit services.  Both current and historical permit processing data were analyzed.  The review of this data indicated that, with the exception of the intake deposit for an Application for Environmental Initial Study Previous California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Action and building permit fees for some accessory uses, there have been no significant changes to the estimated average case processing hours.  

Although there are no significant changes to estimated case processing hours, adjustments to current fees are recommended due to increases in cost.  Planning intake deposits and planning and building fees have been adjusted upward to reflect increased labor costs.  Building fees were also adjusted because of the discontinuation of the reserve designation subsidy used in previous years.  In accordance with Board Policy B-29, fee adjustments are needed to ensure that the Department’s fees reflect the actual cost of providing plan review and inspection services, thereby providing full cost recovery.  The proposed fee adjustments are for FY03/04 only.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed fee adjustments were included in the development of the proposed FY 2003-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in no changes to the proposed budget.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Building Permit Fees

The proposed changes in building permit fees will have a moderate impact on the business community, as the fees will increase an average of 17.5% in FY03-04.  Building permit fees have been adjusted to reflect the full cost of providing plan review and inspection services, as the reserve designation subsidy is no longer in effect.

Planning Permit Processing Fees

The proposed ordinance changes will have a moderate impact on the business community as well.  Planning intake deposits and flat fees are proposed to increase 16.2% in FY 03-04.  This increase is directly related to labor costs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	State Proposition 111, passed by voters in 1990, established a requirement that urbanized areas prepare and regularly update a Congestion Management Program.  San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) has adopted the first San Diego Region Congestion Management Program. The program requires arterial road monitoring, participation in deficiency planning, and land analysis. As the Congestion Management Agency for the San Diego Region, SANDAG is responsible for the program’s preparation and updating, and determining local jurisdiction compliance. 

SANDAG updated the Congestion Management Program in January 2003.  In that action, they required local jurisdictions submit to SANDAG an adopted resolution certifying their compliance.  This is a request to adopt a resolution certifying the County’s compliance with the San Diego Region Congestion Management Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Department of Public Works transportation planning staff routinely works on this type of planning and documentation, and the project will not require additional staff years or impact other projects. Based on 2003 projections, eligibility for approximately $13.5 million in County gas tax revenue is conditioned on compliance with the Congestion Management Program as recommended in this letter.

	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539) or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the Natural Communities Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to five percent of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Policy I-122 establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including, requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of San Marcos for the Rilington Higgins, L.L.C./Rilington Higgins Estates project for use of 5.9 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment that meet the requirements of Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of 17.7 credits at the Heights of Pala Mesa conservation bank.

The District operates and maintains more than 9,100 public street lights throughout the unincorporated area of the County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service while maintaining the lowest cost to property owners.  Funding for the District is through a portion of the one percent property tax and through assessments charged to properties that benefit from the lights.  The proposed assessment rate for Fiscal Year 2003-04 is $2.50 per single family home per year, which has remained unchanged since 1990 and is the lowest street lighting rate in the San Diego region.

Assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  The action requested today is the first step of a two-step process.  This step involves approving the Engineer’s Report for the District and adopting a resolution of intention that sets a date for the public hearing. 	The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to improve the appearance of communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public.  Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

These two projects propose to underground utility lines along Bonita Road, from Chula Vista City Limits to Bonita Christian Center, and within Sweetwater County Regional Park and adjacent portions of Central Avenue.  Both projects are located in the community of Bonita.

Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  The first step is to adopt a resolution of intention to set a date for the public hearing, which is the requested action today, setting a date of July 30, 2003. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego operates Gillespie Field, a general aviation airport in El Cajon. Gillespie Field provides hangars and other facilities for 774 general aviation and corporate aircraft, and provides opportunities for aviation businesses that serve aircraft owners and users.  Gillespie Field also includes three industrial parks with sixty-five industrial tenants.  

On April 13, 1982 (70), the Board approved a fifty-five year lease with the ARC of San Diego for an .89-acre parcel in the Gillespie Field Industrial Park.  The ARC of San Diego, a private, not-for-profit corporation, is one of the region's largest human-service agencies. ARC, working with families and partnerships within the community, provides services for people with developmental disabilities. 

Among the ARC’s services for people with developmental disabilities are employment services. It offers help with resumes, transit planning, and placing its clients with businesses. As a non-profit, the ARC is faced with a challenge providing its services and paying competitive lease rates. 

This is a proposal to approve a lease amendment that allows ARC to provide County Airports with maintenance, landscaping and other services that help developmentally disabled individuals build their skills.  These services would be provided as consideration in lieu of monthly rental payments.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2003-04 total lease revenue equivalent to approximately $27,000, in combined cash payment and services, to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  Subsequent years revenue value would be adjusted as provided by the current lease.  No additional staff years would be required.

	McClellan-Palomar Airport in Carlsbad is a gateway to and from San Diego’s North County. It serves the general aviation community, corporate aircraft, and commercial flight services.

On March 4, 1992 (10), the Board approved a 30-year aviation lease with CCC Partnership for 4.93 acres of land at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  On October 8, 1997, the County Lease Administrator consented to an assignment of the lease to SCIF Palomar, LLC.  SCIF Palomar, LLC is a full-service Fixed Base Operator that provides aircraft storage, maintenance, flight school services, and charter flights.

This is a request to approve the Second Amendment to Aviation Lease with SCIF Palomar, LLC.  The proposed amendment increases the monthly rent to fair market value, modifies the assigning, subletting, and encumbering clause, and adds a stormwater clause.  Funds from leases of airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, which is used directly to improve safety and security at County Airports.

	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under the terms of the amended lease agreement.  This lease amendment will produce a current year revenue increase of $69,349.  This amount represents the sum of the differences between the current rent and the proposed rents adjusted for cost of living increases over the applicable periods for the current year ($29,429) as well as for prior fiscal years ($12,936 for FY 2000-01 and $26,984 for FY 2001-02). The Federal Aviation Administration has been maintaining the equipment.  In 2001, in order to ensure the system reliability and streamline its administration and maintenance, the Federal government determined that the Federal Aviation Administration should assume ownership of the Automated Surface Observing System.
