	This is an appeal by the applicant of the December 14, 2007 decision of the Planning Commission to deny the Major Use Permit P03-124 for a wireless telecommunication facility consisting of a 35-foot faux pine and associated equipment.  The project was continued from the Board of Supervisors hearings of March 26, 2008 (3), and May 14, 2008 (1).  The Crest-Dehesa Community Planning Group requested that the Board continue this item so that they may hear and comment on the project again before a final decision is made. 

The faux tree would contain 12 panel antennas mounted at a height of 30 feet.  A 325 square-foot concrete block enclosure is proposed at the base of the faux tree.  The proposed project would be located on a site that is occupied by an existing 1,093 square-foot single-family dwelling.  The proposed project is located at 487 Alta Lane in the Crest/Dehesa Community Planning area. [Thomas Guide, Page 1252,G3]

	OVERVIEW:

	
	During the week of March 24, 2008, notices and ballots for a proposed increase in benefit assessment were mailed to property owners in Permanent Road Division Zone No.  117 – Legend Rock, located in the community of Escondido (Thomas Guide page 1089 E-5).  The proposed assessment increase would provide sufficient monies for future paving work plans for the roads maintained within the boundary of Zone No. 117. Upon close of the hearing, the Clerk of the Board will subsequently tabulate the results of the assessment ballot proceedings.  Included in this action is a request to continue this item until June 25, 2008, when the requested action will be to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 117 – Legend Rock.  If the ballot measure passes, staff would include the assessment in the tax rolls so that, over the next several years, it will produce enough revenue to do road work needed in the area, estimated at $500,000 in current year dollars.

During the week of April 20, 2008, notices of intent to dissolve Permanent Road Division Zone No. 14 – Rancho Diego were sent to property owners within the boundaries of the Zones.  PRD Zone No.14 – Rancho Diego, located in the community of Fallbrook      (Thomas Guide page 1048 E-3 and E-4), has provided road maintenance in the past, but no longer has sufficient revenue to support the district.  PRD Zone No. 14 receives a small portion of a one percent revenue share of property taxes and has not voted to impose a new benefit assessment to augment the property tax revenue.

This is a request to consider dissolution of Permanent Road Division Zone No. 14 – Rancho Diego.  If your Board approves, on June 25, staff will return to the Board to request adoption of Resolutions to dissolve Permanent Road Division Zone No. 14 – Rancho Diego and repeal the related Ordinance authorizing the collection of benefit charges within the boundaries of the Zone.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no General Fund impact from this request.  If approved, there will be no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

Legend Rock

Road work requested by the committee for Permanent Road Division Zone No.117 – Legend Rock is estimated at approximately $500,000 in Fiscal Year 2012-13.  If the ballot measure passes, road work would be done once enough revenue accumulates.

