	NEW COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH BARONA BAND OF MISSION INDIANS FOR WILDCAT CANYON ROAD PASSING LANE PROJECT (DISTRICT: 2) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 18, 1999 (24), the Board approved a cooperative agreement with the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) who, at the request of the Barona Band of Mission Indians (Barona Band), agreed to contribute $3,000,000 to road improvements on Wildcat Canyon Road.  After studies were completed examining various alternatives, the Passing Lane Project was selected as the highest priority road improvement need.  On November 13, 2002 (15), the Board approved an agreement with Barona Band in which Barona Band committed $1,400,000 for the Passing Lane Project, and Barona Band has already paid County $250,000 of this amount towards the project. 

To prepare the Passing Lane Project for construction, County staff has completed the design, the Board has certified the Environmental Impact Report, and the County has initiated acquisition of necessary right of way and mitigation land. Future costs for right-of-way, environmental mitigation land, various required environmental activities, and construction exceed the $4,400,000 committed by BIA and Barona Band by $2,325,000.  Recognizing that the project cannot be downsized without compromising the project’s effectiveness, Barona Band has agreed to contribute the additional funds needed so that the project may proceed to construction.

Towards the $2,325,000 shortfall, Barona Band recently sponsored a payment of $1,765,000 for the project from the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Indian Gaming Distribution Fund, Barona Account.  To complete the needed funding, Barona Band and staff worked to develop a new agreement to replace the November 13, 2002 Barona Band/County agreement. In the new agreement, Barona Band’s sponsoring of the $1,765,000 Distribution Fund payment is acknowledged and Barona Band commits $1,710,000 to complete the funding needed for the Passing Lane project ($1,150,000 balance from the 2002 agreement and an additional $560,000).  In the proposed agreement, to satisfy the $1,710,000 commitment, Barona Band and County will jointly support a payment in this amount from the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Indian Gaming Distribution Fund, Barona Account.

This is a request to approve the New Cooperative Agreement Between the County of San Diego and the Barona Band of Mission Indians for Wildcat Canyon Road Passing Lane Project. This agreement will supersede and replace the prior agreement approved on November 13, 2002 (15). The Wildcat Canyon Passing Lane Project will enhance safety and improve traffic flow along Wildcat Canyon, and is part of the County Public Works Capital Improvement Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding source for improvements discussed in this request will be Bureau of Indian Affairs and Barona Band of contributions totaling $6,725,000 toward the total project cost of $7,879,000. By previous actions, the Bureau of Indian Affairs committed $3,000,000, Barona Band paid $250,000, and Barona Band sponsored a payment of $1,765,000 from the Indian Gaming Distribution Fund. This request will result in an agreement with Barona Band for $1,710,000. 

Appropriations will be requested to be established when the project is brought to the Board for approval to advertise and award a construction contract.  No subsequent year costs are anticipated, and no additional staff years will be required.

	The proposed project is a Zone Reclassification for 9.77 acres in the Crosby Estates, Lot 1 of San Diego County Tract No. 5073-1.  The Rezone is associated with a Boundary Adjustment that will change the boundary of the proposed lot to include 0.337 acres of the golf course lot to the north of the main project site and 0.689 acres of the golf course lot to the south of the site.  The Rezone will change the zoning of the area to be added from the S80 Open Space Use Regulations to RV4.5 Variable Residential Use Regulations and change the portion of the site currently zoned RV9 to the RV4.5 Variable Residential Use Regulations.  

The site to be rezoned is in Planning Area II, Subarea II.17.  Subarea II.17 allows for high–density residential development ranging from 5.1 to 10 dwelling units per acre and a maximum of 45 dwelling units.  The project is located southeast of Bing Crosby Boulevard and Old Course Road in the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan within the San Dieguito Community Plan. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes a General Plan Amendment and Specific Plan Amendment to change the maximum height limit for 128 homes on the southern portion (Neighborhoods C, D, and E) of the Orchard Run Subdivision.  The Valley Center Community Plan limits the height of these homes to one-story/ 20 feet while the Orchard Run Specific Plan limits the height of these homes to two-story/20 feet.  The applicant is requesting a height limit to increase to two-story/35 feet.  The Planning Commission recommends an increase in the height limit to allow two-thirds of the homes in the southern area to be two-story/35 feet maximum.  The remaining one-third of these homes would be limited to two-story/20 feet.  The homes with a maximum height of 20 feet shall be mixed into the 35 feet tall homes.  Every third house along the same frontage road shall meet the 20-foot height limit.  The site is located north of Mirar de Valle Road and south of Moosa Creek.  See Attachment A.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 23, 2005 (7), the Board of Supervisors initiated the mailed ballot proceedings for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Measure.  On that date the Board adopted Resolution 05-29 that established a Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment, approved the preliminary Engineer’s Report and set June 22, 2005 as the date for the required public hearing and to conclude the balloting period.

