	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<The Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project was established with the goal of alleviating deterioration and stagnation. Those problems were attributable primarily to inadequate public improvements, public facilities, and utilities, and secondarily to the existence of buildings and structures which were unfit or unsafe for occupancy due to age and deterioration. A major goal of the Redevelopment Project is to facilitate industrial and commercial development, which will generate a substantial number of permanent jobs.

The Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project Area consists of approximately 746 acres of County-owned land at Gillespie Field Airport in the City of El Cajon, adjacent to unincorporated territory (See Attachment D).  The project has a 40-year life span through June 2027.  

Community Redevelopment Law requires redevelopment agencies to adopt an implementation plan at five-year intervals for each redevelopment project.  This Five-Year Implementation Plan, the fourth plan for the Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project, covers FY 2010-11 through 2014-15. The plan is prepared by joint effort of staff from the Departments of Public Works and Housing and Community Development for adoption by the Redevelopment Agency. 

The Redevelopment Agency is requested to adopt the new Five-Year Implementation Plan.
