	<This is a request to authorize the Sheriff’s Department’s submission of two grant applications to the U. S. Department of Justice (USDOJ). The first, an Office of Justice Programs (OJP) Bureau of Justice Administration (BJA) Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 Congressionally Selected Awards Program, will provide grant funds to be used towards the establishment of the San Diego County Regional Gang Enforcement Collaborative, a program focused on the cooperation among officers from different law enforcement jurisdictions with the goal of successfully interrupting gang activities in the North and East County region. 

The second, a  USDOJ Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) FY 2010 Technology Program will provide grant funds that will allow the Sheriff to complete Phase VI of SDLaw, a secure web-based extranet only accessible and used by authorized law enforcement and justice agencies in the region. 

On November 3, 2009 (7), your Board approved the request to accept $224,981 from the USDOJ OJP for the FY 2009 Law Enforcement Task Forces for Human Trafficking Victims Continuation Grant Program. This grant enabled the continuation of the San Diego Region Anti-Trafficking Task Force (SDRATTF), established in 2004. This is also a request to ratify the Sheriff’s Department’s application for the FY 2010 Human Trafficking Task Force Initiative. Grant funds will be used to sustain the SDRATTF, a multi-disciplinary collaboration of local and federal law enforcement agencies focused on combating human trafficking and providing assistance to trafficking victims. The deadline for grant applications was May 26, 2010.

The County proposes to replace the existing Las Colinas Women’s Detention Facility with a new women’s detention facility with up to a maximum of 512,537 square feet of building floor area and 1,216 Corrections Standards Authority-rated beds in the housing component.  

On March 11, 2008 (5), the Board approved an application for State funding under Assembly Bill (AB) 900.  On May 15, 2008, the County received a conditional award of $100 million from the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, which was the maximum allowable award for large counties under the AB 900 program.  

Based on a review of all procurement options, design-build was determined to be the best methodology for this project because of its inherent advantages in constructing complex, large projects.  The benefits include reduced County design liability, time savings, and benefits of a design competition.  

The current cost estimate for the project is $289.2 million. Given the current construction and materials market and the competitive environment, as well as the expected benefits of the design-build approach, staff and design consultants believe a complete and useable project can be constructed within the estimated budget.

In today’s action, the Board is asked to authorize staff to proceed with the design-build contracting process for the project, and to authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and amend existing consultant contracts for the continuation of program and project management/construction management services required in the design, construction and facility start-up phases of the project.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro If approved, this request will result in $130.0 million in costs for program services, project management/construction management services, design, plan processing through the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA), site preparation, onsite and offsite improvements, an energy plant and replacement housing.  Funding of $75.0 million was included in the adopted Fiscal Year (FY) 2009-10 Operational Plan and additional funding of $55.0 million is included in Fiscal Year 2010-11 of the Fiscal Years 2010-12 CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  There will be no additional staff years required for the design and construction services.

The total project cost of the new women’s detention facility is currently estimated to be $289.2 million. The project is expected to be financed through a combination of General Fund cash ($130 million as set forth above and $70 million that is included in FY 2011-12 of the FY 2010-12 CAO Proposed Operational Plan) and funds from the State of California AB 900 program.  If AB 900 funds do not become available, the project cost will be limited to the County’s contribution of $200 million, for Phase 1 construction.  It is estimated that a design-build contract will be entered into in January or February 2011. Between January and June 2011, the contractor would be authorized to commence with design and site work.  If the FY2011-12 appropriations of $70 million are not approved by July 1, 2011, staff will return to the Board for instructions on how to proceed with the project.  Additional staff will be required to operate the facility when it is completed in FY 2015. Current estimates based upon conceptual site and building configuration are that an additional 171 full-time equivalent staff (FTEs) will be required to operate the facility at completion: 83.8 FTEs will be required in FY 2014-15 at an estimated cost of $9.1 million, and the remaining 87.2 FTEs at an estimated cost of $8.9 million required in FY 2015-16.  The actual FTE requirement may change based on the final design, site and building layout. Additional services and supplies, including utilities, and operations and maintenance are estimated to be $5.4 million starting in FY 2014-15.
