	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This request will not affect the Public Authority Operating Fund as funding for IHSS individual provider wages is budgeted in the County General Fund.  Funds in the amount of $268,389,276 are included in the FY 2009-10 CAO Proposed Operational Plan in In-Home Supportive Services.  The funding sources are California Department of Social Services revenue and Social Services Realignment.  
If approved, this request will increase FY 2009-10 costs and revenue in the General Fund by $6,629,140 to be funded by California Department of Social Services revenue and Designated Realignment Reserves.  The additional appropriations will be included in the Fiscal Year   2009-10 CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years will be added.>>
