The project site is located at 711 Constant Creek Road in the Fallbrook Community Plan Area within unincorporated San Diego County (2009 Thomas Guide                    Page 1026, G/4).  The project site contains a portion of Ostrich Farms Creek which would be preserved in permanent biological open space.  Access to the site would be provided via Constant Creek Road and a proposed private road easement (January Way). The project would be served by sewer and imported water from the Fallbrook Public Utilities District.  The project site is subject to the (1.5) Country Towns (CT) General Plan Regional Category and (3) Residential Land Use Designation of the General Plan.  Zoning for the site is RR2 (Rural Residential). 	< MacroButton NoMacro The Bear Valley Parkway North Widening project will relieve traffic congestion by widening a one-mile segment of Bear Valley Parkway, between State Route 78 and Boyle Avenue in the unincorporated area of Escondido (2010 Thomas Guide,               page 1130-D3, D4).  Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from 50 properties within the project area.  To date, 18 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these, ten contracts were for less than $150,000 each and were approved by the Director of General Services pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code which authorizes such approvals.  The remaining eight contracts require your Board’s approval.

Today, the Board is requested to approve eight Real Property Contracts for full fee acquisitions of improved properties, each with a purchase price which exceeds $150,000. These contracts are for the purchase of Parcel No. 2008-0319-D (Grajeda) for $390,000, Parcel No. 2008-0321-D (Grabbe) for $390,000, Parcel No. 2008-0322-D (Fabianes Family Trust) for $380,000, Parcel No. 2008-0328-D (Drown) for $375,000, Parcel     No. 2008-0331-D (Slutsky) for $340,000, Parcel No. 2008-0334-D (Reardon) for $380,000, and Parcel No. 2008-0337-D (Ramos) for $330,000, Parcel No. 2008-0324-D (Cundari Family Trust) for $550,000. 	< MacroButton NoMacro On June 24, 2009 (6), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director of General Services to negotiate and execute Possession and Use Agreements (Agreements) with the State of California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) for the State Route 76 Middle Project.  These Agreements allowed Caltrans to commence construction of road improvements on County-owned land and meet the milestone requirements to secure federal stimulus funding.  The Board also authorized the Director of General Services to negotiate right-of-way contracts for the sale of approximately 32 acres of County-owned land to Caltrans as required for the State Route 76 Middle Project.  Construction of the project is currently underway with completion scheduled for late 2013.

County staff has been meeting with Caltrans staff on a regular basis to finalize right-of-way negotiations, refine the scope of project betterments, including public trails and staging areas that will be constructed by Caltrans, and secure Caltrans’ written assurance to maintain the existing access condition for the Public Work’s road station parcel, a portion of which is being acquired for the highway project.   MacroButton NoMacro The negotiations are now complete.  Today, the Board is requested to approve a right–of-way contract for the sale of approximately 32 acres in fee and 2.09 acres of temporary construction easements to Caltrans for the State Route 76 Middle Project.

	<On June 15, 2011 (4), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on June 29, 2011.
The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures (AWM) ensures that San Diego County consumers benefit from a fair marketplace by verifying that products are sold by accurate prices, weights, and measures.  State law allows counties to recover the cost of these activities through an annual registration fee for Point of Sale (POS) systems, such as retail price bar code scanners, as well as instruments such as scales, pumps and meters that are used in the sale of products and commodities.  

This is a request to convert the current annual registration process for commercial weighing and measuring instruments to a staggered monthly process.  Under the current annual process, all registrations expire on December 31st, creating a spike in workload. 

Through the proposed revisions to County Code Sections 21.1701, 21.1703, 21.1704, and 21.1705 this request will allow AWM to evenly distribute the workload and eliminate the current need for temporary staff at year end.  The staggered process will also match the current process for other instruments that must register with the department. The ordinance changes will also clarify that business owners/operators are responsible for registering instruments before they are used and make other clarifications and corrections.

This requested action requires two steps, introduction (first reading) of the Ordinance on June 15, 2011 and a second reading on June 29, 2011 to adopt the ordinances.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2011-12 Operational Plan in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures. Estimated annual revenue from instrument registrations is $1,750,000.  If approved, this request will result in a one-time reduction in instrument registration revenue of $72,917 as a result of changing the billing cycle, which delays some payments until the following fiscal year. This one-time revenue reduction will be offset by an equivalent reduction in program costs of $72,917 due to anticipated temporary vacancies in the program as well as other cost savings.  This request will be fully implemented, with no fiscal impact in Fiscal Year 2012-13 as registration revenue and associated costs will align as all months will be billed and received within the same fiscal year.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.>>
