	OVERVIEW:

	
	The next round of Base Realignment and Closure is scheduled to occur in 2005.  In preparation the County and its contractors have prepared two studies that convey the social and economic impacts of the military and defense industry in San Diego.

It is imperative that these findings are conveyed to local legislatures to enable them to fight to retain San Diego’s military presence.  This can be accomplished by adopting the attached resolution and forwarding the reports.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in an aggressive campaign to retain San Diego’s military presence.  This will result in no additional staff and no additional costs, but can be accomplished within existing resources and within the existing budget.



	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The economic impact of the military and the defense industry are conveyed in the reports.  The military brings $18 billion annually in spending to San Diego. These dollars flow through San Diego by purchases made from local businesses and through contracts with our companies.   The adverse impact of base closures is discussed in these reports.

	FILTERING COUNTY LIBRARY INTERNET COMPUTERS (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	For more than six years, this Board of Supervisors has taken strong action to be vigilant when it comes to library patrons who access pornographic or illicit material on the Internet at County Libraries.  The Board has in place one of the strictest Internet access polices in the nation and continues to strive to strengthen ways to protect our children from exposure to pornography, the effects of which can be damaging, even fatal.

Regrettably, filtering software sometimes blocks legitimate information as well as pornographic content.  Therefore, placing filtering software on all Internet-enabled computers available to the public at our libraries has, until last month, been limited by the threat of First Amendment rights violations.

On June 23, 2003, the U.S. Supreme Court upheld the Children’s Internet Protection Act of 2000, which mandates Internet filtering software on public library computers in order to receive federal library funding.  The court said because libraries can disable the filters for any patrons who ask, the Internet filtering system is not too burdensome on First Amendment claims. 

In light of this Supreme Court decision, today’s action will request a plan of action and funding to install Internet filtering software on every single Internet-enabled computer available to the public in all of San Diego County’s 32 libraries.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The Chief Administrative Officer will identify sources of funding.



	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR HORN AND VICE-CHAIRWOMAN JACOB:
Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to report to the Board of Supervisors within 60 days on costs, legal considerations and an implementation plan to install filtering software on all County Library computers available to the public, as well as a protocol for adult patrons who wish to view library computers with the filter disabled.

	DOCUMENT SERVICES REQUEST FOR MAIL PROCESSING SYSTEM (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Document Services Division of the Department of General Services provides printing, mail, and records management for 41 County Departments as well as other governmental agencies. The Mail Center processed over 14,000,000 pieces of U.S. mail last fiscal year. The ability to process this volume of mail in a timely manner is dependent upon the capabilities of the mail-processing equipment.

This is to request that your Board approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation for the lease purchase and annual maintenance of a mail processing system, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for the procurement, 7-year financing and maintenance.

Document Services intends to replace an inserter manufactured in 1985 with a new advanced mail processing system. This mail processing system uses technology not available with the present system.  It will enable the Mail Center to run more efficiently, offer a significantly higher level of service, and reduce costs to customer departments.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $60,715 for the lease purchase acquisition of this equipment over a period of seven years are budgeted in the FY 2003/04 Document Services ISF Spending Plan.  If approved, the request will result in no additional costs in the current year.  Costs and revenue in the amount of $60,715 will be included in each of the six subsequent years' spending plans. Total expected costs are approximately $425,000 including tax and financing.  All costs will be recovered from customer funding via approved service rates.  This request will result in no change in staff years, and has no space impacts.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the acceptance of a $100,000 grant from the State Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC).  The project goal is to reduce the incidence of underage drinking and alcohol-related offenses throughout San Diego County.  Grant funding will be used to pay for overtime for Community Policing teams to identify and target problem alcoholic beverage licensed establishments, and then work with those establishments to ensure that the owners/managers are in compliance with ABC laws.   There is no local match requirement for this grant.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is the State Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control.  If approved, this request will result in $100,000 current year costs and revenue, no annual costs, and will not require the addition of any staff years.  There is no local match for this grant.  Waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested because overhead/administrative costs estimated at $25,000 are not recoverable under this grant and will be absorbed by the Sheriff’s Department.  This is the allocation of current overhead costs, no additional costs will be incurred.

	EXEMPTION FROM SPARE WHEEL REQUIREMENT FOR AMBULANCES  (DISTRICT:  5)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Title 13 of the California Code of Regulations requires that ambulances carry spare wheels of appropriate load rating and tools for wheel changes.  Section 2512 of the California Vehicle Code authorizes the Department of California Highway Patrol, upon the request of the Board of Supervisors having jurisdiction over the ambulance operations, to grant exemptions from the spare wheel requirement for up to two years.  Exemption from the spare wheel requirement allows ambulances to carry additional medical supplies and equipment.  Should an ambulance experience a flat tire, the closest available back-up ambulance is dispatched, minimizing delay in the transport of a patient.

The Board previously approved requests for exemption from the spare wheel requirement, most recently on June 11, 2002 (21).  Today’s action requests exemption from the spare wheel requirement, in the interest of public health and safety, for the Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove Volunteer Fire Department through December 31, 2003, after which staff will return to the Board to request a two-year exemption period for all agencies that have been previously approved for this exemption by the Board.
