	PALOMAR AIRPORT: ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR UNDERGROUND DETENTION BASIN (DISTRICT: 5) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County (Thomas Guide page 1127, D-2). It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities.  It is home to 426 aircraft.

The McClellan-Palomar Airport Underground Detention Basin Project consists of constructing an extended detention basin to capture stormwater runoff.  This project will enhance the quality of stormwater runoff from the airport and the surrounding business park that would otherwise flow untreated into Agua Hedionda Creek, Agua Hedionda Lagoon, and the Pacific Ocean.

Plans and specifications for construction of the McClellan-Palomar Detention Basin improvements are complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of an Underground Detention Basin. If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin November 2005 and to be completed in April 2006.  This request also adds additional appropriations for the project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The total cost for the Underground Detention Basin is $870,000. A Proposition 13 Nonpoint Source Control grant funds $700,000 of that amount and is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Flood Control District budget.  If approved, this request would provide the additional $170,000 needed for the project based on an operating transfer from the Department of Public Works General Fund.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

As the Flood Control District  Board of Directors:

1. Find the proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15303 of the State CEQA Guidelines because it involves construction of a small new structure to control run-off associated with the existing airport in an area that is not environmentally sensitive.

2. Establish appropriations of $170,000 in the Flood Control District for Underground Detention Basin improvements based on an Operating Transfer from the Department of Public Works, General Fund.  (4 VOTES)

3. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Underground Detention Basin.

4. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

	EMERGENCY REMEDIATION OF STORMWATER DAMAGED DRAINAGE CONVEYANCE SYSTEMS AND EMERGENCY REPAIRS RELATED TO STORM DAMAGE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since the December 2004/ January 2005 and the February 2005 rainstorms, staff has identified at least 39 County road sites and nine Flood Control District sites in need of critical emergency repairs before the next rainy season begins. This will prevent further damage and flooding, and thereby reduce or eliminate further risk to public safety, health and property at these sites.

On June 15, 2005 (4) and (FLD 1), the Board ratified three exigency actions authorized by the Chief Administrative Officer, authorized the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to approve design plans and specifications and award construction contracts, and designated the Director of the Department of Public Works as County Officer responsible for administering the construction contracts. The exigency actions authorized by the Chief Administrative Officer were: 1) sole-source procurement of engineering design services by Boyle Engineering and Rick Engineering; 2) sole-source procurement of engineering design services by RBF Consultants; and 3) issuance of a Request for Statements of Qualification to establish a list of pre-qualified construction contractors. 

Emergency engineering design services are required to repair extensive damage caused by severe rain events occurring in December 2004/January 2005 and February 2005. Construction contracts will be awarded to pre-qualified contractors based on an expedited competitive bidding process, as project designs are completed. Six contractors have been pre-qualified to bid and perform the construction work based on pre-determined evaluation criteria.  This process will expedite construction.

To date eight sites have been designed and are ready for construction. Construction is scheduled to begin mid July 2005 and be completed by end of August 2005.  Engineering designs for the remaining sites are being prepared.  Staff will return to the Board with a status update and for authorization to continue design and construction of this emergency work until it is completed.

This is a request for the Board to ratify that emergency conditions continue to exist related to roads and flood control repairs, and also to establish appropriations necessary to fund repairs described in these exigency actions.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Total Project costs are projected to be $7,000,000 for the Road Fund.  Funding sources for the Road Fund include operating transfers from the Department of Public Works Equipment Operations Internal Service Fund ($2 million) and from the Department of Public Works Equipment Acquisition – Road Fund Internal Service Fund ($3 million), and available Road Fund fund balance ($2 million).  

Total Project costs are projected to be $2,000,000 for the Flood Control District.  Funding for the Flood Control District is from a combination of a loan and eligible reimbursements from Special Drainage Area No. 9 ($700,000) and available Flood Control District fund balance ($1.3 million).

There will be no annual cost, and no additional staff years required. Staff will pursue reimbursement from FEMA, National Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Emergency Watershed Protection Programs, and the State Office of Emergency Services.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

Acting as the Flood Control District Board of Directors:

1. Find the proposed project pursuant to Section 15269 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines is statutorily exempt because the proposed project is in response to a series of severe rainstorms in which the Governor proclaimed a state of emergency for the disaster stricken counties.

2. Ratify, pursuant to Board Policies F-40 and A-87, the approval by the Chief Administrative Officer of sole source contracts with Boyle Engineering, RBF Consultants, and Rick Engineering, for design engineering of the repair project for flood control systems under conditions of public exigency.

3. Ratify, pursuant to Sections 20395(e), 21552 and 22050(c)(2) of the California Public Contract Code, the approval by the Chief Administrative Officer of issuance of a Request for Statements of Qualification to establish list of pre-qualified construction contractors, for emergency repair project for flood control systems under conditions of public exigency. (4 VOTES)

4. Establish appropriations in the amount of $2,000,000 for emergency projects in the Flood Control District Fund to fund flood control projects based on a $700,000 loan and eligible reimbursements from Special Drainage Area Number 9 and $1,300,000 available fund balance in the Flood Control District Fund. (4 VOTES)  

5. Adopt a resolution entitled Resolution to Transfer Funds to San Diego County Flood Control District and Schedule for Repayment to Special Drainage Area No. 9.
