	APPLICATION, ACCEPTANCE, AND APPROPRIATION OF DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to apply for, accept, and execute a U.S. Department of Homeland Security grant to fund an air monitoring program that includes field operations and sample collection activities. 

The federal Department of Homeland Security has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a grant for three years to continue the program previously funded by the Environmental Protection Agency from July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2009.  The grant allocation for the first year is $496,833.  The program requires the operation of an air monitoring network designed to detect the release of biological agents.

The grant requires the Air Pollution Control District to enhance the population protection coverage provided by the air monitoring program.  To meet this requirement, budgeted staff previously assigned to the EPA grant will continue to provide monitoring services required under this DHS grant.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Fiscal Year 2006-2008 Operational Plan included $400,000 for this request.  If approved, this would result in an increase in costs and revenue of $96,833.  The funding source is a U.S. Department of Homeland Security grant.  This request will result in no net General Fund cost or additional staff years.



	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Ratify and approve an application for a U. S. Department of Homeland Security grant for a three-year period from July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2009, and approve grant allocation for year one in the amount of $496,833 for the period July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2007.

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to submit amendment applications by April 30, 2007, and April 30, 2008, for the next year’s incremental funding and to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, contracts, payment requests, agreements, and amendments which may be necessary to secure a “Homeland Security BioWatch Program” grant to fund Air Pollution Control District costs associated with field operations and sample collection activities for the period July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2009.

3. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to submit applications for other related grant opportunities from the Department of Homeland Security that may become available to fund future projects consistent with the mission of the Air Pollution Control District.

4. Establish appropriations of $96,833 in the Air Pollution Control District operating fund based on unanticipated revenue from the Department of Homeland Security for the air monitoring network.  (4 VOTES)
