	<The Sheriff’s Regional Crime Laboratory provides forensic document examination for the Sheriff and 17 of the 18 incorporated cities. The Video Spectral Comparator (VSC-6000) is used for the analysis and decipherment of altered, obliterated, erased or charred documents. In addition it is used for the analysis of forged documents where page substitutions or entries were made with different printer ink and for the analysis of security features on certain documents such as money orders, driver’s licenses and travel documents. The VSC-6000 is an upgraded version of the older VSC-2000, which is currently being used in the Crime Laboratory.

The Sheriff’s Regional Crime Laboratory is requesting the approval of a sole source procurement of one Video Spectral Comparator (VSC-6000) from Foster and Freeman to be used in the Questioned Documents Section of the Sheriff’s Regional Crime Laboratory.>>

The three grants are: the High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program ($1,752,894), the High Technology Identity Theft Prosecution Program ($505,713), and the Jurisdictions Unified for Drug/Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program ($883,983). All grants are for the period of July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.>>

	<Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan for the District Attorney’s Office.  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services and general purpose revenues allocated to the District Attorney’s Office.  No additional staff years are required.

District Attorney - High Technology Theft Apprehension & Prosecution Program

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $2,506,152 and grant revenue of $1,596,036 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $1,752,894).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $438,224 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney and the Sheriff.

The amount awarded by the State for the High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program is $194,767 less than the amount included in the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan and reflects the 10% reduction included in the Governor’s May Revision to the Proposed State Budget.  The reduction of appropriations for this program and for any other programs affected by the final State Budget will be included in a subsequent single adjustment letter following the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan.

Sheriff – High Technology Theft Apprehension & Prosecution Program

Funds for this request are included in the Sheriff Department’s Fiscal Year    2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $430,924 and grant revenue of $156,858 (the Sheriff’s portion of the total grant of $1,752,894).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.

District Attorney - High Technology Identity Theft Prosecution Program

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $560,818 and grant revenue of $390,403 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $505,713).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $126,428 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney and the Probation Department.

The amount awarded by the State for the High Technology Identity Theft Prosecution Program is $56,190 less than the amount included in the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan and reflects the 10% reduction included in the Governor’s May Revision to the Proposed State Budget.  The reduction of appropriations for this program and for any other programs affected by the final State Budget will be included in a subsequent single adjustment letter following the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan.

Probation – High Technology Identity Theft Prosecution Program

Funds for this request are included in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $115,310 and grant revenue of $115,310 (the Probation Department’s portion of the total grant of $505,713).  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.

District Attorney – Jurisdictions Unified for Drug/Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program 

If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $1,640,158 and grant revenue of   $729,058 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $883,983).   

Sheriff – Jurisdictions Unified for Drug/Gang Enforcement (JUDGE) Program

Funds for this request are included in the Sheriff Department’s Fiscal Year    2008-10 Adopted Operational Plan. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On December 19, 2006, the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006 (RWTMA) was signed into law and reauthorized the former Ryan White CARE Act for three additional years. Annual RWTMA funding is used to provide care and treatment services to individuals and families with HIV disease and AIDS.  

On February 26, 2008 (5), the Board approved acceptance of the 2008 RWTMA grants. The total amount awarded to San Diego was $11,494,240. The Board also authorized staff to submit an application for additional RWTMA Part F Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds.  Today’s action requests Board approval to accept the additional MAI grant of $562,489, and to sign any required funding agreements.  This year’s additional RWTMA MAI funds will be formally awarded by August 1, 2008.

In addition, Board authorization is requested for staff to submit applications for RWTMA funding for the period of March 1, 2009 through February 28, 2010 and for April 1, 2009 through March 31, 2010.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County’s Public Health Laboratory currently uses proprietary equipment from a number of companies to perform automated laboratory testing for multiple diseases that affect the public’s health including tuberculosis, hepatitis, HIV and other sexually transmitted infections. Proprietary equipment used in the lab requires the use of specific supplies to ensure accurate and valid test results.  

Through ongoing market research the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) has determined that GenProbe offers the most cost effective test kits available to meet the needs of the Public Health Laboratory as well as to protect the public’s health against specific sexually transmitted infections. On             June 17, 2003 (19), the Board authorized the procurement of these test kits through a contract due to expire on December 31, 2008.  Today’s action requests Board authorization to continue procurement of the GenProbe test kits for 18 months beginning on January 1, 2009 with four additional option years or until another qualified competitive vendor is identified.>>
