	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The California Air Resources Board awarded $3,959,412 in 2009 Carl Moyer Program funds to the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District for projects that reduce emissions from heavy-duty diesel engines.  Heavy-duty diesel engines are high emitters of oxides of nitrogen, a precursor to ozone, as well as diesel particulate emissions, that the California Air Resources Board identified as a toxic air contaminant.
For Fiscal Year 2009-10 the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District budgeted $3,959,412 in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund and $599,270 in required matching funds in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund.  These budgeted funds are for outreach, administration, and emission reduction projects.

This is a request to establish additional appropriations of $1,681,695 to fund Carl Moyer Program-eligible projects based on fund balance available in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund.  This amount includes unspent Carl Moyer Program funds from prior year allocations and earned interest.  Carl Moyer Program Guidelines require interest earned to be used to fund eligible emission reduction projects.
The California Air Resources Board also awarded $500,000 to the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District from the new Carl Moyer Voucher Incentive Program to fund heavy-duty truck replacement projects.  Additionally, this is a request to establish appropriations of $500,000 in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund for eligible projects and program outreach and administration.
If approved, the total program costs will be $6,740,377, which includes $6,517,406 for emission reduction projects and $222,971 for program outreach and administration.
This is also a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer and the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue solicitations for development of a qualified list of heavy-duty vehicle dealerships and heavy-duty vehicle dismantlers as required by the California Air Resources Board for participation in the Carl Moyer Voucher Incentive Program and other heavy-duty vehicle replacement programs.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds in the amount of $4,558,682 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 Operational Plan for the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $2,181,695, bringing total project costs to $6,740,377.  The funding sources are State Carl Moyer Program ($3,959,412), State Carl Moyer Voucher Incentive Program ($500,000), fund balance available ($1,681,695), and Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund ($599,270).  If approved, this request will also result in costs and revenue of $25,000 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund based on an operating transfer from the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund.  This requires no additional staff years and no net General Fund cost.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Business owners who apply for, are found eligible, and are awarded funding under the 2009 Carl Moyer Program will benefit by receiving new, cleaner equipment at a reduced cost.  This new, cleaner equipment will result in reduced emissions from mobile sources of air pollution.>>

	<AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER
1. Find that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility the proposed action may have a significant adverse effect on the environment, and that this action is exempt from the provisions of California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15061(b)(3).

2. Establish appropriations of $2,181,695 in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund for Carl Moyer Program-eligible emission reduction projects ($1,681,695), heavy-duty vehicle replacement projects ($475,000) and for an operating transfer to Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($25,000) based on unanticipated revenue from the 2009 Carl Moyer Voucher Incentive Program ($500,000) and fund balance available ($1,681,695).   (4 VOTES)
3. Establish appropriations of $25,000 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for administration of the Carl Moyer Voucher Incentive Program based on operating transfer from the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund.  (4 VOTES)
4. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to award contracts for a term of up to ten years for eligible projects pursuant to the 2009 Carl Moyer Program, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.

5. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue solicitations for development of a qualified list of heavy-duty vehicle dealerships and heavy-duty vehicle dismantlers as required by the California Air Resources Board, and to award contracts for a term of up to ten years, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.

6. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to commit to compliance with the Carl Moyer Program requirements as a prerequisite for application, to apply for and accept grant funding from the State for the 2010 Carl Moyer Program, and to supply sufficient funding to meet the match requirement.>>
