	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 19, 2006 (8), the Board approved the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment.  According to Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in November 1996, property owners approve a benefit assessment through a ballot measure and in subsequent years the governing body approves the levy on properties.

The recommended actions will approve the Engineer’s Report, confirm the assessment diagram and assessment, and order the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment for Fiscal Year 2007-08 by adopting a resolution.  The proposed single family equivalent rate is $5.92, which is $0.44, or 7%, less than the $6.36 adopted for Fiscal Year 2006-07.    The Board is also being asked to approve a resolution confirming the levy for Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District Service Charge.  The service charge for Fiscal Year 2007-08 will be levied within the authorized rate structure with no change in the rates of $3.00, $2.28, and $2.28 for Subregions 1, 2, and 3, respectively. 

Upon adoption, the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment and the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control Service Charge will be placed on the tax roll, so that property owners can continue to pay the benefit assessment and service charge through their property tax bills. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request would result in revenues of approximately $5.3 million from the benefit assessment, $2.2 million from the service charge, and $0.5 million from the Vector Control Trust fund for a total of $8.0 million for the Vector Control Program. These revenues will fund about $6.0 million in operating costs for the Program and enable approximately $2 million to be set aside in the Vector Control Trust Fund for Vector Habitat Remediation. The operating costs are reflected in the approved budget for the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2007-08. Assessments in subsequent years would depend on the Vector Control Program budget, approved annually by the Board.  Approval of this request will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Outbreaks of vector-borne diseases can materially and negatively impact economic activity. According to a study prepared for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the outbreak of West Nile virus in Louisiana is estimated to have cost over $20 million in a 
single year.1  Such outbreaks and other public health threats can have a drastic negative effect on tourism, business, and residential activities.  The proposed assessment will help to prevent the likelihood of such outbreaks.  This is a benefit to business, agriculture, and residential properties.

Tourism is a significant component of the economic and business base in San Diego County. The tourism and business industries in the County will benefit from reduced levels of harmful or nuisance mosquitoes and other vectors.  Conversely, any outbreak of emerging vector-borne diseases such as West Nile Virus could also materially affect these industries.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 13, 2007 (3) the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting Hearing for July 25, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

The Trust for Public Land, a California nonprofit, public benefit corporation, is offering to sell a 47.2-acre vacant parcel in the Fallbrook area to the County for $390,000.  The parcel, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 103-010-67, is located south of De Luz Road and west of Sandia Creek Drive.  The site adjoins the County’s Santa Margarita Preserve to the south and Camp Pendleton Base to the west. (Thomas Guide, Page 997-F6).  The Trust for Public Land has Memorandum of Agreement with the Navy to negotiate options to purchase privately-owned properties located adjacent to the Base.  The Navy’s goal is to record restrictive easements which allow uses of the properties which are compatible with Base operations.  

The Trust for Public Land has secured an option to purchase the 47.2-acre parcel from its current owner, the Twaddle Family Trust.  The current value of the parcel, as determined by an independent fee appraiser, is $780,000. The Navy will pay The Trust for Public Land $390,000 for its purchase of the restrictive easement.  The County will pay $390,000, the appraised value of the land once encumbered with a restrictive easement, to purchase fee title from The Trust for Public Land.  This transaction will benefit both the Navy and the County as it serves to provide a buffer for Base operations and expands the Santa Margarita Preserve.

Today’s request is to set a hearing for July 25, 2007 to consider approval of the purchase of the parcel from The Trust for Public Land for $390,000.  Should the Board approve the purchase, The Trust for Public Land will exercise its option to purchase the property, and enter into an escrow transaction for the sale of a restrictive easement to the Navy and the sale of fee title to the County.    Additional costs of $18,160 for title, escrow fees, staff costs, and one-time stewardship costs for fencing, gates, and signage will also be incurred as part of the acquisition of this property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the purchase of the property and related costs are included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The funding source is General Purpose Revenue budgeted in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP/Open Space Acquisitions.  The current year cost of $408,160 includes the purchase price of $390,000 and costs related to the purchase, including $2,160 for title insurance and escrow costs, $7,500 for staff costs to process the purchase, and one-time stewardship costs of $8,500 for fencing, gates and signage.  In addition, there will be a total annual cost of $1,492 for Fixed Charge Assessments, including water standby fees and vector control charges, which will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation’s annual Operational Plan.  Operations and maintenance of the Santa Margarita Preserve, including this acquired property, is estimated at $40,000 annually and, is included in the Department’s annual Operational Plan.  No additional staff years are required.

