	REVIEW OF COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO POLICIES REGARDING EMINENT DOMAIN (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Eminent domain is the government power to acquire real property for public purposes.  A recent Supreme Court decision, Kelo v. City of New London, sided with existing Connecticut law that allows for the taking of property for private economic benefit even without a finding of blight.  This decision sets a dangerous precedent and goes beyond the accepted use of eminent domain for public benefit in the County of San Diego.

This action will direct the review and revision of all relevant policies to limit the use of eminent domain by the County of San Diego to actions that have a clear public use and public benefit.

	There is no fiscal impact related to this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 19, 2005 (14), at the recommendation of Supervisor Dianne Jacob, Sheriff Bill Kolender, and District Attorney Bonnie Dumanis, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the Sheriff’s Department, the Health and Human Services Agencys’ Alcohol and Drug Services, the Probation Department and the Department of Media and Public Relations to develop a pamphlet designed to encourage female methamphetamine users to seek drug treatment.  In addition, the Board directed that a plan to distribute the pamphlets to all women released from County-operated detention centers be developed, along with an evaluation plan to measure the pamphlet’s effectiveness at steering women into treatment programs. 

Today’s item requests the Board to approve the proposed pamphlet and the process to distribute and evaluate the pamphlet’s effectiveness in steering women into treatment.

	There is no fiscal impact as a result of this Board action.  Annual costs for printing will not exceed $5,000 and will be offset with existing resources within the Public Safety Group.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the submission and acceptance of Federal Title V Prevention grant funds, administered by the California State Corrections Standards Authority, formerly known as the Board of Corrections, and to adopt a resolution for the Multi-Systemic Therapy (MST) Program Grant. The target population of the proposed MST Program is youth with conduct disorder who are at-risk of entering the juvenile justice system, or are first time offenders who have committed non-serious offenses. MST services are home based and will provide the youth’s primary caregivers with the skills and resources needed to address the difficulties that arise in raising teenagers with conduct disorder. If approved, these services will be provided by the San Diego Unified School District and administered by Probation Department staff.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are not budgeted.  If approved, this action will result in costs of $383,798 and revenue of $398,077 in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  The funding source is revenue from the Multi-Systemic Therapy Program Grant, funded by Federal Title V Prevention funds, administered by the California State Corrections Standards Authority.  This request will result in no additional staff years.

The SAP Program is a vertical prosecution program that enhances the effort to prosecute and convict individuals arrested for spousal abuse crimes. This is a request to ratify the submission of the Spousal Abuser Prosecution Program Grant Application to the California Department of Justice, and to accept $86,201 to support the twelfth year of the District Attorney’s Spousal Abuser Prosecution Program for the period July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

	On October 5, 2004 (5), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 OES Victim / Witness Assistance Program Grant application that continued funding for the twenty- fifth year of the District Attorney Victim Assistance Program (VAP). VAP and like programs were funded when legislators realized that victims and witnesses experience a variety of needs in the aftermath of crime.  Their needs, as studies have revealed, often are a result of the trauma that is associated with their involvement in the criminal justice system.   The OES grant funds allow the County through VAP to provide a comprehensive assistance program for victims and witnesses, and to handle their resulting trauma. Such assistance is integral to a faster and more complete recovery from the effects of crime. This letter is a request to ratify the submission of the Victim / Witness Assistance Program grant to the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES), and to accept the grant in the amount of $1,208,537 to continue the Victim Assistance Program for the period July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.  There is no local match required for the OES Victim /Witness Assistance Program Grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are included in the FY 2005-2006 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $1,557,631 and revenue of $1,208,537, and will not require additional staff years. The general purpose revenue cost to the County in FY 05-06 is $308,826.    There is no required local match for this program.

