	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 18, 2005 (APCB 1), the San Diego County Air Pollution Control Board approved a lease/purchase contract for a building in Scripps Ranch Business Park. 

This building will replace the Air Pollution Control District's leased Kearny Mesa offices.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for September 21, 2005, to consider the purchase of the 36,091-square-foot office building located at 10124 Old Grove Road, San Diego.  The building purchase price, not to exceed $6,922,297, will be paid to the owner, AG/Touchstone Scripps Center L.L.C.  As part of the lease/purchase agreement, tenant improvements are currently under construction and completion is scheduled for the last week in October.  Total project cost will not exceed $7,565,600, which includes building purchase and tenant improvements, equipment, furniture, moving, and other costs being contracted directly by the District.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request were appropriated by the Board on May 18, 2005 (APCB 1).  The total project cost for this facility is $7,565,600 (Capital Project 1006915), which includes the building purchase, customized tenant improvements, furniture, lab equipment, security system, phone, data, and moving costs.  The current year operating costs (December 2005 – June 2006) for the new facility are estimated at $173,237, annual costs are $259,861, and are included in the Air Pollution Control District’s budget.  Exercising the purchase option for this facility will result in an annual rental cost avoidance of $550,539 since the District is moving from a leased facility in Kearny Mesa.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. Direct the Clerk of the Board to publish the required Notice of Intention to Purchase.

2. Set this matter for a hearing on September 21, 2005, at which time the Air Pollution Control Board may authorize the Director of the Department of General Services on behalf of the Air Pollution Control District to exercise the option to purchase the property located at 10124 Old Grove Road, San Diego.

At the September 21, 2005 Public Hearing:

3. Authorize the Director of the Department of General Services on behalf of the Air Pollution Control District to exercise the option to purchase the property at 10124 Old Grove Road, San Diego, from AG Touchstone Scripps Center, L.L.C., at a price not to exceed $6,922,297, and execute all escrow-related documents required to complete the purchase of the property.

	ELECTRIC LAWN MOWER TRADE-IN PROGRAM 

(DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	For the past five years, the Air Pollution Control Board has held the highly successful Mowing Down Pollution Lawn Mower Trade-in event. Regional air pollution is reduced as gasoline-powered lawn mowers are exchanged for new cordless rechargeable electric mowers. Some gasoline mowers emit 40 times more pollution per hour than a single late model automobile, while the replacement electric mowers offered by the Board emit zero pollutants.  This is a request to direct the Air Pollution Control Officer to hold this year’s Mowing Down Pollution event on August 13, 2005 and make available up to 400 cordless electric lawn mowers for County of San Diego residents.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Operational Plan.  The funding source is $104,000 from penalties received for violations of air quality laws.  Up to 400 lawn mowers will be purchased for $96,000.  The remaining $8,000 will be used for other event costs.  If approved, this request will result in no increase in current year costs and revenues and no increase in subsequent years’ costs and revenue.  This will require no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR ROBERTS:
1. Direct the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate a contract with Black and Decker not to exceed $96,000 for 400 lawn mowers.  

2. Direct the Air Pollution Control Officer to hold a Lawn Mower Trade-in Event that exchanges 400 gasoline-powered lawn mowers for new, non-polluting cordless rechargeable mowers for $150 each.

3. Direct the Air Pollution Control Officer to hold this year’s Lawn Mower Trade-in Event on August 13, 2005 and authorize $8,000 for event costs.
