COLLECTION ON FISCAL YEAR 2005-06 TAX ROLL OF APPROVED FEES AND CHARGES FOR COUNTY SANITATION DISTRICTS AND THE WINTER GARDENS SEWER MAINTENANCE DISTRICT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts provide sewer services for 33,959 customers. A public hearing is required annually for preparation of the sanitation district tax roll.  Sewer service charges will continue to be collected along with property taxes. Collecting sewer fees through the tax roll avoids a separate and costly billing process. The charges described in this letter reflect no increases except for those previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors.

This is a request to conduct a public hearing on individual sanitation district tax roll reports, and to adopt resolutions approving collection of sewer service charges on the tax rolls, as authorized by the Uniform Sewer Ordinance, for Alpine, Julian, Lakeside, Pine Valley, Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action is consistent with Fiscal Year 2005-06 proposed sanitation and sewer maintenance district budgets. Funding sources are annual sewer service charges. The charges described in this letter reflect rate adjustments previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors for the Alpine, Lakeside, Spring Valley, and the Julian Sanitation District.  There is no change in the rate this year for the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District or Pine Valley Sanitation District.  Combined, the charges will generate approximately $777,370 additional revenue in Fiscal Year 2005-06 than in Fiscal Year 2004-05 and are necessary to fund capital replacement and ongoing operational requirements. Approval of this request will result in no additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund as a result of this action.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed activity is not subject to California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), as specified under the CEQA Guidelines Section 15060(c)(3), because the activity in question is the annual adoption of resolutions to confirm charges after a public hearing and is not a project as defined in Section 15378 of CEQA.

2. Conduct a public hearing to consider all objections and protests to tax roll reports for each sanitation district and sewer maintenance district, on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors.

ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SPRING VALLEY OUTFALL SEWER, MANHOLES 37-39  (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Spring Valley Outfall was constructed in 1963 to transport sewage from the Spring Valley Sanitation District to the City of San Diego’s Metropolitan Sewage System.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace approximately 1,930 feet of deteriorated Spring Valley Outfall Sewer pipe between Manholes 37 and 39 (Thomas Guide page 1310, D-4), east of Plaza Bonita Road and along Equitation Lane.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer between Manholes 37 and 39. Construction is scheduled to begin in October 2005 and to be completed in April 2006. Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Spring Valley Sanitation District budget. Funding source is Spring Valley Sanitation District sewer service charges. If approved, this request will result in $2,000,000 current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines.   

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any actions authorized by Section 401 et seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the Construction of the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer between Manholes 37 and 39.

3. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
