	OVERVIEW:

	
	Deferred deposit transaction businesses, commonly known as “advance pay day lenders” or “pay day lenders”, provide short term loans at high interest rates. Through the use of questionable business practices and loopholes in State and Federal regulations, many of these lenders ensnare borrowers in costly debt cycles in order to increase their profits.
State laws governing deferred deposit transaction businesses are insufficient to protect residents of the County of San Diego and the State of California from predatory lending. It is therefore necessary for the State of California and/or the Federal Government to tighten regulation of the deferred deposit transaction industry in order to protect citizens from abusive lending practices. This action requests the State and/or Federal government enact legislation to protect all citizens from the adverse effects, and predatory aspects of pay day lending businesses

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 22, 2005 (30), Supervisor Jacob brought forward an item regarding Waging the Fight Against East County Gangs.  The item directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the Sheriff, District Attorney and Probation Department to identify the staffing level and funding needed for establishing an East County Gang Task Force, modeled after the North County Gang Task Force as well as identify the staffing level needed to effectively investigate and prosecute the growing number of gang related cases in the East County.  This item describes the proposed composition of the task force.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding source for this proposal is General Purpose Revenues in the Sheriff’s Department and overrealized Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Proposition 172 funds for the District Attorney and the Probation Department.  These sources will be used to fund the task force for two years.  At that time, the agencies involved would be asked to determine if the task force has made an impact on the gangs in the East County and permanent funding would be sought as part of the annual Operational Plan process.

The funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is overrealized Proposition 172 funds.  If approved, this request will result in $228,740 current year cost and will require the addition of 2 staff years.  

District Attorney
The funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is overrealized Proposition 172 funds.  If approved, this request will result in $308,011 current year cost and will require the addition of no staff years.  

Sheriff
The funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Purpose Revenues.  If approved, this request will result in $226,620 current year cost and will require the addition of no staff years.

	SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE GROSSMONT UNION HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 18, 2001 (8), the Board of Supervisors approved a four-year law enforcement services agreement between the County of San Diego and the Grossmont Union High School District (GUHSD). The purpose of the agreement was to decrease violence and crime on GUHSD campuses, decrease drug and gang activity among students, improve school attendance, and improve the school’s image through utilization of the Community Oriented Policing and Problem Solving (COPPS) philosophy. That contract expires September 30, 2005. The District’s Board of Education has approved the funding for seven (7) full-time School Resource Officers (SROs) and has requested the Sheriff’s Department to initiate an agreement to continue law enforcement services on GUHSD campuses.  This request is to approve a four-year agreement for law enforcement services between the County of San Diego and the Grossmont Union High School District for the period October 1, 2005 through September 30, 2009.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is unanticipated revenue from GUHSD.  If approved, this request will result in estimated current year operating costs of $775,700 and revenue of $823,900; and annual costs of $847,500, and revenue of $900,400. The remaining current year revenue of $48,200 and annual revenue of $52,900 will be used to offset overhead costs. Cost and revenue amounts will be adjusted for negotiated salary increases, other cost adjustments or services level changes. If approved, this request will require the addition of zero staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 16, 2004 the National City Council approved  a resolution for their City to enter into an agreement to use the Regional Communications System (RCS) to provide radio communications service for their public safety and public service agencies.  At the request of the RCS Board of Directors, an agreement has been developed to formalize the use of the RCS network by National City.  National City will provide $980,144 for a full partnership in the RCS.  National City will also support ongoing network operating costs of approximately $73,140 per year beginning Fiscal Year 2005-2006.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  In accordance with the March 1995 RCS Agreement, National City has agreed to pay $980,144 of principal and interest towards the infrastructure of the RCS in exchange for full partnership in the RCS, contingent on the waiver of past RCS interest costs in the amount of $490,222.  The County is currently paying the debt service payment for this principal amount.  National City will pay a lump sum of $500,000 on or before January 31, 2006, and seven annual payments of $68,592 commencing January 31, 2006.  National City will also fund ongoing network operating costs (NOC) of approximately $73,140 per year beginning Fiscal Year 2005-2006.  This amount  is based on 230 radios at $26.50 member rate per radio per month.  If approved, this request will require the addition of zero staff years.

