	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Central Avenue Flood Control Improvements Project will improve drainage facilities by increasing drainage capacity up to and including a 100-year runoff event in the vicinity of Central Avenue in Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1311, A-1).  The area has historically experienced significant flooding.  The project is intended to reduce the risk of flooding on properties adjacent to the drainage facilities and improve the safety of the County-maintained roads that are subject to inundation by floodwater.  Construction is scheduled to begin in November 2006 and to be completed in September 2007.

Construction of the planned flood control improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easements rights over 23 properties along the existing drainage channel between Dawsonia Street and Belle Bonnie.  Appraisals for the required easement parcels were completed in June 2006 and an offer for appraised value has been made to each property owner.  To date, 16 property owners have signed Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell or donate the required easements to the County. Although negotiations with the remaining seven unsigned owners are ongoing, the project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time.  

On July 19, 2006 (1), the Flood Control District Board set a hearing for August 2, 2006, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action for the necessary easement parcels required for the Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request to adopt a Resolution of Necessity. Funds in the amount of $105,600, the appraised value of the seven parcels included in the Resolution of Necessity are budgeted in the San Diego County Flood Control District Budget for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $105,600, no annual cost, and no additional staff years.

1. Find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted MND, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the MND was prepared; therefore, no additional environmental review or findings are necessary under CEQA Guidelines Section 15162.

TO CONFIRM FISCAL YEAR 2006-07 LEVIES FOR PERMANENT ROAD DIVISION ZONES, COUNTY SERVICE AREAS AND ZONES, AND STORMWATER MAINTENANCE ZONES (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	A public hearing is required annually to confirm and adopt levies for Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, and Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones prior to placing them on the tax roll.  Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in November 1996, determines how these districts set maximum rates, dependent upon whether they are categorized as an assessment, fee or charge, or a special tax.  The levies described in this letter reflect no increases except those previously approved by property owner ballot or registered district voters.

In Fiscal Year 2006-07, 51 Permanent Road Division Zones, 15 County Service Areas and their Zones, and 1 Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone will levy within their approved range.  These include:

County Service Areas No. 26A – Cottonwood Village, No. 26B – Monte Vista, and No. 136 – Sundance Detention Basin, which provide varied miscellaneous services will levy within their approved range.

Local Park County Service Area (No. 26 – Rancho San Diego and No. 128 – San Miguel), which levy a fee or charge, are not increasing their levy. Today’s agenda includes receipt of ballot results on a proposed Landscape Maintenance District for parks maintenance in Rancho San Diego. The boundary of this proposed District is identical to that of County Service Area No. 26, and if District formation is approved, it will provide supplemental parks maintenance funding beginning Fiscal Year 2006-07. Actions requested related to County Service Area No. 26 in this item will not impact, nor be impacted, by that agenda item. San Dieguito Local Parks District No. 83 – Zone A (4S Ranch) will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved maximum rate.

County Service Area No. 135 – 800 MHz Communications Zones B – Del Mar, H – Solana Beach, and F – Poway will levy a voter-approved special tax.

Fire Protection District County Service Areas No. 107 – Elfin Forest, No. 113 – San Pasqual, No. 109 – Mt. Laguna, and No. 110 Palomar Mountain will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, as will County Services Areas No. 17 – San Dieguito Emergency Medical Services and No. 69 – Heartland Paramedic Services.

Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone No. 3-4978-1 – Blackwolf will levy within its ballot-approved maximum rates.

This request is to adopt resolutions confirming levies for various Special Districts.  Upon adoption, these assessments will be placed on the tax roll, so that Special District members can pay through their property tax bills.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for processing this request are budgeted in Department of Public Works, Special Districts Administration.  The funding source is individual district trust funds on deposit.  The levies are consistent with revenues shown in the proposed budgets for the Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, and the Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone.  The proposed budgets were submitted to the Board on May 16, 2006 (19) and were subject to public hearings from June 7 through June 16, 2006.  The Board tentatively approved the County’s Operational Plan following budget deliberations on June 20, 2006.  Final budget adoption is scheduled for August 1, 2006.   If approved, these requests will result in no additional current year costs, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.
