	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Public Safety Realignment 2011, as enacted by the State of California and effective October 1, 2011, represents a fundamental and long term change in state and County responsibilities for managing criminal offenders. Legislative changes are included in Assembly Bills 109, 117 and 118, along with other implementing legislation associated with the State of California’s Budget for Fiscal Year 2011-2012. This action requests that your Board receive a staff presentation discussing key Public Safety Realignment elements and the County’s approach to implementation. This request further asks your Board to take certain actions to begin the implementation of realignment as required by statute, and includes a request for the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare a resolution of the Board of Supervisors concerning Public Safety Realignment 2011. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The full fiscal impact of Public Safety Realignment 2011 for the County of San Diego has not yet been determined.  There is a substantial fiscal risk to the County as the actual costs of implementation are not yet known and the level and security of continued state funding are uncertain. The Fiscal Year 2011-12 first year allocation of funds to the County Local Revenue Fund 2011 is estimated to be $25.1 million based on an implementation date of October 1, 2011. The state budget package contains one-time start-up funds for the implementation of AB 109. Specifically, $1.7 million in start-up funds will be distributed to San Diego County for one time costs associated with developing and implementing realignment plans. San Diego County will also receive $900,000 to fund District Attorney and Public Defender costs associated with revocation proceedings and $200,000 to support planning activities and technical assistance provided to the Community Corrections Partnership. As more information on County costs and allocated revenue is available, staff will return to your Board with specific recommendations related to implementation, requests for appropriation of funds available, and to approve the addition of staff years to support the service requirements of Public Safety Realignment. · Delete Section 265.5, Supplemental Board and Care Payments, since the program is obsolete and no longer used.

· Update the sunset date for Administrative Code Article XV-C, General Relief, to December 31, 2016.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro California’s Proposition 63, the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), was approved by California voters in November 2004 and became effective January 1, 2005.  The MHSA is administered by the California Department of Mental Health (DMH) and provides funding for expansion of mental health services in California.  The MHSA consists of five program components designated by the State:  Community Services and Supports, Prevention and Early Intervention, Workforce Education and Training, Innovation, and Capital Facilities and Technological Needs.  Plans for the components have been approved by your Board and submitted to the State as required.  

The first of five MHSA program components, Community Services and Supports (CSS), was submitted to the State and implemented following Board approval on                December 13, 2005 (1), and services have been in place since early 2006.  Subsequent CSS enhancements and expansions have been implemented as additional MHSA revenues have become available.  The MHSA Innovation (INN) component was submitted to the State after Board approval on October 20, 2009 (4). 

Approval of today’s recommended action will authorize procurements and contract amendments and authorize future expansions and enhancements for MHSA CSS programs for mental health services to children and youth, transition age youth (TAY), adults, and older adults. Today’s action will also authorize procurements for MHSA INN programs and services, including a sole source contract for after-school inclusion services with the YMCA of San Diego County. These actions support the County’s adopted LIVE WELL, SAN DIEGO! Initiative by enhancing access to services, promoting health and well-being in children, adults and families, and encouraging self-sufficiency.  LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The recently passed Fiscal Year 2011-12 State Budget includes severe impacts to CAL FIRE’s Fire Protection Program, with some impacts set to immediately take place. As it stands now, CAL FIRE will suffer a $34 million budget cut for Fiscal Year 2011-12 due to the severe financial crisis that is plaguing the state. These cuts include 730 fewer seasonal firefighters, and reduced staffing by 25 percent on fire engines.

The southern region, including San Diego, will see a 50 percent reduction in winter preparedness engine staffing by CAL FIRE. The State is also considering eliminating five CAL FIRE bulldozers statewide. We do not support these proposed reductions, which will jeopardize public safety in San Diego County.

In addition to funding cuts, on July 7, 2011, Governor Brown signed ABX1 29 (Blumenfield) which establishes a fire prevention fee, up to $150 per structure within state responsibility areas.  It is estimated that roughly $10 million will be collected from the San Diego region, but it is unknown if $10 million will be reinvested back into San Diego for fire prevention efforts. This fee, which is actually a tax, is a desperate measure by the California State Legislature and Governor to unfairly target rural property owners to make up for the State’s inability to balance its budget and adequately fund fire protection.  
Today’s actions will oppose the cuts to CAL FIRE’s budget and fight back against the implementation of the State’s $150 fire prevention fee.
