	OVERVIEW:

	
	The requested actions will: (1) authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego to issue a Request for Proposals and award a contract effective July 1, 2005 for property management services for the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego’s four low-rent public housing developments located in the city of Chula Vista, and (2) authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego to execute and submit to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development a Public Housing Assessment System Management Operations Certification for Fiscal Year 2003-04 and, in accordance with federal regulations, a resolution approved by the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego Board of Commissioners.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	All costs for property management are offset by rents received from the residents of the public housing developments and operating subsidies received from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  If approved, this request will result in estimated annual operating costs of $449,999 in Fiscal Year 2005-06 and will require zero staff years.  There is no fiscal impact to the County general fund.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The award of a property management contract will have a positive impact on the business community by providing financial resources to businesses engaged in providing services to low-income rental properties.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR/CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Authorize and direct the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego or designee (in accordance with the Housing Authority Procurement Policy and all applicable regulations) to issue and negotiate a Request for Proposals and award to the successful bidder a one-year contract, with two, two-year options to renew, for property management services for the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego’s four public housing developments in the city of Chula Vista.

2. Adopt a Resolution as required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego to execute the Public Housing Assessment System Management Operations Certification for Fiscal Year 2003-04.
