	<The quality of the air we breathe in San Diego County has improved dramatically over the past two decades.  This improvement is the direct result of air pollution control programs designed and put in place in collaboration with local, state, and federal agencies and the citizens, businesses, and civic groups of San Diego County.  

However, there is still work to be done.  Clean air standards continue to evolve over time, becoming more stringent as new health-based information becomes available.  Moreover, new federal and state mandates present additional challenges in controlling emissions to maintain and further improve air quality.
