	< MacroButton NoMacro County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts provide sewer services for nearly 34,000 customers. A public hearing is required annually for preparation of the sanitation districts’ tax roll.  Sewer service charges will continue to be collected along with property taxes. Collecting sewer fees through the tax roll avoids a separate and costly billing process. The charges described in this letter only reflect on increases previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors.

This is a request to conduct a public hearing on individual sanitation district tax roll reports, and to adopt resolutions approving collection of sewer service charges on the tax rolls, as authorized by the Uniform Sewer Ordinance, for Alpine, Julian, Lakeside, Pine Valley, and Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and Winter Gardens, Campo and East Otay Mesa Sewer Maintenance Districts.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Board of Supervisors adopted the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) on October 22, 1997.  The overall goal of the MSCP is to identify large, contiguous blocks of land to be preserved for the protection and enhancement of a diverse population of endangered, threatened and key sensitive species and their habitats.  

Recently, the non-profit San Diego Audubon Society has expressed an interest in acquiring a 29.5 acre parcel in Lakeside for open space preservation, and to add it to their adjacent Silverwood Wildlife Sanctuary which is a part of the MSCP. The acquisition of this property by the Audubon Society would be beneficial to the County’s preserved open space network, serving as a key connector between County owned open space preserves to the east                (El Capitan) and the west (Monte Vista).

Today’s recommended action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to identify funding that will assist the San Diego Audubon Society in the acquisition of this property and report back to the Board of Supervisors on what would be required to add the property into the pre-approved mitigation area of the MSCP subarea plan.>>

The San Diego Audubon Society has been working with potential donors that could possibly raise up to $100,000 towards the acquisition of the subject parcel.  Therefore, the fiscal impact associated with this action is estimated to be about $194,700.  Funding could potentially come from sources such as County MSCP dollars, TransNet funds or outside grants.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The San Diego County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan was adopted by your Board on October 19, 2004 (3), and was approved by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) on February 22, 2005.  These actions qualified the County to apply for FEMA hazard mitigation grants and pre-disaster mitigation grants.  

The FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program provides grants to state and local governments to implement long-term hazard mitigation measures after a major disaster declaration. On April 30, 2008, the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) announced that         $40 million is available through the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program to fund cost-effective fire mitigation projects or development of local multi-hazard mitigation plans aimed at reducing or eliminating future damages.  The federal share may not exceed 75 percent of the total activity cost. 
The Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant Program provides funds for hazard mitigation planning and the implementation of mitigation projects prior to a disaster event.  FEMA funds these plans and projects to reduce overall risks to the population and structures, while reducing reliance on funding from actual disaster declarations.  Up to $150 million may be available for competitive grants, technical assistance, and program support in Fiscal Year 2008-09. Pre-Disaster Mitigation grants are awarded on a competitive basis nationwide without state allocations or formulas.
This Board action is a request for authorization to apply for and accept up to $12 million for four projects from the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program: 1) $4 million for Wood Roof Replacement Project to structurally retrofit combustible wood roofs on homes in the County’s unincorporated area (Department of Planning and Land Use); 2) $4 million for Wing Avenue Channel Improvements Project located in Bostonia (Department of Public Works); 3) $50,000 for Whitaker/Lakeside Linkage Multiple Species Conservation Program Vegetation Management (Department of Parks and Recreation); and 4) $398,890 for a Defensible Space Chipping Program (County Office of Emergency Services).   

This is also a request for authorization to apply for and accept up to $3 million dollars from the Pre-Disaster Mitigation fund for the Department of Public Works Woodside Avenue Flood Control Project.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Four preliminary proposals were submitted to the Governor’s OES Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, and staff have been informed that all four projects have been invited to complete full proposals to request grant funding. Upon successful grant award, staff will return to the Board to request establishment of appropriations so that projects may begin as early as Summer 2009. Grant revenue may be up to: 1) $4 million for Wood Roof Replacement Project to structurally retrofit combustible wood roofs on homes in the County’s unincorporated area (Department of Planning and Land Use); 2) $4 million for Wing Avenue Channel Improvements Project located in Bostonia (Department of Public Works);              3) $50,000 for Whitaker/Lakeside Linkage Multiple Species Conservation Program Vegetation Management (Department of Parks and Recreation); and 4) $398,890 for a Defensible Space Chipping Program (County Office of Emergency Services).  All projects require a 25 percent local match. The match for the Wood Roof Replacement Project will come from benefiting homeowners. The match for the Wing Avenue Channel Improvements Project will be provided by Special Drainage Area funds. The match for the Whitaker/Lakeside Linkage MSCP Vegetation Management project will come from in-kind services by staff in the Department of Parks and Recreation. The match for the Defensible Space Chipping Program will come from appropriations available in the Fiscal Year 2008-09 budget for the Office of Emergency Services. Tasks required to complete the proposed projects are within core functions of existing staff and will not result in any additional staffing needs.

One preliminary proposal was submitted to the Governor’s OES Pre-Disaster Mitigation Program, and staff has been informed that the Woodside Avenue Flood Control project has been invited to complete the full proposal to request grant funding.  Staff will attempt to obtain up to $3 million dollars from the Pre-Disaster Mitigation fund for the Department of Public Works Woodside Avenue Flood Control Project. This project requires a 25 percent local match, which will be provided by the Flood Control District.  This request will require no additional staffing needs.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro January 29, 2003 (15), the Board approved and adopted the amended Non-Disposal Facility Element of the County’s Integrated Waste Management Plan (Plan) for the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  The Plan contains five elements: Source Reduction and Recycling Element, Household Hazardous Waste Element, Non-Disposal Facility Element, Countywide Siting Element, and a Countywide Summary Plan. The San Diego Association of Governments’ (SANDAG) Integrated Waste Management Local Task Force is responsible for review of amendments to local jurisdiction’s waste management plans before submission to the California Integrated Waste Management Board. Subsequently, on December 14, 2005 (3), the Board approved and adopted a second amendment to the Non-Disposal Facility Element.

