	SOLICIT AND AWARD CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS FOR NEW CAMPO-MORENA VILLAGE LIBRARY (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Campo-Morena Village Library Project includes a 2,490-square-foot County library, parking lot, and recreation area on a 1.2-acre parcel leased from the Mountain Empire School District.  The new Campo-Morena Village Library was approved as part of the Library Capital Program in 2001 and will replace a 490-square-foot leased storefront facility. The new library will include a Family Literacy Center, which will also be used by the school district, and state-of-the-art technology.  The new library facilities will also meet all handicapped accessible guidelines and have on-site parking.

Your Board has taken several actions in support of the Campo-Morena Village Library Project, including approval of Community Development Block Grant and District Two Community Project funds for the design, preliminary engineering, and construction costs of the new library.  Architectural plans and cost estimates for the Campo-Morena Village Library Project have been completed.

Approval of this item will authorize the solicitation and awarding of construction contracts through the Department of Purchasing and Contracting for the library construction, with the Director of General Services as the County Officer responsible for administering the awarded construction contracts.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding is budgeted for the Campo-Morena project, KL1600.  If approved, this proposal will result in an estimated total project cost of $989,583, which includes funding for shelving and furniture in the County Library Fund.  Primary sources of funding for this project are Community Development Block Grant, District 2 Community Projects budget (General Fund), and the Library Fund.  There is no additional cost to the General Fund required and no additional staff years required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Expenditures for this project will create private sector jobs and economic opportunities in the County of San Diego.

	The County of San Diego is fortunate to have an opportunity to reinvest taxpayer money into our communities for the benefit of the public.  This action today will assist several community-based organizations in meeting the needs of individuals and families.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact of the proposed recommendations is $694,200.  The funding source is FY 03-04 Fund Balance.  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	SUPERVISOR COX:
1. Allocate $1,200 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Cabrillo Festival, Inc. for costs associated with the usage of the tall ship Californian. 

2. Allocate $4,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Chula Vista Host Lions Club for the purchase of equipment, including parts kits for underprivileged youth, for the Bonita Orange Crate Derby.

3. Allocate $15,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Downtown San Diego Partnership for costs associated with the Downtown San Diego Community Court Program.

11. Transfer $9,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Department of Public Works Org 5715, Account 9995 for costs associated with the Lincoln Acres community cleanup. 

12. 	This action will authorize the acceptance of $472,798 from the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation for the purpose of completing construction of the Serenity Cottage Nursery and Tot Lot at the A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center.   The County of San Diego operates the A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center to provide emergency shelter care for abused, neglected, and abandoned children.  Today’s actions will authorize the acceptance and transfer of donated funds and grant funds for the design, management, and construction of a new nursery at the Polinsky Children’s Center to a capital project fund.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request would result in increased costs and revenue of $472,798 for FY 2004-05.  The funding source is funding from the First 5 Commission of San Diego through the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation and a donation from a private party.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

	STATE IMMUNIZATION AND RELATED REVENUE AGREEMENTS  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 28, 1992 (1), the Board approved the State-funded Infant Immunization Initiative (I-3) to provide immunizations to children to prevent disease outbreaks such as measles, mumps and rubella.  Immunizations prevent the suffering, disability and death of infants and children caused by vaccine-preventable diseases.  The County of San Diego Immunization Program also receives revenues from the State Department of Health Services for the Immunization Tracking System, an automated tracking and notification system to ensure that infants are immunized. 

Board authorization is requested to accept State Immunization and Immunization Tracking System revenues from the State of California Department of Health Services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are included in the FY 2004-2006 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in FY 2004-2005 and subsequent year costs and revenue of $2,534,851 based on the State Immunization Revenue Agreement and $500,000 in Immunization Tracking System costs and revenue for a total of  $3,034,851 based on State of California Department of Health Services revenue. There will be no change to net General Fund costs and no additional staff years in the Health and Human Services Agency budget.

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.

	RE-PROCUREMENT OF CALWORKS WELFARE-TO-WORK CASE MANAGEMENT AND REFUGEE EMPLOYMENT SERVICES (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Work Opportunity and Responsibility to Kids (CalWORKs) program was established in 1997 to implement federal welfare reform.  On February 3, 1998 (11), the Board of Supervisors authorized the implementation of an innovative regional service delivery model for CalWORKs welfare-to-work case management services in which County employees would provide services in two of the Health and Human Services Agency’s six geographic regions, and services for the remaining regions would be competitively procured.  The result was a groundbreaking mix of public, nonprofit and for-profit providers tasked with helping clients to achieve self-sufficiency through work, and managed by focusing on achieving outcomes.  The authority for the current contracted services ends December 31, 2004.  The model has been successful in increasing employment among this population, reducing welfare dependency by nearly 63%, and saving taxpayers over $1.8 billion in welfare benefit costs.  To maintain competition, it is recommended that the current model, using both County and contracted services, be continued.

