	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This September 6, 2011, special meeting of the Board of Supervisors is a public hearing on proposed redistricting plans required by Elections Code § 21500.1. There are three 
plans for consideration: (1) Board of Supervisors (“BOS”) Proposed Plan 5-7, (2) BOS Proposed Plan A, and (3) BOS Proposed Plan B.
BOS Proposed Plan 5-7 has already been considered at a June 28, 2011 (8) public hearing and as a proposed ordinance on August 2, 2011 (11).  Proposed Plans A and B  have been developed by staff pursuant to your Board’s August 2 direction that staff return today with one or more redistricting plan alternatives that maintain the elements of BOS Proposed Plan 5-7 while creating a District One where Hispanics and African-Americans constitute a majority of the citizen’s voting age population.
