	< MacroButton NoMacro Los Coches Creek Sewer was constructed in the mid 1960s to transport sewage in Lakeside.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace and relocate 2,522 feet of sewer pipeline along Business Route 8 (Thomas Guide Page 1232 E-6).  Replacing the pipe will allow effective transport of wastewater and minimize the chance of sewer spills, as well as meet current standards to accommodate wet weather conditions.
This is a request to establish appropriations and approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace the Los Coches Creek Sewer.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Construction is scheduled to begin in Winter 2010 and be completed in Summer 2011. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>
