	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Los Coches Creek Sewer was constructed in 1966 to transport sewage through Lakeside and downstream into the Lakeside Sewer Interceptor. The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace sewer pipe that is deteriorating and undersized between Manholes 1 and 7 (Thomas Guide page 1232, E-6) north of Business Route 8.  

On January 21, 2005, a Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Drainage Improvement Project was circulated for 30-day public review. The review period ended February 22, 2005.  Comments were received and staff has responded.

This is a request to adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation  Monitoring Program for the project, and to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace the Los Coches Creek Sewer near the Panorama Mobile Home Park between Manholes 1 and 7. Pre-construction clearing will be performed before February before the bird breeding season, and sewer construction is scheduled to begin in May 2006 after the rainy season, and be completed in September 2006.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$1,000,000 in construction funding was approved for this project in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Lakeside Sanitation District budget.  If approved, this request will result in up to $1,000,000 current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find on the basis of the whole record, that there is no substantial evidence this project will have a significant effect on the environment. Consider the Mitigated Negative Declaration together with comments received during public review, and adopt it, finding that it reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Directors.

2. Adopt the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program prepared in accordance with Public Resources Code, Section 21081.6, and authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to ensure compliance with the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program.

3. Adopt the Findings of Conformance with the Multiple Species Conservation Program.

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take actions authorized by Section 403 of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the Construction of the Los Coches Creek Sewer at the Panorama Mobile Home Park between Manholes 1 and 7.

5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