	This is an appeal by a neighbor of the approval granted by the Planning Commission on January 25, 2008.  A Major Use Permit is requested for a T-Mobile Wireless Telecommunication Facility.  The proposed project is located at 2141 Esplendido Avenue near the intersection of Companero Avenue (Thomas Guide, Page 1108, E-3).  The proposed project consists of a faux monobroadleaf tree 40 feet in height with antennas and an associated equipment shelter.  The subject property is 3.6 acres in size and is developed with a single-family residence.  The use is classified as a Minor Impact Facility according to Section 1355 of the Zoning Ordinance that requires a Major Use Permit pursuant to Section 6980 of the Zoning Ordinance.  The applicant is also requesting an exception to the height limit for the monobroadleaf, from 35 feet to 40 feet, pursuant to Section 4620.g. of the Zoning Ordinance.
The General Plan designates this site as (17) Estate Residential in the Estate Development Area.  The Use Regulation is A70 (Limited Agricultural), and the site is located in the North County Metropolitan Subregional Plan area.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 14, 2008 (19), the Board of Supervisors adopted urgency Ordinance No. 9938, repealing the approval of a “By-Right” Boutique Winery Zoning Ordinance Amendment adopted on April 23, 2008 (1).  The Department of Planning and Land Use is proposing a new amendment to the San Diego County Zoning Ordinance to introduce a new winery classification, Boutique Winery, which requires an Administrative (Discretionary) Permit prior to issuance.  In addition, the Department seeks direction from the Board of Supervisors to develop a “tiered winery ordinance” that would include, among other uses, “By-Right” Boutique Wineries, prepare an Environmental Impact Report to analyze the potential environmental impacts of such an ordinance and appropriate funds to cover the cost of preparing the Environmental Impact Report.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this project are included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter for Fiscal Year 2008-09.  If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs of $260,000 to complete an Environmental Impact Report to analyze the potential impacts the ordinance changes would have on the environment.  This request will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	With the proposed change in regulations, the number of Boutique Wineries in the County  will likely increase, but the economic impact of this growth has not been determined.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Underground Utility District program improves the appearance of communities and enhances public safety by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public.  This project will convert existing overhead utility lines to underground along Spring Street, from Spring Gardens Road to Broadway.  This road meets the California Public Utilities Commission criteria for undergrounding at the expense of the utilities because the road occupied by the facilities carries a high volume of pedestrian and vehicular traffic.  This project will eliminate a small cluster of overhead facilities from surrounding conversion projects.  Conversion work will be completed prior to the start of an upcoming sewer relocation project planned for Broadway and Campo Road to avoid disruption to traffic and businesses that would be caused if both projects were built at the same time.  

Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  On May 14, 2008 (14), the Board set a hearing for June 18, 2008, to form a new district, Spring Street in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide Page 1271, A-4).  The second step today is to hear public testimony and at close of the public hearing, consider adopting an ordinance forming the district. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	In accordance with Rules adopted by the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC), utility companies are required to underground their overhead lines at their own expense when it has been determined to be in the public interest.  Funds for formation and administration of these districts are budgeted in Department of Public Works General Fund, $2,000 current year cost, and $1,000 subsequent year cost.  No additional staff years will be required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County TransNet Program involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, a half-cent transportation sales tax originally approved by voters in 1987.  Revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, will begin in 2008 and continue through 2048.  SANDAG administers this major public works program.  TransNet projects under construction include Mission Road in Fallbrook, Valley Center Road North, and Julian Avenue in Lakeside.
The Regional Transportation Improvement Program is updated biannually and subsequently amended on a quarterly basis.  SANDAG approves the TransNet Program of Projects as an element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  SANDAG has recently requested local agencies submit TransNet Street and Road Program of Projects amendments by June 30, 2008.
SANDAG Board of Directors is scheduled to adopt the Regional Transportation Improvement Program update on July 25, 2008.  SANDAG will submit the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Improvement Program.
This is a request to adopt a resolution to amend the County’s TransNet Street and Road Program of Projects.  The proposed amendment includes funding allocation adjustments for seven previously programmed projects.  Upon Board approval, the County’s amended TransNet Program will be submitted to SANDAG for approval.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed amendment increases future allocation for six projects and decreases future allocation for one project, for a net increase of $17,625,760.  Appropriation of these monies will be brought to the Board in future year operational plan proposals.  There is no County General Fund cost associated with the proposed County TransNet projects in the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Federal Highway Administration Highway Bridge Program provides funding assistance for eligible bridges on public roads.  The subject project consists of replacing the existing functionally-obsolete bridge on Valley Center Road over the San Luis Rey River        (Thomas Guide page 1071, E-4) with a new bridge that meets current federal standards and accommodates a 100-year flood event.

On March 29, 2000 (5), the Board approved an agreement with Lim & Nascimento Engineering Corporation for design services for replacement of the bridge for an amount not to exceed $300,000.  These design services were procured through the qualifications-based selection process of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  The Board has since approved three amendments to the agreement   for a total contract amount of $500,000 and extended the term of agreement to June 30, 2008. 

Funding for design and construction of this bridge replacement project is provided primarily from federal funds allocated by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA).  It is not anticipated that Valley Center Road in the vicinity of the bridge would need widening to four lanes within the next twenty years, but widening to four lanes may be necessary within the minimum 50-year design life of the new bridge.  Therefore, in coordination with FHWA, the bridge was designed to accommodate four traffic lanes, though initially it was planned to be striped for two lanes consistent with the existing two-lane configuration of Valley Center Road in the vicinity of the bridge.