The purpose of today’s Public Hearing is to allow the public to comment on the proposed Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Measure, and for the County to accept additional ballots.  

Proposition 218 provides for a minimum of 45-day balloting period during which time property owners can support or reject the proposed assessment. Ballots for this Measure were mailed May 6, 2005 to all property owners in the county.  The balloting period will conclude at the end of the public comment portion of this public hearing. It is requested that the public hearing be continued to July 13, 2005 to allow the tabulating firm time to count the valid ballots received from property owners.  On July 13, 2005, the hearing will be concluded and the results of the Measure will be announced.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If this measure passes, the revenue from the benefit assessment will be approximately $7,310,972 in Fiscal Year 2005-06. The Department of Environmental Health will return to the Board to establish appropriations based on the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment revenue and add the proposed staff years as discussed on March 23, 2005 (7).  Included in the above revenue amount, the County will pay approximately $7,293 for assessments of County-owned parcels for Fiscal Year 2005-06.  Assessments in subsequent years would depend on the Vector Control Program budget, and related assessment rates, approved annually by your Board. 

If the benefit assessment does not pass, substantial reductions to current service levels will have to be made to operate the program within the available ongoing funding levels of approximately $2,200,000.  Service levels were enhanced in the current year using District Trust funds; this funding source will be virtually exhausted by the end of this year.

3. Conduct a public hearing to receive ballots and public comment for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment for San Diego County, on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors. Rule on any challenges made at the public hearing to the validity of any ballots.

4. After the conclusion of public comment portion of the public hearing, direct the tabulator and public accounting firm of Grice, Lund and Tarkington, LLP, to tabulate all valid ballots received.

5. Continue the public hearing until July 13, 2005 to allow for ballot tabulation.

	The County of San Diego is currently drafting the San Luis Rey Rey River Park Master Plan.  The River Park will allow active uses in order to provide recreation and education for residents throughout the region. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County. It provides facilities and services to the commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities. It is home to 426 aircraft.

SCIF Palomar, LLC dba Magellan Aviation has been operating a business at McClellan-Palomar Airport since 1997, when SCIF Palomar, LLC assumed the assignment of the two westernmost leaseholds previously known as Mission West Properties’ leases.  SCIF Palomar, LLC is a full-service Fixed Base Operator that provides aircraft storage, maintenance, flight school services, and charter flights. Airports staff has negotiated new 30-year leases, which will allow SCIF Palomar, LLC to begin a redevelopment project. The project includes expanding and modernizing hangar storage and office space capacity on both leaseholds. This redevelopment project will benefit the flying public by meeting current and future economic demands.  

This is a request to approve two new aviation leases with SCIF Palomar, LLC that will replace and supersede their existing leases. The South lease is for 11.25 acres of aviation land, and the North lease is for 4.93 acres.  The monthly rent will be increased to the fair market rent.  Funds from leases of airport property are placed into County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, which is used to operate, maintain and improve safety and security at County Airports.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund beginning Fiscal Year 2005-06. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payments from the lessee under the terms of the new lease agreements.  The total lease revenue for both proposed leases will be $371,156 in Fiscal Year 2005-06. Revenue includes a combination of base rents and equity payments. In Fiscal Year 2005-06, rentals total $336,420, and equity totals $35,156. Revenue will total approximately $398,676 annually in subsequent years.  The new leases will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Borrego Valley Airport serves the desert community of Borrego Springs and Anza-Borrego Desert.  It is three miles east of Borrego Springs and 55 miles northeast of downtown San Diego, at an elevation of 520 feet.  The airport has a 5,000-foot paved runway. In 2004, annual operations totaled 18,667; 23 aircraft are based at this airport.