	The project site is located on Highland Mesa Drive, south of Starvation Mountain Road, north of Eagles Crest Road, and west of Highland Valley Road in the Ramona Community Planning area.  The proposed action is a disestablishment of the Highland Mesa (South Orange) Agricultural Preserve No. 59.  There is no Williamson Act Contract on any of the subject parcels.  The site is comprised of eight parcels and is approximately 169 acres in size.  The site is zoned A70 (Limited Agriculture), is subject to Regional Category 1.6 ECA (Environmentally Constrained Areas), and is designated as (20) General Agriculture by the Land Use Element of the County of San Diego General Plan. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	A public hearing is required annually to confirm and adopt levies for Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and Zones, Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones, and Landscape Maintenance District Zones prior to placing on the tax roll.  Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in November 1996, determines how these districts set maximum rates, dependent upon whether they are categorized as an assessment, fee or charge, or a special tax.  The levies described in this letter reflect no increases except those previously approved by property owner ballot or registered district voters.

In Fiscal Year 2007-08, 52 Permanent Road Division Zones, 15 County Service Areas and Zones, one Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone and one Landscape Maintenance District will levy within their approved range.  These include:

County Service Areas No. 26A – Cottonwood Village, No. 26B – Monte Vista, and           No. 136 - Sundance Detention Basin, which provide varied miscellaneous services will levy within their approved range.

Local Park County Service Area (No. 26 – Rancho San Diego and No. 128 – San Miguel), which levy a fee or charge, are not increasing levies.  San Dieguito Local Parks District No. 83 – Zone A (4S Ranch) will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved maximum rate.

County Service Area No. 135 – 800 MHz Communications Zones B – Del Mar, H – Solana Beach, and F – Poway will levy a voter-approved special tax.

Fire Protection District County Service Areas No. 107 – Elfin Forest, No. 113 – San Pasqual, No. 109 – Mt. Laguna, and No. 110 Palomar Mountain will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, as will County Services Areas No. 17 – San Dieguito Emergency Medical Services and No. 69 – Heartland Paramedic Services.

Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone No. 3-4978-1 – Blackwolf will levy within its ballot-approved maximum rates.

Landscape Maintenance District Zone 1 will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved rate.

This request is adopt resolutions confirming levies for various Special Districts (Board of Supervisors Recommendations 1 through 7, and Flood Control District Recommendation 10).  Upon adoption, these assessments will be placed on the tax roll, so that Special District members can pay through their property tax bills.  This is also a request to approve the Engineer’s Report for the Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 and set a public hearing date of August 1, 2007 (Recommendations 8 and 9).  On August 1, 2007, after hearing public testimony, the request will be to consider adopting assessments for the Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 (Recommendation 11).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for processing this request are budgeted in Department of Public Works, Special Districts Administration.  The funding source is individual district trust funds on deposit.  The levies are consistent with revenues shown in the proposed budgets for the Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and Zones, and the Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone.  The proposed budgets were submitted to the Board on May 15, 2007 (17) and were subject to public hearings from June 4 through June 13, 2007.  The Board tentatively approved the County’s Operational Plan following budget deliberations on June 19, 2007.  Final budget adoption is scheduled for July 31, 2007.   If approved, these requests will result in no additional current year costs, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	On June 13, 2007 (12) the Engineer’s Report for the District was approved and hearing set for July 25, 2007 to confirm assessments in the San Diego County Street Lighting District.

The San Diego County Street Lighting District was formed by the Board of Supervisors on September 30, 1987 (3), under the Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972, as a replacement for Lighting Maintenance Districts.  The District operates and maintains more than 9,850 public street lights throughout the unincorporated area of the county and is dedicated to providing quality street light service while maintaining a low cost to property owners.  Funding for the District is through a portion of the one-percent property tax and through assessments charged to properties that benefit from the street lights.  Assessments are based on traffic generation with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.

Assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  The proposed assessment rate for Fiscal Year 2007-08 is $6.17 per single family home per year, a five percent increase over the Fiscal Year 2006-07 rate.  The increase reflects increasing costs of labor, materials and electricity.  The voters have approved a maximum rate of $25.00. Among all street lighting district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County assessment rate remains the lowest. 

After hearing public testimony, the action requested today is to adopt a resolution confirming the assessments.

	The proposed Fiscal Year 2007-08 budget for the San Diego County Street Lighting District reflects the proposed rate change. The rate change would increase District revenue by approximately $29,580. No additional staff years are required.