	This is a request for approval of the submission of two High Technology Theft and Prosecution Program grant applications to the State of California Office of Emergency Services (State OES).  The first is an application for a High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program grant in the amount of $1,908,550.  The second is an application for a High Technology Identify Theft Program grant in the amount of $550,620.  The grant funds will be shared by the District Attorney, the Sheriff and the Probation Department as detailed below and will be used to investigate and prosecute criminals and enterprises that seek to exploit and utilize technology for criminal gain.  This request also seeks approval of related expenditure contracts distributing a certain portion of the grant funds to other participating agencies.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Fiscal Impact 

District Attorney - High Technology Theft

Funds for this request are budgeted in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year direct costs of $1,914,813 and grant revenue from the State OES of $1,771,709 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $1,908,550).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $477,138 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney, the Sheriff and the San Diego Police Department.  No additional staff positions are required.  

Sheriff – High Technology Theft

Funds for this request are budgeted in the Sheriff Department’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year direct costs of $142,239 and grant revenue from the State OES of $136,841 (the Sheriff’s portion of the total grant of $1,908,550).  No additional staff positions are required.  

District Attorney - High Technology Identity Theft
Funds for this request are budgeted in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year direct costs of $580,233 and grant revenue from the State OES of $442,578 (the District Attorney’s portion of the total grant of $550,620).  A legislatively required match of 25% or $137,655 will be satisfied through the assignment of District Attorney staff to this program.  No additional staff positions are required.

Probation – High Technology Identity Theft

Funds for this request are budgeted in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year direct costs of $108,042 and grant revenue from the State OES of $108,042 (the Probation Department’s portion of the total grant of $550,620).  No additional staff positions are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 23, 2004 (8), your Board approved the District Attorney’s submission of applications to the California Department of Insurance for Fiscal Year 2004-2005 grant funding of the District Attorney’s Automobile Insurance and Workers’ Compensation Insurance Fraud programs.  These programs investigate and prosecute fraudulent automobile insurance and workers' compensation insurance claims and seek to reduce the frequency and severity of future insurance fraud.  

The District Attorney submitted, in May and June of 2005, applications for grant funds for the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Automobile Insurance and Worker’s Compensation Insurance Fraud programs.  The District Attorney also submitted an application for a grant under a new Department of Insurance program for the enhanced investigation and prosecution of Disability and Healthcare Insurance Fraud.

This is a request for your Board to adopt resolutions ratifying the submission of the three applications for Fiscal Year 2005-2006 grant funds and approving acceptance of the grants as set forth below.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Partial funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Operational Plan in the amount of $3,855,256.  The District Attorney applied for a total grant allocation of $6.1 million in Fiscal Year 2005-2006 to allow for program expansion.  If the grant awards exceed the budgeted amounts and if appropriation changes are required, the Office of the District Attorney will return to the Board of Supervisors.  The funding source is the California Department of Insurance.  The Governor’s proposed budget does not impact this funding source.  These grants provide for full cost recovery and there is no required match.  If approved, this request will result in the addition of no staff years.

The grant award amount for FY 2005-2006 was reduced by $666,896 as a result of the consolidation of Byrne Program and the Local Law Enforcement Assistance Formula Block Grant Program. As a result of this reduction, some agencies will receive less for their JUDGE services in FY 2005-2006, and the District Attorney’s Office reduced the number of staff dedicated to the program. The effect of the reduced grant award on JUDGE activities has been minimized by the elimination of lease space for JUDGE staff in the North County who were moved to the North County Courthouse.

The $1,070,155 for this request is included in the District Attorney’s FY 2005-2006 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, the County of San Diego will incur an annual cost of $2,286,563 offset by the $1,070,155 in revenue.  The $1,070,155 will be distributed to; the District Attorney’s Office ($624,316); the Probation Department ($70,130); Sheriff’s Department ($100,192); and six law enforcement agencies ($275,517) whose funding is to be budgeted and disbursed by the District Attorney.  The six agencies are the California Dept. of Corrections ($35,065); Chula Vista Police ($70,130); Escondido Police ($35,065); Oceanside Police ($35,065); and San Diego Police ($100,192) to total $1,070,155 in grant funds.

The fuel truck can also be driven to fire scenes reducing the time needed to refuel the helicopter.  Purchasing a new truck would cost an estimated $200,000 and take six months to acquire.