	In response to the federal Adoptions and Safe Families Act of 1997, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services began conducting Child and Family Services Reviews (CFSR) which evaluate whether each state is achieving foster care outcomes of safety, permanency and child and family well being.  Assembly Bill 636 (Steinberg), also known as the Child Welfare System Improvement and Accountability Act of 2001, was established with the goal of improving these outcomes in California by bringing accountability to the State’s child welfare system.  This goal is in alignment with the Board’s priorities and commitment to the welfare of children in San Diego County.  On October 19, 2004, your Board approved the first County Self Assessment (CSA) and System Improvement Plan (SIP), which Child Welfare Services (CWS) submitted to the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) to meet the requirements of AB636.  

The State’s Performance Improvement Plan (PIP), developed in response to the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Children’s Bureau 2003 Report on California Child and Family Services Review (C-CFSR), requires all California counties to utilize a State approved risk and safety assessment tool.  In an effort to assist California counties, CDSS has worked with The National Council on Crime and Delinquency/The Children’s Research Center (NCCD/CRC) to develop and implement the Structured Decision Making (SDM™) computer application, an objective, reliable, evidence-based, user-friendly child welfare safety and risk assessment tool.  SDM™ provides increased operational efficiency by assisting social workers in identifying low risk cases that do not require county services while channeling appropriate resources to cases that present higher risk.  Research indicates that this results in reduced recurrence of abuse and neglect in high-risk cases, fewer foster home placements, and more timely reunification.  Today’s action requests Board approval for a contract with NCCD/CRC to enable the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) to implement SDM™ countywide.  The contract would be effective September 1, 2005 and allow the County to utilize this program for as long as it is required and meets our needs.  Costs are $77,000 in FY 2005-06, $57,000 in FY 2006-07 and $41,000 in FY2007-08.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	With your Board’s focus on enhancing the Health and Human Services Agency’s Adoption and Foster programs over the years, the County has become a leader in the State, finalizing more than 500 adoptions each year.  The County’s foster families are responsible for adopting more than half of the available population of children locally, and more efforts are needed to actively recruit prospective foster and adoptive families, particularly for special needs children.   

The County Health and Human Services Agency provides adoption and foster care services under contracts with the California Department of Social Services. In 1996, the Governor's Adoption Initiative Program was enacted to improve adoption opportunities for children in long-term foster care. This was followed by State and federal legislative changes and local Dependency Court reform measures to expedite the adoption process.  Since that time, the number of children who are identified by the Court as needing adoptive homes continues to increase. These children are older, are members of sibling groups, and frequently have identified medical and/or psychological issues related to their histories of abuse and/or neglect. There is a continuing need to recruit more prospective foster and adoptive families who are equipped to deal with the challenges presented by these children.  Media outreach has been identified as the most effective method of reaching families who are willing to prepare for the adoption process.

This action will authorize procurements for media contracts to enhance foster and adoptive family recruitment activities. Media activities will focus on families interested in providing care for children of different ethnicities, children with special medical and psychological needs, older children, and the increasing number of sibling groups.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego has been in the forefront of child care service delivery to low-income residents through the development of many innovative programs to expand and improve child care resources. On December 5, 2000 (4), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) to join with other partner agencies to establish the Centralized Eligibility List (CEL) Consortium. The Consortium developed and implemented the CEL, an Internet-based waiting list for subsidized child care for the working poor.  Multiple agencies use the CEL to select the neediest applicants for available subsidies, including HHSA for its State Department of Education funded General Alternative Payment Program of subsidized child care for the working poor.

In addition, the Board authorized HHSA to enter into a Cooperative Agreement with YMCA Childcare Resource Service (YMCA CRS), the agency designated by the Consortium to manage the CEL website and database, and authorized payment of $21,600 a year through June 2005, for its share of maintenance costs and for access to the CEL, subject to availability of funds. In October 2004, the Cooperative Agreement was amended to reduce County charges to $15,000 annually.