As required by State law, the Non-Disposal Facility Element lists all facilities that a jurisdiction uses to help meet its recycling requirements.  In order for a facility to obtain a State permit, it must be listed in the Non-Disposal Facility Element of the jurisdiction in which the facility is located.  Steps in review include submittal to the Technical and Citizen’s Advisory Committees of the Local Task Force; Local Task Force recommendation to the Board of Supervisors for approval; your Board approval; and submittal to the California Integrated Waste Management Board for final approval.  On July 11, 2008, the Local Task Force recommended approval of the amendments. Upon Board approval, the Non-Disposal Facility Element will be sent to the California Integrated Waste Management Board for review and approval.

This is a request to adopt a resolution amending the County of San Diego’s Non-Disposal Facility Element of the County’s Integrated Waste Management Plan for the unincorporated area for a third time. The Non-Disposal Facility Element amendment describes changes in the unincorporated county’s infrastructure in non-disposal facilities since 2005.

Since the County of San Diego’s previous amendment in 2005, significant progress has been made in the areas of construction and demolition and organic materials recycling.  The County passed an ordinance in 2007 requiring that all construction and demolition projects of 40,000 square feet, or more, recycle 90% inerts and 70% of the remaining debris.  In addition, the advent of wildfires in 2007 called for the operation of four emergency Construction and Demolition/Inert processing operations to process fire debris from the unincorporated areas of the county.  The operators of these facilities are now seeking permits to make the facilities permanent.    Additionally, the closure of two composting facilities and the addition of two new mulching operations and a transfer station necessitate this amendment. >>

The purpose of these acquisitions is to limit incompatible development and protect valuable open space habitat around key test and training areas to support military readiness.  The Navy and County have negotiated an Encroachment Protection Agreement that sets forth a framework for cost sharing for future acquisitions of suitable properties near military bases. Under the Agreement, properties are identified for acquisition, and the County acquires fee ownership and performs long-term management and maintenance of the property.  The Navy acquires a restrictive easement from the County to ensure the property will not be developed in a manner detrimental to the Navy’s interests.  The County and the Navy share in the cost of each acquisition, as determined by appraisals of the fee property and the easement interest being acquired. 

The Board is requested to approve the Encroachment Protection Agreement with the Navy.  Additionally, County and Navy staff have identified the first property which is suitable to be acquired under the Agreement.  The parcel is 37.8 acres of vacant land adjacent to Mt. Olympus Preserve, in the Pala area of North County and is part of the draft North County Multiple Species Conservation Program.  It is located west of Pala-Temecula Road, north of Pala Road (Highway 76) and south of the Riverside County line.  (Thomas Guide, page 999, E-6). The appraised value of the property is $416,000.  The Navy has agreed to pay $208,000 to acquire a restrictive easement over the property and the County will pay the $208,000 balance.  

The Board is requested to consider approving the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 109-080-12 from the Lavonne A. On December 12, 2007 (3), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to seek funding opportunities and to initiate efforts to acquire the property. 

On May 19, 2008, The Conservation Fund, a non-profit organization, executed a purchase agreement for the acquisition of the Sage Hill property from its current owner, Elfin Forest, LLC.  The purchase price and appraised value of the property is $11,000,000, which is supported by an independent appraisal.  The Conservation Fund is in the process of securing State and federal grant funding for its purchase and is working with the County to facilitate the County’s ultimate acquisition of the property for long-term ownership and management.

Pauma Tribe intends to construct a Casino Expansion Project (“Project”) consisting of a nineteen story hotel with 400 rooms; a 102,372 square foot casino consisting of 73,583 square feet of gaming area; 56,500 square feet of food/beverage/retail facilities; 16,842 square feet of resort facilities including spa, pool, garden and bar; a 19,383 square feet indoor multi-purpose events center; a 34,902 square feet conference and meeting center; 120,547 square feet of administrative and service facilities; a six-level 1,500-space parking garage and surface parking for 2,350 spaces; up to three new groundwater wells; a 500,000 gallon water reservoir; wastewater treatment plant expansion; and a third sediment retention basin. As part of the Project, the existing temporary casino structure will be removed. The Amended Compact requires that, prior to commencement of the Project, the Pauma Tribe must negotiate with the County of San Diego and enter into an agreement to provide environmental mitigation for off-reservation impacts and provisions to compensate the County for law enforcement, public safety and gambling addiction costs.

Items 19C and 19D:  Initiation of litigation:  By vote of all 5 members of the Board present and voting “Aye,” the Board authorized the County to initiate litigation, the particulars of which will be disclosed, upon inquiry, as provided in Gov. Code section 54957.1, after each action has been formally commenced.  

Item 19E:  County of San Diego v. San Diego NORML: a constitutional challenge to California’s medical marijuana laws.  By vote of four members of the Board present and voting “Aye,” with District 4 opposed, the Board authorized the County to petition for review by the California Supreme Court.   
Item 19F:  County v. Sempra Energy: a case seeking damages from certain energy companies for allegedly manipulating the index price of natural gas in violation of federal law.  By vote of all 5 members of the Board present and voting “Aye,” the Board authorized settlement with defendant Encana Corporation and its successor entity, WD Energy Services, Inc., for payment by Encana and WD Energy of the sum of $23 million dollars as to all plaintiffs, of which the County of San Diego’s share is estimated to be approximately $18,000.   >