On April 3, 2001 (6), as part of the 2001-2004 Refugee Employment Services Plan, the Board of Supervisors authorized the competitive procurement of Refugee Employment Services to help newly arrived refugee families and adults assimilate to a new language and culture, and attain self-sufficiency through employment.  Over the three-year period, 1,168 refugees (89 percent of the 1,310 completing the program) have become employed.  Currently 500 refugees receive these services.  The authority for the current contracts ends December 31, 2004.  

Staff anticipates a 28 percent reduction in CalWORKs administrative funding for Fiscal Year 2004-05 as a result of the current State fiscal crisis.  While both employment service programs have achieved excellent outcomes for their respective populations, staff recommends a reduction in administrative costs through the re-engineering of County employee-provided CalWORKs services and the integration of contracted CalWORKs Welfare-to-Work and refugee employment services.  By managing more efficiently, the quality of services to these vulnerable populations will be preserved. 

Today’s item requests that the Board of Supervisors authorize the integration and competitive procurement of CalWORKs Welfare-to-Work case management services and refugee employment services to increase efficient management of these contracts; and to authorize negotiations to extend existing contracts to allow for the completion of the procurement process, including transitioning to new providers as necessary, without a break in services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operational Plan.  If approved, this item will result in an estimated $10,120,820 FY 04/05 costs and  $10,120,820 revenue, and an estimated $10,120,820 in annual costs and $10,120,820 revenue.  The funding sources are the Federal CalWORKs Single Allocation and Federal Refugee Employment Assistance.  There will be no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with Maximus, Alliance for African Assistance, and International Rescue Committee and subject to successful negotiations and determinations of fair and reasonable prices, amend the contracts to extend the contract term pending execution of new contracts for CalWORKs Case Management services and Refugee Employment Services and any required service transition or implementation period, subject to the availability of funds; and to amend the contracts as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.   Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

4. In accordance with Section 401, et seq. of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue a competitive solicitation for translation and interpretation services to assist refugees in their employment search, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract or contracts for a term of one year, up to two option years, and up to an additional six months, if needed, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.

	SAN DIEGO UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 2003 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, ELECTION OF 1998, SERIES F  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego Unified School District (the “District”) received authorization at an election held on November 3, 1998, by more than two-thirds of the votes cast by eligible voters within the District, to issue general obligation bonds in an amount not to exceed $1.5 billion (the “Authorization”).  The District intends to use the proceeds from the sale of the Bonds to finance capital expenditures eligible under the terms and conditions of Proposition MM.

To date, the District has issued $1,114,978,825.25 aggregate principal amount of General Obligation bonds.  The District requests that the County of San Diego issue a sixth series of bonds designated as the San Diego Unified School District 2004 General Obligation Bonds, Election of 1998, Series F (“the Bonds”) in an amount not to exceed $200 million.  After the issuance of the Bonds, the District will have $185,021,174.75 in authorized, but unissued general obligation bonds.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.  No additional staff years will be required.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER AND DEBT ADVISORY COMMITTEE:
Adopt the resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of the San Diego Unified School District 2003 General Obligation Bonds, Election of 1998, Series F in the amount not to exceed $200 million.

	A FAIR ALLOCATION OF CALIFORNIA’S ENERGY CONTRACTS   (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	At the height of the energy crisis in 2001, the State’s three largest utilities, San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E), Southern California Edison (SCE) and Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E), could not afford to purchase expensive power on the State’s newly deregulated wholesale market.  On behalf of their customers, the Department of Water Resources (DWR) entered into about $43 billion worth of long-term energy contracts and divided them among the utilities.  Current contract allocations are use-based, meaning they take into consideration which utility needs how much energy and when.  The total costs are averaged out and shared by the three utilities.   

Now, the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) is deciding how to allocate permanently the State’s long-term contracts.  The CPUC is considering a proposal by the SCE, PG&E and the Utility Reform Network, a Northern California consumer watchdog group, that would require each utility to pay the cost of its own long-term contracts, rather than sharing the costs.  If approved, SDG&E customers would be saddled with more than $1 billion in additional electricity costs.  This is unacceptable!  On behalf of local ratepayers, the County can and must strongly urge the CPUC to retain its current allocation methodology, which accurately represents the true cost that should be paid by our constituents.