Recently FHWA has revised their direction regarding bridge replacements where future growth may necessitate wider bridges within a new bridge’s design-life.  Rather than construct the bridge to accommodate uncertain future growth, FHWA will fund design and construction of a two-lane bridge that can be subsequently expanded to four lanes when required.  FHWA has therefore authorized funding for modifying the Valley Center Road bridge design to a two-lane configuration.  This is a request to amend the design contract for additional design services necessary to provide a full design package for a two-lane replacement bridge.

The fourth amendment to the agreement with the firm would be for an additional $350,000, and to extend the term of the agreement to December 31, 2012.

	Funds for design of Valley Center Road Bridge Replacement Project are budgeted in Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have  been completed within the City of San Marcos.  

The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road. Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide page 1108, B2). 

Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, 38 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these 38 property contracts, 24 were acquired for less than $50,000 each. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sage Hill property consists of 234 acres of prime coastal sage scrub and riparian drainages in the rapidly urbanizing area south of San Marcos.  The property is located at 21430 Questhaven Road within the proposed North County Multiple Species Conservation Program (Thomas Guide, page 1128-F6).  

On December 12, 2007 (3), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to seek funding opportunities and to initiate efforts to acquire the property.  On     May 19, 2008, The Conservation Fund, a non-profit organization, executed a purchase agreement for the acquisition of the Sage Hill property from its current owner, Elfin Forest, LLC.  The Conservation Fund is working with the County to facilitate the County’s ultimate acquisition of the property for long-term ownership and management.  The purchase price and appraised value of the property is $11,000,000.  The Conservation Fund is in the process of securing state and federal grants, which it would use to purchase the property.  The Conservation Fund is requesting the County to provide a total of $829,000, which includes $100,000 to reimburse The Conservation Fund for the $100,000 non-refundable deposit it recently placed into escrow for the purchase from Elfin Forest, LLC and $729,000 in matching funds for a $2,012,900 Section 6 grant, for which The Conservation Fund has applied. 

Should the Board approve today’s request, the County and The Conservation Fund will negotiate a purchase/sale agreement for the County’s subsequent purchase of the property from The Conservation Fund for a price of $829,000, and return to the Board for approval of that agreement in the fall of 2008.  

The Board is requested to approve the Agreement for Reimbursement of Non-Refundable Deposit whereby the County will reimburse The Conservation Fund for the $100,000 non-refundable deposit to Elfin Forest, LLC, upon satisfaction of certain conditions.  The deposit secures a six-month purchase agreement between The Conservation Fund and Elfin Forest, LLC.  If The Conservation Fund fails to purchase the Property because it is unsuccessful in obtaining funding for the purchase, including but not limited to San Diego Association of Governments Transnet Environmental Mitigation Program funds, it will not refund the $100,000 to the County.

	Funds for this request are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1005337 - District 5 I-122 Loss Allotment Acquisition.  If approved, this request will authorize the payment of $100,000 to TCF based on contributions from the City of San Marcos to District 5 I-122 Loss Allotment Acquisition.  There is no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.  The $729,000 in District 5, Policy I-122 funds, based on contributions from the Cities of San Marcos and Oceanside, will only be spent if your Board approves an agreement for the County’s purchase of the property from TCF in the fall of 2008.

The western peninsula of Lindo Lake Park (Thomas Guide Page 1232, B-3) is suitable in size and topography to accommodate such improvements.  The proposed Lindo Lake ADA Fitness Area Project includes a concrete walkway with eight exercise stations, signage and other related features, and relocation of existing picnic amenities.  Placement and installation of a concrete walkway with various levels of physically challenging equipment will meet the community need while complementing existing park features. 

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $165,000 including contingency, for an ADA accessible exercise fitness area on the western peninsula of Lindo Lake Park.  The remaining $35,000 dollars will be used for project administration, design and inspection costs.  When completed, operations and maintenance of the newly constructed facilities will be provided by existing County staff.