Larry Howard Strasbaugh holds an aviation lease with the County at Borrego Valley Airport.  The leasehold has been developed with a 16-unit aircraft storage hangar.  He rents individual units to provide shelter and storage for aircraft based in Borrego.  The Lease term is June 1, 1980 through May 31, 2010, with renegotiation of rent every five years to remain consistent with market rates.  

This is a request to approve the Fourth Amendment to Aviation Lease with Larry Howard Strasbaugh.  The proposed amendment would increase monthly rent to fair market rental rate, retroactive to June 1, 2000, the date rental renegotiation was required in the existing lease.   

The amendment also establishes the final required base annual rent, effective on June 1, 2005.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, a fund which is used to operate, maintain and improve safety and security at County Airports.

	If approved, this request will result in unanticipated revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  The funding source for unanticipated revenue is rental payments received per terms of the proposed lease amendment.  The proposed lease amendment will result in total revenue of $2,540 in the current fiscal year (an increase of $140 compared to budgeted revenue for Fiscal Year 2004-05). It will result in approximately $2,540 revenue in the first subsequent year, and will require no additional staff years.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of San Marcos for the Meadowlark Canyon Project for use of 0.16 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122. Remaining project funds of approximately $250,300 will be used for project related costs including the purchase of play equipment, site furnishings, and a pre-manufactured picnic shelter, as well as preparation of construction documents, project administration, and construction inspection services.  Operations and maintenance of the newly constructed facilities will be managed using existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

Carpenter Special Products Corporation has been a tenant in Gillespie Field industrial park since 1961.  Carpenter Special Products Corporation is a diversified specialty materials company that manufactures engineered parts, precision shaped bars, tubing of various diameters, airfoil, and alloy for use in aerospace, defense, medical, electronic devices, and consumer products.  They currently employ 123 permanent staff and up to 30 temporary employees.

This is a request to approve a new long-term industrial lease with Carpenter Special Products Corporation.  The monthly rent will be increased to fair market rent.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, a fund which is used to operate, maintain and improve safety and security at County Airports.

Approval of this request would result in the appropriation of an additional $160,000, bringing total project funding to $312,506, and an available project balance of $287,800 to fund construction of the project.  Funding being requested consists of $130,000 of Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds and $30,000 of Laguna/Mt. Empire Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds.

The proposed action will authorize advertisement for bid and award of a construction contract estimated at $260,000, including 10% contingency, for the playground improvements project.  Improvements will consist of construction of a new play facility near the park entrance, and will include a tot lot and a junior playground, as well as picnic and barbecue facilities.  An existing Americans with Disabilities Act compliant parking area and restroom are adjacent to the site.  Remaining project funds of approximately $27,800 will be used for project related costs including project administration, materials testing, and construction inspection.  Operations and maintenance of the newly constructed facilities will be managed using existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) has allocated $17 million for an initial program to promote smart growth development.  The Smart Growth Incentive Program funds transportation infrastructure improvements that support smart growth development.  Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis.  Evaluation criteria focus on whether the project is ready to construct, qualities and characteristics of the existing or planned land uses, transportation facilities in the project area, qualities of the project itself, and available matching funds.  The Department of Public Works has identified two ready-to-construct projects that meet the criteria: 

· Stage Coach Lane Improvement Project - Fallbrook, District 5: Fallbrook is identified as a Smart Growth Opportunity Area, and Stage Coach Lane is an important area in the Village Core, with many schools and churches.  This project will improve the roadway and install sidewalks along the south side of Stage Coach Lane from Mission Road east along Fallbrook High School. (Thomas Guide page 1027 G-7, H-7).  The grant request is for $700,000, with the remainder of the total project cost of $1,800,000 to be funded by gas tax.

· Sweetwater Springs Boulevard Improvement Project – Spring Valley, District 2: This area of Spring Valley is a community center.  It is a mixed-use area, with Monte Vista High School, residential areas, churches and businesses.  This project will install sidewalks and additional street lighting along portions of Sweetwater Springs Boulevard between Monte Vista High School and State Route 94, and will enhance safety and pedestrian use of the area (Thomas Guide page 1271-E5 to E7).  The grant request is for $390,000, with the remainder of the project cost of $935,000 to be funded by a combination of a State Safe Routes to School Grant and gas tax.