	On April 25, 2007 (5) Board approved actions to advertise and award a construction contract for McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project.  Bids were opened June 21, 2007 and construction is scheduled to begin October 2007.  The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an as-needed basis for construction management services for the McClellan – Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Improvements project. The project will construct a new terminal building, terminal access roads, terminal apron, vehicle parking lots and related automated control systems, passenger movement facilities, an airport security system, Taxiway C, infield drainage, and a blast fence. Use of consultant services will be necessary to complete the construction phase of this project within the timeline required by the Federal Aviation Administration.   

In accordance with Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services), Countywide solicitations were conducted for the required construction engineering services.  Following the review of Statement of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with five firms, Mendoza and Associates of San Diego was selected as the most qualified to perform required services. 

This is a request to approve an agreement with Mendoza and Associates to provide as-needed construction management services for fees not to exceed $2,000,000 for the McClellan – Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Improvements project with a term ending June 30, 2010. The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	Funding for this request is not included in the Fiscal Years 2007-08 and 2008-09 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan. Under Proposition 50, Chapter 8 a maximum of $25 million in State funding is available for implementation projects in the San Diego region.  In November 2006, California voters approved two additional Bond Acts that provide funding for Integrated Regional Water Management planning and project implementation: Proposition 84 the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006, which allocates $91 million to the San Diego region; and Proposition 1E the Disaster Preparedness and Flood Prevention Bond Act of 2006, which allocates $300 million to a competitive statewide grants program for stormwater flood management projects. 
This request is for authorization to: 1) execute the First Amendment of the Memorandum of Understanding to complete the Integrated Regional Water Management Plan, and 2) apply for and accept grant funds under Propositions 50, 84, and 1E, as well as future Integrated Regional Water Management funding programs. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the County’s share of consultant service costs identified in the First Amendment to the MOU are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan for the Department of Public Works, Watershed Program.  The funding source is Land Use & Environmental Group Management Reserve general purpose revenues.  If approved, this request will result in $150,000 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and $50,000 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize advertisement for public bidding and award of a construction contract estimated at $8.5 million, including contingency, for construction of the Lakeside Sports Park.  The project is located near Highway 67 and Mast Boulevard adjacent to the San Diego River and the City of Santee within the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide Page 1231, G-4).  

The site is approximately 15 acres, of which 10 acres will be developed and the remaining 5 acres will be dedicated as a conservation easement.  The Department of Parks and Recreation obtained the services of a landscape architectural firm to prepare the construction plans for a Little League ballfield facility.  After a series of meetings with community groups, a final design was approved that provides for four tournament-play lighted fields, artificial turf, a concession and restroom building, an equestrian trail, and other related improvements.  

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $8.5 million, including contingency, for construction of the proposed project.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request in the amount of $9,395,909 are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  The funding sources are Proposition 40 Per Capita grant funds ($1,218,781) and General Funds ($6,606,182) in Capital Project 1005258; as well as General Funds being transferred in this request to Capital Project 1005258 from Capital Project 1007107 ($122,300) and Capital Project 1005334 ($1,448,646).  Funds in the amount of $121,334 are being appropriated in Capital Project 1007107 based on Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds and are being used to supplement project funds for completion of road access to the sports park property.  

If approved, a construction contract will be awarded at an estimated cost of $8.5 million, including contingency.  Remaining project funds of approximately $896,000 have been spent or will be expended for design and environmental monitoring, construction management, site testing and inspection, traffic impact fees, and related project administration costs.  

If the County of San Diego were to operate and maintain the completed facility, it is estimated to cost approximately $175,000 annually, including 1 additional full time position; however the County is negotiating an agreement with Lakeside National Little League, and they have submitted a letter stating that they agree to maintain the entire facility on an annual basis with the understanding that the fields will be reserved for their use.  If the County is not successful with this contract agreement, plans are to attempt to negotiate with other leagues for operations and maintenance.

The proposed improvements will expand the camping area for trail users to include five new tent sites, a shade/picnic pavilion with an adjacent fire pit and surrounding benches and access to drinking water. If approved, this action will authorize award of a construction contract estimated at $154,000, including contingency, for project construction.  Current year funding $159,262 (original grant award is $164,000) is available in the Capital project for contract award. This grant program has a 20% match requirement (of the total project cost which is estimated at $205,000) that will be provided by in-kind services in the form of County staff time and includes design and project administration, valued at $41,000. 	On May 15, 2007 (7), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the feasibility of the State of California transferring its easements and agreements to the County of San Diego for the portions of the California Riding and Hiking Trail located within the land use jurisdiction of the County.  As part of the same action, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to return with a feasibility report regarding the transfer of the easements and agreements along with an estimation of costs to complete due diligence with the State and to construct and maintain the trail. 