This item recommends that the County continue to participate in the CEL by reauthorizing the cooperative agreement with the CEL Consortium and to share ongoing costs and maintenance of the web-based system with other child care subsidy agency partners. 

Board action is requested to authorize the Health and Human Services Agency to continue membership in the Centralized Eligibility List (CEL) Consortium, and authorize the annual payment of the CEL Consortium maintenance fee of up to $15,000, and to authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting to amend the Cooperative Agreement as necessary to reflect changes in funding allocations and service requirements.

	The County of San Diego’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) uses the services of volunteers in the community for many programs where feasible and appropriate. These volunteers enhance the work of paid staff and their contributions are a valued asset to the County and the community. Because they are often called upon to work with vulnerable populations like children, volunteers are currently required to complete a California Department of Justice (DOJ) criminal record and child abuse history clearance, either through HHSA’s Personnel Services Unit or Child Welfare Services (CWS).

To effectively maximize protection of vulnerable populations and sensitive County information, HHSA needs to ensure that volunteers have no federal criminal history.  Before HHSA can obtain federal criminal history for its volunteer staff, California law [Penal Code Sections 11105(b)(10) and 13300(b)(10)] requires the Board of Supervisors to authorize HHSA’s Personnel Services Unit and Child Welfare Services division to receive this information. Today’s action requests adoption of a resolution authorizing requests for federal criminal history from the DOJ for volunteers.

The Plan redesigned the existing mental health services system to incorporate rehabilitation and recovery practice and included plans for a series of competitive procurements for services in the six regions of the Health and Human Services Agency.  On January 15, 2002 (3), December 3, 2002 (6), and May 11, 2004 (6), the Board approved renewal or reprocurement of system provider contracts in accordance with the Redesign Plan, resulting in contracts for services in the North Coastal/North Inland, East County, and South County regions.  The contracts for North Coastal/North Inland and East County regions are scheduled to expire on June 30, 2006.

On March 13, 2001 (10), the Board authorized the competitive procurement of an adult/older adult clients’ peer support system, resulting in a contract for a Consumer Warm Line service that expires on June 30, 2006.

If approved, today’s request will authorize the competitive reprocurement of mental health outpatient rehabilitation services for the North Coastal/North Inland regions, a one-year extension of the current contract for these services in the East County region, and competitive reprocurement of the East County services upon the expiration of the extension.  Board authorization is also requested for the competitive reprocurement of a Consumer Warm Line service.

These services include in-home supports for the elderly and disabled, as well as assistance for caregivers who serve persons 60 years or older, and for grandparents and other caregivers over 60 years of age who are the primary caregivers of minor relatives. 

Existing contracts for nutrition, dietician, legal and insurance advocacy, and employment services are scheduled to end on June 30, 2006, and Board authorization is requested to competitively reprocure these services.  Board authorization is also requested for a contract with the Union-Tribune’s SignOnSanDiego through which AIS will obtain copies of a directory and guide that are valuable resources for older adults, their families and community agencies providing services to them. (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs (DADP) requires each county to collect and report data regarding alcohol and drug use among adults and adolescents seeking publicly funded treatment services, along with data regarding prevention efforts. Within the Health and Human Services Agency, Alcohol and Drug Services (ADS) collects required data from ADS contractors that provide alcohol and drug prevention and treatment, and receive any State or federal funds. ADS uses the data to monitor trends related to alcohol and drug use within the region, identify emerging issues around substance abuse, for program monitoring, resource allocation and evaluation, and to provide justification of the need for continued State and federal funding for services. Effective January 1, 2006 DADP is requiring new reporting requirements to be eligible for continued funding.