This is a request to approve submittal of Smart Growth Incentive Program grant applications to SANDAG for funding consideration.  Projects approved by SANDAG for funding will be included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2005-06 Detailed Work Program.

	It is anticipated the County will be notified in July 2005 as to proposed projects that will be funded.  The funding source is Federal Transportation Enhancement funds through SANDAG’s Smart Growth Incentive Program. 	The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining nearly 2,000 miles of roads in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  County road crews inspect all County maintained roads and prioritize them for preventive maintenance.  Through scientific methods, staff determines which roads can be protected with surface treatments and which require asphalt or rubberized asphalt resurfacing.  Rubberized asphalt resurfacing is preventative maintenance that restores the structural integrity of the road, reduces tire noise due to high traffic volumes and reduces future maintenance costs.

This is a request for approval to advertise and award to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to resurface various roadway segments in the north, south and east county of the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  Bid packages have been structured with a base bid consisting of the minimum number of road segments to be resurfaced and additive alternates, which are clusters of road segments that can be added to the contract if bid prices favor doing so.  Total cost, including contingency, is approximately $2,020,000.

	When tasked by Department of Public Works Environmental Services staff, as-needed consultants prepare environmental documents as required by various local, State, and Federal laws and policies.  These laws and policies include, but are not limited to, California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), Federal Clean Water Act, Federal Endangered Species Act, National Historic Preservation Act, and California Fish and Game Code.

On February 9, 2005 (12), the Board approved an agreement with Kimley Horn and Associates for the provision of environmental services on an as-needed basis for compensation not to exceed $250,000. Contract environmental services have been utilized for various projects including the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park Trail Enhancement and Restoration Project, Cottonwood Creek Exotics Removal and Restoration, San Elijo Lagoon Visitor Center, and the Gillespie Field Master Plan Update.   

Kimley Horn has begun working on numerous tasks including the preparation of the technical studies and environmental documents associated with the aforementioned projects.  The projects are ongoing and each project will require specific tasks to be completed which includes: preparation of Environmental Impact Reports, Environmental Assessments; responding to public comment; local, State, and Federal permit applications; and cultural resource and biological research and analysis. Kimley Horn’s involvement with project issues makes it most efficient to extend the firm’s contract funding for these tasks.
Recommended actions will amend the existing contract with Kimley Horn to increase funding by $200,000 to provide additional as needed environmental services to the Department of Public Works. The Board is also asked to waive the major project requirement in Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, based on Kimley Horn and Associates being qualified to perform the required services, and a staff determination that the cost is fair and reasonable.

	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for contract administration and construction inspection services for various Department of Public Works capital improvement projects, emergency flood control and road projects. 

Use of consultants will be necessary to complete the construction phase of these projects in a timely manner. 

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations were conducted for the required engineering services.  Following review of Statement of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with the more qualified, the following six firms from San Diego were selected as the most qualified to perform required services for this project: 1) Harris and Associates, 2) PBS&J, 3) Simon Wong Engineering, 4) Lim and Nascimento Engineering Corporation, 5) Mendoza & Associates and 6) URS Corporation. 

This is a request to approve agreements with these firms to provide as-needed contract administration and construction inspection services. Harris and Associates’ agreement is $950,000 for as-needed services for Valley Center area projects. The remaining firm’s agreements would not exceed $500,000 each for as-needed services for County-wide capital improvement and emergency flood control projects. All have a term ending June 30, 2010.  The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 and Fiscal Year 2006-07 Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since 2000, California voters have approved over $10 billion in bond funds for open space acquisition, restoration and development of local and regional parks, historic and cultural preservation, and other land, air and water conservation and resource protection and enhancement activities. The County has received a total of $50.7 million from these resource bonds, with $32.3 million in noncompetitive allocations based on population and $18.4 million in competitive grant awards.