Subsequent to the May 15, 2007 Board action, Parks staff had several conversations with the State and, based on these discussions, determined that the transfer of the easements appears to be feasible, however, an assessment of the condition of the trail is needed to determine whether the transfer is in the best interests of the County.  

Approval of this request would direct the Chief Administrative Officer to 1) work with the State of California to develop a coordinated process to transfer ownership of the California Riding and Hiking Trail easements and/or agreements to the County of San Diego; 2) research and evaluate the condition of the trail and describe the results in a status report; and 3) return to the Board with the status report and a recommendation on whether to proceed with the transfer of the easements and/or agreements.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  The funding source is a settlement from Equilon which is budgeted in Capital Project 1008954.  If approved, the County will enter into a consultant contract not to exceed $60,000 to obtain a status report to determine whether to proceed with the transfers.  In addition, there would be related costs of approximately $15,000 for County staff to process and administer the project.  Funds for these additional costs are also budgeted and available in the Capital
project.  Future annual costs will be analyzed based on the consultant’s study and reported  to the Board along with the recommendation of whether to proceed with the transfer of easements.

On May 17, 2006 (8), the Board approved two new 55-year ground leases with Olympic Resort Joint Venture for a 5.9-acre hotel parcel and 10.1-acre sports facilities parcel at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  Olympic Hotel is a full-service hotel with 80 guest rooms, a fitness center and spa, swimming pools, a golf course, tennis courts, a restaurant, central meeting rooms and banquet facilities, offices, shops, and other related facilities.
Olympic Resort Joint Venture intends to assign both leases to affiliate companies of Western Athletic Clubs, Inc.  The hotel lease will be assigned to Pacific Sports Resort, Inc., and the sports facilities lease will be assigned to Pacific Athletic Club Carlsbad, Inc.    

This is a request to approve amended and restated leases with Pacific Athletic Club Carlsbad, Inc. and Pacific Sports Resort, Inc.  The amended and restated leases will provide better protection for the lessees, who expect to invest over $5 million redeveloping the hotel and sports facilities leaseholds in the next few years.  The new agreements will make it easier for the lessee to finance the redevelopment project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Gillespie Field is located just west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Bradley Avenue, in the City of El Cajon (Thomas Guide page 1251, E-2).  Gillespie Field conducts over 280,000 operations annually and provides facilities for 959 general aviation and corporate aircraft, aviation businesses, and the Sheriff’s Air Support to Regional Enforcement Agencies facility.

Safari Aviation currently has two ground leases in place at Gillespie Field totaling 10.0 acres with facilities on both sides of Runway 17/35.  Safari Aviation operates as a fixed base operator, providing aircraft storage and maintenance.  These two leases expire in 2018 and 2028. 

This is a request to approve a new aviation ground lease with Safari Aviation combining the two existing leases into one.  The new 30 year lease will start on August 1, 2008, and terminate on July 31, 2038.  Acreage and rent will remain the same, and Safari Aviation will pay airports $572,632 in equity in monthly payments over 15 years.  Safari Aviation is planning to redevelop the parcel on the west side of Runway 17/35 by adding five new box hangars and renovate an existing office structure.  Funds from leases of airport property are placed in County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, which is used to operate, maintain, and improve safety and security at County Airports.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This agreement will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund beginning in Fiscal Year 2008-09. Funding sources for additional revenue are equity payments under the terms of the new lease agreement.  If approved, this agreement will result in no current Fiscal Year costs or revenues.  Current annual rental revenue is $59,760.  Due to equity payments of $5,765 monthly beginning in August of 2008, it will result in approximately $123,175 of revenue in Fiscal Year 2008-09 and approximately $128,940 of revenue in subsequent years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Federal Aviation Administration owns and operates airport traffic control towers at Gillespie Field in the East County and at McClellan-Palomar Airport in the North County. Airport traffic control towers at these locations are essential for air traffic safety. The Federal Aviation Administration has aviation leases with County Airports for these facilities. This letter is a request to approve supplemental agreements to amend these leases. Following is a description of each lease and the reasons for this request.

Gillespie Field Airport Traffic Control Tower

Gillespie Field is located just west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Bradley Avenue, in the City of El Cajon (Thomas Guide page 1251, E2).  Gillespie Field provides facilities and services for 959 general aviation and corporate aircraft, aviation businesses, and the Sheriff’s Air Support to Regional Enforcement Agencies facility.