Currently, over 50 facilities collect alcohol and drug abuse prevention and treatment data on data collection systems that are not linked.  Maintenance and management of these systems, compilation of management reports, assessment of data, and complexity of use place increasing demands on County staff resources. In addition, the current County system will not meet the new DADP reporting requirements. 
ADS released a Request for Information (RFI) solicitation on May 27, 2005 to identify vendors with the experience, capability and interest to provide a web based alcohol and drug data collection and reporting system that will meet the new reporting requirements.  Four vendors responded to the RFI prior to the June 15, 2005 deadline.  
This action will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to release an RFP limited to those proposers and to subsequently negotiate a contract with the best offer or to provide a data system after determination of a fair and reasonable price.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego receives federal funding under Titles I and II of the Ryan White Comprehensive AIDS Resource Emergency (CARE) Act to provide essential care and treatment services to persons living with Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) Disease and Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS).  The County was awarded $9,741,708 of Title I Year 15 funding, which ends February 28, 2006 and $856,382 of Title II Year 15 funding, which ends March 31, 2006.  This item requests approval to submit applications for Title I and II funds for services to be delivered during Year 16 program years March 1, 2006 through February 28, 2007 (Title I) and April 1, 2006 through March 31, 2007 (Title II).

A portion of the allocation from Year 15 Ryan White CARE Act Title I currently funds a contracted coordinated services center, serving residents of the North County.  This center provides linkages for multiple HIV services, including primary medical care, case management, mental health counseling and provides a walk-in service center.  The Board authorized a competitive procurement for this service on February 11, 2003 (12).  A Request for Information was issued and the only respondent for North County was Being Alive San Diego.  Subsequently, the Board authorized negotiation of a sole source contract with Being Alive San Diego on December 2, 2003 (12).  The contract began January 1, 2004, and the contractor has been serving clients since that time.  However, on April 27, 2005, the San Diego HIV Health Services Planning Council revised the requirements for coordinated services centers to include specific requirements for Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funding to serve minority populations, require an affiliation with a primary medical care provider and to be open a minimum of 40 hours per week.  These changes require Board authority for a new competitive procurement to provide services in North County, with a new contract anticipated to be in place by the end of 2005.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	CalWIN (CalWORKs Information Network) is targeted for implementation in San Diego County in June 2006.  This State-mandated system will replace the existing Welfare Case Data System, a system which San Diego and 16 other California counties have relied on since 1971 for automated support of federal and State mandated welfare programs.

An 18-county CalWIN consortium, formed from the 17 Welfare Case Data System counties plus one other, began planning activities in 2000, and county-by-county implementation began in January 2005.  San Diego is scheduled as the 17th county for implementation.  In San Diego County, CalWIN will support 2,000 staff managing more than 100,000 cases for low-income children and adults.  The system will calculate and issue $31 million in benefits each month, and change the way staff perform their jobs.

CalWIN is currently operative in six counties, and Health and Human Services Agency staff has been involved as these counties have converted from the Welfare Case Data System.  This practice, which will continue as CalWIN is rolled out in additional counties, will enable San Diego to benefit from other counties’ experiences and thereby reduce risks associated with the implementation process.  

As part of preparing for local CalWIN implementation, the Health and Human Services Agency needs to ensure that: (1) there is no disruption in operations and support of the Welfare Case Data System prior to and throughout the conversion to CalWIN; (2) adequate technical support is available for the conversion; and (3) automated functions unique to the County of San Diego are programmed as enhancements to the CalWIN system.

Board approval is requested to increase spending authority under existing, competitively procured contracts with EDS, subject to State approval, to meet these needs.  EDS, as the vendor responsible for the design and maintenance of both the Welfare Case Data System and CalWIN, is uniquely qualified to maintain the legacy system and oversee conversion to CalWIN, and to program CalWIN enhancements in order to maintain essential functions that are critical to local operations, within the State-mandated timeframe for CalWIN conversion.

Ninety percent of the estimated one-time cost of $2,538,000 would be funded through the State Social Services Administrative Allocation.  The ten percent local share of cost, estimated at $253,800, would be covered by Social Services Realignment funding.  All of the funding is already budgeted.