In the legislative session, three (3) bills are pending that, if passed, require the Secretary of State to place bond acts on future ballots, including; 1) SB 153 (Chesbro), 2) AB 798 (Wolk), and 3) AB 1269 (Pavley).  It is advantageous for the County to actively support these bills and seek amendments that would increase funding to San Diego County.

SB 153, as amended May 31, 2005, would authorize issuance of $3 billion in State General Obligation (GO) bonds for resource protection, acquisition, and development.  The bill requires the Secretary of State to place the bond on the 2006 primary election ballot as the “Clean Water, Clean Air, Safe Neighborhood Parks, and Coastal Protection Act of 2006.”

AB 798, as amended April 11, 2005, would authorize issuance of State GO bonds in an unspecified amount for water quality, watershed protection, and flood management.  The bill requires the Secretary of State to place the “Water Quality, Watershed Protection, and Flood Management Bond Act of 2006” on an unspecified future ballot.

AB 1269, as introduced, would authorize issuance of State GO bonds in an unspecified amount for clean air, clean water, and coastal and parks protection.  The bill requires the Secretary of State to place the “Clean Air, Clean Water, Coastal Protection, and Parks Act of 2007" on an unspecified future ballot.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact resulting from this action.  This is a request to support bond-related bills in the legislative session.  If passed, the bills will go before voters as bond measures, which may result in noncompetitive allocations and the opportunity for the County to apply for competitive grants under bond programs. 	APPROVE FISCAL YEAR 2005-06 REVENUE AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD FOR THE LEAKING UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS PROGRAM  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Local Oversight Program of the Department of Environmental Health enforces the cleanup of spills associated with leaking underground fuel storage tanks, thereby protecting the County’s groundwater resources.  The Program has been funded since 1988 through a succession of revenue agreements with the State of California.  Since its inception, over 1,994 cases involving contamination by leaking underground storage tanks have been resolved within the county.  The Program currently oversees approximately 963 active cases.  Roughly half of these cases involve the presence of methyl tertiary-butyl ether, a gasoline additive used to reduce exhaust emissions that is also a groundwater contaminant and suspected carcinogen.  The Local Oversight Program is addressing this potential threat to the county’s groundwater resources through a risk-based approach by focusing on groundwater supplies that are most at risk, such as water wells in rural areas.

The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval to enter into a revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board for an estimated amount of $1,568,574, for Fiscal Year 2005-06, to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the county. Due to State budget constraints, the agreement amount represents a 9% ($150,598) reduction from the Fiscal Year 2004-05 agreement. Even with this reduction, this is a full cost recovery agreement.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 CAO Proposed Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health in the amount of $1,762,443.  If approved, this request will result in $1,568,574 in revenue and $1,380,665 in direct cost for FY 2005-06, and a reduction of $193,869 from the CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  This reduction will be incorporated in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Adopted Operational Plan. The funding source is the revenue agreement with State Water Resources Control Board.  This is a full cost recovery agreement, including both internal and external overheads.  This request will require no additional staff years.

	On June 15, 2005 (1) the Board of Supervisors closed the public hearing and continued Board deliberations on this item to June 22, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.
On April 13, 2005 (9), the Board authorized a mailed ballot proceeding to owners of 63 parcels in the proposed Permanent Road Division Zone No. 1015 – Landavo to determine if sufficient support exists to form a district to improve and maintain 1.0 mile of existing road. 

The original .86 mile of roads increased to 1.0 mile with the addition of Verla Lane and another short segment of Landavo Road, added after petitions were filed with the office of Special Districts.

The Clerk of the Board will report the results of the mailed ballot proceeding.  Permanent Road Division Law and Article XIIID of the State Constitution stipulate guidelines under which these districts are formed.  The district cannot form unless a weighted majority of the ballots returned support formation.  This is a request, conditioned upon successful ballot result, to adopt resolutions establishing the district, declaring the district a public road, and adopting an Ordinance providing procedures for collecting assessments on the tax roll.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering these requests are budgeted in the Special Districts formation fund. 

If approved, this request will result in a current year processing cost of $7,350 charged to formation expense for Landavo.  The new district will reimburse accumulated expenditures incurred to form this district.  The proposed budget for the road improvement for Landavo is $197,000, which would be financed by loans and benefit assessments.  There is no associated annual cost and no additional staff years are required.