On January 8, 1985 (45), the Board approved a lease with the Federal Aviation Administration.  This ground lease, which initially included 0.0054 acres, was amended by the Board on April 4, 1989 (11) to increase the size to 0.0683 acres.  

Due to heightened security demands after the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks, the Federal Aviation Administration was required to expand the fenced area around the tower building.  

This is a request to approve the supplemental agreement to the ground lease that will increase the size of the premises to approximately 0.1157 acres, redefine security and maintenance obligations, clarify the location of lease-guaranteed parking spaces, and allow the County Lease Administrator to approve minor boundary adjustments.

McClellan-Palomar Airport

McClellan-Palomar Airport is located in the City of Carlsbad at Palomar Airport Road and El Camino Real (Thomas Guide page 1127, 3D).  McClellan-Palomar Airport provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities and is home to 391 based aircraft.

On September 17, 1991 (38), the Board approved a year-to-year ground lease with the Federal Aviation Administration for approximately 0.218 acres.  On July 26, 1994 (49) this agreement was amended to increase the size to approximately 0.2215 acres.  The Federal Aviation Administration is planning to install a new security fence around the tower. To accommodate the requirements for such installation, the leased area needs to be increased to approximately 0.25 acres.

This is a request to approve the supplemental agreement to the ground lease that will increase the size of the premises to approximately 0.25 acres and allow the County Lease Administrator to approve minor boundary adjustments.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed supplemental agreement will not affect Fiscal Year 2007-08 total lease revenue, as the Federal Aviation Administration does not pay rent for these sites, because they provide air traffic control services which benefit the airport, airport users, and the public by increasing safety and security at the airport and in the surrounding air space.  No additional staff years would be required.

	The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, and Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) introduced a new federal safety program called High Risk Rural Roads Program.   Roadways federally classified as rural major collectors, rural minor collectors, or rural local roads, with collision rates higher than the statewide average, are eligible for funding under this program.  South Grade Road at Mount Palomar (Thomas Guide, Page 1052, B6) is federally classified as a rural major collector.  The segment of
South Grade Road from State Route 76 to Canfield Road / East Grade Road has a collision rate higher than the statewide average and is eligible for this program.  

The Department of Public Works proposes to install a centerline rumble strip on South Grade Road at Mount Palomar from State Route 76 to Canfield Rd / East Grade Road.  The centerline rumble strip is intended to reduce the collision rate on South Grade Road by discouraging vehicles, primarily motorcyclists, from speeding and traveling across the centerline into oncoming traffic or leaving the roadway at a curve.  A grant application has been filed with Caltrans to meet the filing deadline for this grant program.  Caltrans has given the County of San Diego written assurance that grant funds are available pending Board of Supervisors action.

This is a request to accept High Risk Rural Roads federal grant funding, administered by Caltrans, for installation of a centerline rumble strip on South Grade Road.  Total estimated project cost is $144,210, of which $129,789 will be funded via the High Risk Rural Roads grant, and the remaining $14,421 by gas tax.  In addition, it is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to install the centerline rumble strip.  Construction is scheduled to begin in Summer 2008 and be completed by October 2008.  On March 22, 2000 (17), your Board authorized the Director, Department of Public Works, to pursue highway safety related grants.

	The County of San Diego, along with each of the 18 incorporated cities in the County, the Port of San Diego, and the San Diego Regional Airport Authority, is required to comply with conditions of San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board Order No. 2007-001, National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit for Discharge of Urban Runoff from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (Permit). The Permit requires water quality monitoring and numerous other programs to assess progress in managing urban runoff.  The County of San Diego is the Principal Copermittee under the Permit and is responsible for negotiating contracts and expending funds on behalf of all of the Copermittees.  

This is a request to approve a five-year Cooperative Agreement with the Southern California Stormwater Monitoring Coalition to continue implementation of the cooperative Stormwater Research Needs Program to develop scientific and technical tools for stormwater program implementation and monitoring.  The County’s contribution to the Program will not  exceed $275,000.

	If approved, this request will require no additional staff years and will result in a current year cost of $75,000 for proposed research projects which must be authorized by Implementation Agreements as contemplated under the Cooperative Agreement.   The total cost to the County for all research projects arising out of the Cooperative Agreement will not exceed $275,000.

Public Works

Sources of funding for this request are $15,000 budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Department of Public Works General Fund Watershed Protection Program, and $35,000 in Copermittees’ fees in the Stormwater Trust Fund.

Planning and Land Use

Funds in the amount of $25,000 budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 for a Low Impact Development Project Implementation Agreement.