Following Board action, staff will proceed to seek necessary approvals from the State.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 1, 2005 (13), the Board of Supervisors established appropriations of $2,000,000 in the Justice Facility Construction Fund for Capital Project 1006566, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund.  These funds are designated for design work for a new, approximately 70,000-square-foot building to accommodate both the Medical Examiner and the County Veterinarian. The current facilities of each department are inadequate in size and functionality for their roles in the criminal justice, and food and agricultural safety systems.  

The Medical Examiner and County Veterinarian will each increase efficiency and improve functionality by being co-located in the same building.  Both departments have responsibilities to perform similar procedures (i.e., the Medical Examiner performs autopsies and the County Veterinarian performs necropsies, or autopsies on animals).  These two departments also share similar needs for tools and equipment, biohazard security, cold storage, and lab equipment.  The new facility will include surgical suites, laboratories, refrigerated storage, and office space.  Additionally, the new facility will have enough space to accommodate lab facilities that can serve other County departments and allow the Medical Examiner to increase opportunities to generate revenue by providing fee-based services such as performing lab work for other governmental agencies. 

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering, and Related Professional Services) describes the County of San Diego’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of this policy, a solicitation was conducted in May and June 2005, 10 respondent consultant firms were evaluated, and three finalists/firms were interviewed.  Fields Devereaux Harley Ellis of San Diego was selected as the most qualified firm to perform the required services.

This is a request to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate a consultant contract with Fields Devereaux Harley Ellis to provide architectural programming and design for the development of a new Medical Examiner/County Veterinarian Facility at the County Operations Center for total compensation not to exceed $2 million.  The agreement is to be undertaken in three parts:  Part 1 to consist of space validation and architectural programming services, Part 2 to encompass final design and construction documents, and Part 3 for construction phases including post construction services.  This action approves Parts 1 and 2, the architectural programming and design services.  At the conclusion of Parts 1 and 2, staff will return to the Board for review and approval of schematic design, cost estimates, environmental analysis, and financing options for the new facility.

	Funds for this request are budgeted and appropriations of $2,000,000 are established in the Justice Facility Construction Fund for Capital Project 1006566 Medical Examiner Building, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund. (March 1, 2005, #13).  These funds cover programming, design, and construction documents (Parts 1 and 2).  Funding options for the construction costs of a new facility will be determined following completion of these elements and the determination of cost estimates. Funding awarded through this NOFA will provide for homeownership assistance program activities under the CalHome Program through local public agencies and nonprofit agencies.

	Rancho Los Penasquitos is located in scenic Los Penasquitos Canyon at 12020 Black Mountain Road (off Black Mountain Road at Canyonside Community Park driveway) between the communities of Mira Mesa and Rancho Penasquitos.  The original Ranch House was built in 1823 and is one of the oldest-known standing residences in San Diego.  The house was the residence of George Alonzo Johnson and was purchased by the County of San Diego in June 1974 and subsequently restored.  The Los Penasquitos Adobe Ranch House is open to the public seven days a week with school groups and citizens able to schedule private tours year-round.  

The proposed action would authorize the renovation of Wing C to preserve the building’s structural integrity.  Improvements include structural repair of adobe walls, painting of exterior and interior walls, installation of a grade beam, installation of a bond beam, replacement of the roof, treatment for termite and rodent infestation, and archeological monitoring during work.  

Following the recommendations of historic structural architect IS Architecture, project design has been completed and this letter requests authority to solicit and award construction contracts.  After award, project construction should be completed in approximately 12 months.

	Funding for this project is budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation and is allocated for Major Maintenance Project ML 3845 – Rancho Los Penasquitos Wing C Renovation.  If approved, the proposal will result in a total estimated project cost of $255,462, which covers construction, project management, and fees.  The funding source is previously approved General Funds budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Of the total project amount, $175,000 is provided by funding approved on August 17, 2004 (19) as part of the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Department of Parks and Recreation budget. 	On June 22, 2005, your Board approved the Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2005-06 and 2006-07.  Pursuant to California Government Section 29088, a resolution is submitted for formal adoption of the final budgets and funding for Fiscal Year 2006-07 for the County Family of Funds, Enterprise Funds and Internal Service Funds.  

On July 11, 2005 the Governor signed the State’s 2005-06 Budget Act.  The State’s adopted budget will have both positive and negative impacts on the County’s Operational Plan, but no changes to it are recommended to be made prior to the Board adopting the County’s budget. The State’s budget restores funding for most State mandated costs, but deletes funding of $5.4 million for the Property Tax Administration Grant. In addition, it requires the County to continue transferring undesignated fees to the trial court, but in a lesser amount than the previous two years (approximately $1.3 million instead of $2.1 million). The County’s approved budget assumes no reimbursement for State mandated costs except for special education mental health services (AB3632), thus any other reimbursements received will be considered unanticipated revenue.  We expect to receive approximately $1.6 million for the Absentee Voter mandate and approximately $950,000 for the Child Abduction and Recovery mandate. Staff will be reviewing options for dealing with these impacts and will report back to the Board at a later date.

Authority is requested to carry forward prior year encumbrances and related funding.  Finally, a second resolution is submitted to allocate penalty assessment revenues for Fiscal Year 2005-06.

	The Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project is a part of the Department of Public Works 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for road improvement projects.  Wildcat Canyon Road is an existing, two-lane road located east of State Route 67 in East County.  It stretches from the unincorporated community of Lakeside through the Barona Indian Reservation to San Vicente Road.  It provides north/south access to surrounding residents, open space preserves, the Barona Indian Reservation, and is a major connection between Lakeside and Ramona. (Thomas Guide, page 1212-E5.)

The Project requires the acquisition of permanent right-of-way easements from 12 property owners along the roadway and the acquisition of a conservation easement for on-site mitigation from one of the 12 owners.  Appraisals of the required easements were initially completed in February 2004, and an offer for the appraised value was presented to each property owner at that time.  The Project was subsequently put on hold, pending the outcome of funding negotiations.  The funding negotiations were successful, the appraisals were updated to reflect current market values, and new offers were presented to each property owner.  To date, eight of the 12 property owners have signed contracts agreeing to sell the necessary easements to the County.  The owner of the mitigation parcel has also signed a contract.  Although negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners continue, the Project schedule urgently requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time so committed funding will not be withdrawn for failure to meet contingency deadlines.

On July 13, 2005 (8), the Board set a hearing for August 2, 2005, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action for the necessary easement parcels and the on-site mitigation parcel required for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project.

	County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts provide sewer services for 33,959 customers. A public hearing is required annually for preparation of the sanitation district tax roll.  Sewer service charges will continue to be collected along with property taxes. Collecting sewer fees through the tax roll avoids a separate and costly billing process. The charges described in this letter reflect no increases except for those previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors.
This is a request to conduct a public hearing on individual sanitation district tax roll reports, and to adopt resolutions approving collection of sewer service charges on the tax rolls, as authorized by the Uniform Sewer Ordinance, for Alpine, Julian, Lakeside, Pine Valley, Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action is consistent with Fiscal Year 2005-06 proposed sanitation and sewer maintenance district budgets. Funding sources are annual sewer service charges. The charges described in this letter reflect rate adjustments previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors for the Alpine, Lakeside, Spring Valley, and the Julian Sanitation District.  There is no change in the rate this year for the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District or Pine Valley Sanitation District.  Combined, the charges will generate approximately $777,370 additional revenue in Fiscal Year 2005-06 than in Fiscal Year 2004-05 and are necessary to fund capital replacement and ongoing operational requirements. Approval of this request will result in no additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund as a result of this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	A public hearing is required annually to confirm and adopt levies for Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones, and the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District prior to placing them on the tax roll.  Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in November 1996, determines how these districts set maximum rates, dependent upon whether they are categorized as an assessment, fee or charge, or a special tax.  The levies described in this letter reflect no increases except those previously approved by property owner ballot or registered district voters.

In Fiscal Year 2005-06, 52 Permanent Road Division Zones, 15 County Service Areas and their Zones, 1 Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone, and the Countywide Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District will levy within their approved range.  These include:

Local Park County Service Areas (No. 26 – Rancho San Diego and No. 128 – San Miguel), which levy a fee or charge, are not increasing their levy.  In Rancho San Diego, rates for County Service Area No. 26 are already in place, and are separate and distinct from the recent Board and balloting actions related to the Rancho San Diego Parks Maintenance Assessment District. San Dieguito Local Parks District No. 83 – Zone A (4S Ranch) will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved maximum rate.

County Service Area No. 135 – 800 MHz Communications Zones B – Del Mar, H – Solana Beach, and F – Poway will levy a voter-approved special tax.

Fire Protection District County Service Areas No. 107 – Elfin Forest, No. 113 – San Pasqual, No. 109 – Mt. Laguna, and No. 110 - Palomar Mountain will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, as will County Services Areas No. 17 – San Dieguito Emergency Medical Services and No. 69 – Heartland Paramedic Services.

County Service Areas No. 26A – Cottonwood Village, No. 26B – Monte Vista, and No. 136 – Sundance Detention Basin, which provide varied miscellaneous services will levy within their approved range. 

Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone No. 3-4978-1 – Blackwolf, will levy within its ballot-approved maximum rates.

The Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District service charges will be levied within their authorized rate structure. These service charges are already in place, and are separate and distinct from the recent Board actions related to the new Mosquito, Vector, and Disease Control Assessments.

This request is to adopt resolutions confirming levies for various Special Districts.  Upon adoption, these assessments will be placed on the tax roll, so that Special District members can pay through their property tax bills. Districts that rely on property tax alone do not have a levy, and are not included in this letter.

	Funds for processing this request are budgeted in Department of Public Works, Special Districts Administration.  The funding source is individual district trust funds on deposit.  The levies are consistent with revenues shown in the proposed budgets for the Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone, and the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District.  The proposed budgets were submitted to the Board on May 10, 2005 and were subject to public hearings from June 6 through June 15, 2005.  The Board tentatively approved the County’s Operational Plan following budget deliberations on June 23, 2005.  Final budget adoption is scheduled for August 2, 2005.   If approved, these requests will result in no additional current year costs, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

A temporary moratorium is therefore needed, to prevent both (a) unregulated construction of WTFs during the time the WTF Ordinance cannot be enforced; and (b) actions on pending or new WTF applications which may be in violation of the court's order.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate a 0.41-acre portion of Parcels 18 and 19 of Map 5065RPL3.  The easement was placed on these lots for visual resource protection.  The purpose of the Vacation is to allow grading to take place farther into the knoll in order to locate residential structures on more stable soils.

Board Policy I-103 states that a Vacation of open space may be granted if the specified findings can be made.  These findings require the Vacation to be in conformance with the General Plan, that the easement is unnecessary for present or prospective public use as a public service easement, and that the Vacation complies with the California Environmental Quality Act and the State and County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.  Policy I-103 also requires that vacated easements placed on property for environmental mitigation be replaced with the dedication of an equal amount of open space where possible.

The applicant proposes to dedicate two new areas of steep slopes as open space easements for a total of 0.51 acres.  One area to be dedicated is along Old River Road (0.49 acres).  The other area is within Lot 19 (0.02 acres).  In addition, to mitigate for the potential visibility of the residences due to the additional grading, the applicant proposes to relocate the house pads by lowering the elevation of the house pads from 319.5 feet to 315 feet.  Also, additional landscaping is proposed to mitigate the grading of the knoll and minimize the views of the residences.

The Vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of the public hearing.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF WILDCAT CANYON ROAD PASSING LANE PROJECT IN LAKESIDE (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Wildcat Canyon Road Passing Lane Project will improve Wildcat Canyon Road  by constructing an approximately one-mile passing lane, three turnouts, and turn lanes at Muth Valley intersection.  Wildcat Canyon Road is an existing two-lane road located east of State Route 67 in east County.  It stretches from the unincorporated community of Lakeside through the Barona Indian Reservation to San Vicente Road in Ramona  (Thomas Guide, page 1212-E5).

Under a 1999 cooperative agreement, the project is partially funded by a $3,000,000 commitment from Bureau of Indian Affairs.  Additionally, under a previous cooperative agreement, the Barona Band of Mission Indians (Barona Band) contributed $250,000, and Barona Band recently sponsored a payment of $1,765,000, received in June 2005, from the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Indian Gaming Distribution Fund.  To complete needed funding, the Board approved a new cooperative agreement with Barona Band on June 22, 2005 (1) in which Barona Band committed to provide an additional $1,710,000 for the project in 2006.  

On October 8, 2003 (2), the Board certified the Final Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment (FEIR/EA) for the Wildcat Canyon Road Passing Lane Project.  Environmental permits have been obtained from the resource agencies.  

The project requires the purchase of 12 road right of way easements and environmental mitigation land and credits.  County staff is currently acquiring necessary road right of way and mitigation property. On July 13, 2005 (8), the Board set today’s meeting for eminent domain condemnation hearing and adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to secure road and environmental conservation easements. Five property owners have already signed purchase agreements for road easements with the County.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners will continue as the condemnation process moves forward. 

This is a request to establish appropriations  of $6,063,961 for the project, based on the unanticipated revenue from the Barona Band ($3,063,961) and the Bureau of Indian Affairs ($3,000,000). 

This is a request to authorize advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Wildcat Canyon Road Passing Lane Project. Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction after Orders of Possession for road and environmental conservation easements have been secured and mitigation property and credits are purchased. Project construction is scheduled to begin in October 2005 and to be completed by October 2006.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for construction, right of way and construction management were not included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 budget. On July 13, 2005 (7 and 8), the Board appropriated $661,039 for land acquisition, for which the funding source was unanticipated revenue from the Barona Band of Mission Indians. This request would establish appropriations of $6,063,961 in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program, for the Wildcat Canyon Passing Lane Project. Funding sources are remaining unanticipated revenue of $3,063,961 from the Barona Band of Mission Indians and $3,000,000 from the United States Bureau of Indian Affairs. If approved, this request will result in a current year cost totaling $6,725,000, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

The consultant firms of Berryman & Hennigar, Inc.; Boyle Engineering Corporation; Glenn A. Rick Engineering Company; and Louis Berger Group, Inc. were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for architectural, engineering, environmental and other professional services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000. 	On July 27, 2005 (1), the Board held a public hearing to consider a rate increase for Campo sewer and water systems customers, to be implemented over the next five years.  At that meeting, after closing the public hearing, the Board continued adoption of the Ordinance related to sewer rates to August 2, 2005.  The Board also directed staff to return to the Board September 21, 2005 with a new Ordinance related to water service rates.  This item today, therefore, solely addresses the sewer Ordinance.

Over the next five years, the recommended rate adjustments will increase the average Campo Community average residential customer’s sewer bill from $16 to $55 per month.  Corresponding adjustments will be made in multi-family and commercial customers.  The same rate structure will be applied to County facilities in the area.  When fully implemented, these charges will be comparable to the charges paid by Campo Hills residents. 

This is a request to adopt an Ordinance related to fees and charges for sewer service. Before close of the public hearing on July 27, 2005, written protests submitted did not represent more than half the properties in the sewer service area.  Upon Board approval, first phase rate changes for sewer services will take effect January 1, 2006.

	Sewer costs are budgeted in the Department of Public Works General Fund Fiscal Year 2005-06 Budget and Sewer Service Area Fund Budget.  The recommended fee adjustment would increase Fiscal Year 2005-06 Campo wastewater service revenue by approximately $3,400.  If approved, this action will result in reduced General Fund costs by corresponding amounts, with future reduced General Fund costs in subsequent years.
