	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 2, 2005 (46), the Board of Supervisors set a public hearing for September 21, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to vacate a 0.41-acre portion of Parcels 18 and 19 of Map 5065RPL3.  The easement was placed on these lots for visual resource protection.  The purpose of the Vacation is to allow grading to take place farther into the knoll in order to locate residential structures on more stable soils.

Board Policy I-103 states that a Vacation of open space may be granted if the specified findings can be made.  These findings require the Vacation to be in conformance with the General Plan, that the easement is unnecessary for present or prospective public use as a public service easement, and that the Vacation complies with the California Environmental Quality Act and the State and County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.  Policy I-103 also requires that vacated easements placed on property for environmental mitigation be replaced with the dedication of an equal amount of open space where possible.

The applicant proposes to dedicate two new areas of steep slopes as open space easements for a total of 0.51 acres.  One area to be dedicated is along Old River Road (0.49 acres).  The other area is within Lot 19 (0.02 acres).  In addition, to mitigate for the potential visibility of the residences due to the additional grading, the applicant proposes to relocate the house pads by lowering the elevation of the house pads from 319.5 feet to 315 feet.  Also, additional landscaping is proposed to mitigate the grading of the knoll and minimize the views of the residences.

The Vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of the public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 2, 2005 (39), the Board of Supervisors continued this item to allow the applicant time to increase the security for public road improvements and to address outstanding issues related to environmental processing.  At the time of docketing this letter, the applicant has provided additional environmental information that is being reviewed by staff and an update on the results of the review will be provided at this board hearing.  However, the issue of the additional security request has not been resolved.  The applicants and staff continue to work together on this issue and look to return with a recommendation on November 9, 2005.

On December 15, 2004 (2), the Board of Supervisors granted a continuance of the hearing on TM 4713RPL6TE to the June 15, 2005 hearing.  The reason for the continuance was to allow the applicant additional time to update environmental studies to address changes in circumstances since the previous project approval.  On June 15, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors granted an additional continuance to August 2, 2005.  Since June 15, 2005, the fifth iteration of the Biological Assessment report was submitted (June 22, 2005) and is currently in the process of review by staff.  However, it is clear in this latest iteration that consultation between the Corps of Engineers and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service concerning the presence of Least Bell’s vireo, is not complete.  Because of this, environmental processing remains incomplete and final environmental documents cannot be completed.  In addition, it has come to staff’s attention that the applicant’s existing security for future public road improvements required by the project is only about 20 percent of what would be required should the County need to make these improvements.  The applicant’s current security amounts to approximately $430,000 while required road improvements would cost approximately $2,500,000.  Thus, the applicant needs to increase the security to this figure.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 13, 2005 (7) the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting hearing for September 21, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.

The Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project is a part of the Department of Public Works 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for road improvement projects.  The project will widen Wildcat Canyon Road and create a northbound passing lane from 1,800 feet north of Muth Valley Road to a point 900 feet north of Blue Sky Ranch Road, a distance of approximately one mile.  The project will enhance safety and improve traffic flow on this major connection between Lakeside and Ramona.  The County Board of Supervisors certified the Final Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project on October 8, 2003 (2).  The Final Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment identified significant impacts to biological habitat and jurisdictional wetland areas.  

In order to satisfy conditions of project permits from the Regional Water Quality Control Board, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and the California Department of Fish and Game, the County must mitigate impacts of the road construction on existing wetland habitat and jurisdictional resources by creating or enhancing wetlands in or near the project area.  Mitigation for impacts must be secured prior to commencement of project construction.  The County will satisfy these mitigation requirements with the purchase of 1.84 acres of mitigation credits from the Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank, the fee purchase of 1.44-acres of restored wetlands habitat in Santee from the Metropolitan Transit Development Board and the purchase of a conservation easement over 0.38 acres of land within the project area.  This wetlands mitigation plan has been approved by the permitting agencies. 

The Board is requested to establish appropriations in the amount of $606,910 for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project, approve the purchase of 1.84 acres of mitigation credits from the Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank for $276,000, and set a hearing for September 21, 2005 to consider the fee acquisition of a 1.44-acre portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 381-050-56 from the Metropolitan Transit Development Board for $330,910.  Funding is provided by the Barona Band of Mission Indians by way of agreements made with the County and approved by your Board on November 13, 2002 (15), and on June 22, 2005 (1).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this action are not currently budgeted.  This request adds $606,910 to the Department of Public Works FY 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for acquisition of the mitigation credits and land.  The funding source is contributions from the Barona Band of Mission Indians.  If approved, this request will result in $606,910 current year cost, no annual cost and no new staff years.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 27, 2005 (1), the Board held a public hearing to consider water and sewer rate adjustments in the Campo Service Area. At that meeting, the Board continued consideration and adoption of an Ordinance amending sewer fees to August 2, 2005. The Board also directed the Chief Administrative Officer to revise the proposed Ordinance related to water service rates to reflect a declining schedule of County subsidies over a five year period in a manner similar to the adjusted sewer rate schedule, and to report to the Board what would happen to County costs if 50% or 100% of the non-County customers left the systems.
At the August 2, 2005 (62) Board meeting, the Board further directed that new connections to the Campo Water and Sewer Systems be conditioned to waive applicable noticing requirements and pay the full cost recovery rate. This condition is included in today’s proposed Ordinance related to water service rates and in the sewer Ordinance adopted by the Board on August 2.
This item provides a new rate schedule for Water Services, and provides an estimate of what would happen to County costs if 50% or 100% of non-county customers left the system. A full-cost recovery financing plan has been developed that would increase water bills to customers served by the Campo Community Water System over a five year period starting January 1, 2006. The General Fund subsidy would steadily decline, and end once the Campo Community non-County customers are paying the full cost recovery rate.  
Over the next five years, the recommended rate adjustments will increase the average Campo Community residential customers’ water bill from $26 to $150 per month, based on consumption. Corresponding adjustments will be made for multi-family and commercial customers. The same rate structure will be applied to County facilities.  When fully implemented, these water charges will be comparable to the charges paid by Campo Hills residents.

This is a request for Board’s adoption of an Ordinance related to fees and charges for water service for the Campo Community Water System customers.  Upon Board approval, first phase rate changes for water services will take effect January 1, 2006. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for the water services are budgeted in the Department of Public Works General Fund Fiscal Year 2005-06 Budget and in the Campo Water and Service Area Fund Budget.  Total budget for water service is $227,700. The recommended fee adjustment would increase Fiscal Year 2005-06 Campo Community water service revenue by approximately $27,700. If approved, this action will result in reduced General Fund costs by corresponding amounts, with future reduced General Fund costs in subsequent years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This action will have no impact on business activity; however, should the Board decide to increase water charges, local business would experience, on average, an increase in water charges from $48 per month in 2005 to $156 per month in 2006, then further increases to $216 per month over the next four years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate Osage Drive between Canton Drive and Cameron Drive in the Spring Valley Community (Thomas Guide page 1290, H-1).  This street has not been built and, therefore, does not provide access between Canton Drive and Cameron Drive.  On May 11, 2005 (9), the Board set a public hearing for July 13, 2005 to consider the proposed road vacation.

All properties adjacent to Osage Drive have access to public roadways.  Vacating Osage Drive will not land-lock any affected parcels.  The area proposed for vacation is no longer needed for current or prospective public use. It is in the public interest to vacate unneeded easement rights that can prevent the beneficial use of real estate and expose the County to potential liability as a property owner.

At the July 13, 2005 (2) public hearing the owner of the adjacent property expressed concern that vacating Osage Drive would result in loss of existing access to her property.   In response, the applicant has agreed to dedicate an access easement to the property owner to allow continued use of the driveway.

This is a request to adopt a Resolution to Vacate Osage Drive Between Canton Drive and Cameron Drive (VAC 04-004).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to adopt an ordinance extending the temporary moratorium on  approval or construction of Wireless Telecommunications Facilities, which the Board of Supervisors enacted on August 2, 2005 (45).  The moratorium was enacted because the court order issued in Sprint Telephony PCS, L.P., et al v. County of San Diego et al (Case No. 03cv1398 BTM (BLM)) enjoined the County from enforcing its Wireless Telecommunications Facilities Ordinance.  The moratorium prevents (a) unregulated construction of Wireless Telecommunications Facilities during the time the Wireless Telecommunications Facilities Ordinance cannot be enforced; and (b) actions on pending or new Wireless Telecommunications Facilities applications which may be in violation of the court's order.  The original duration of the moratorium was for 45 days.  Because the court has not yet responded to the County's request for a stay of the injunction or for rehearing, it is necessary to extend the moratorium.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 13, 2005 the Board adopted a resolution requesting SANDAG to provide advanced funding through debt financing for the construction of Valley Center Road landscaped medians (Thomas Guide page 409-E9) in the Local Street and Road TransNet Program of Projects. SANDAG subsequently approved expenditure of $1,500,000 under its Early Action Program for construction of the landscaped medians. The San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians has offered to provide funds for the median maintenance and will enter into a cooperative agreement with the County.  Using Tribal funds, the County will maintain median landscaping.

This is a request to appropriate unanticipated revenue from TransNet and to approve execution, upon receipt, of a cooperative agreement with the San Pasqual Casino Development Group, Inc. The road improvement project is currently out to bid with a construction contract award date expected in October 2005. The landscaped medians have been included in the bid documents as an additive alternate item subject to funding availability.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. The funding source is unanticipated revenue from TransNet ($1,500,000). If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $1,500,000, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	CONTRACT CAPACITY FOR COMPLETED EMERGENCY REPAIRS TO STORMWATER DAMAGED DRAINAGE CONVEYANCE SYSTEMS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In response to the unusually heavy rains that fell late last year, the County of San Diego and San Diego County Flood Control District have been working together to complete repairs necessary to remedy or prevent further harm to County roads and District drainage systems.  In order to reduce costs and coordinate a response, the County took the lead on identifying and retaining contractors to complete repairs to County roads and 13 home sites through the Emergency Watershed Protection Program.  These repairs were completed through five contracts, which were approved by the Board as follows.

On February 2, 2005 (5), the Board ratified five sole source emergency construction contracts, each in an amount not to exceed $250,000, to repair and prevent further damage to roads and drainage facilities located throughout the County.  On March 23, 2005 (13), the Board increased the upper limit of two of the contracts to $500,000 each. Total appropriation established for the five contracts is $1,750,000 ($1,250,000 in the Flood Control District, and $500,000 in the Road Fund).

Actual costs for two of the contracts exceeded the estimated cost of the work by approximately $50,000 each, while other contracts collectively were less than anticipated by the same amount.  This is a request to approve amendments to contracts with Erreca’s, Inc. and FCI Constructors, Inc. to increase funding limits to $550,000 each.  The total appropriation of $1,750,000 established for all five contracts will remain the same.

This is also a request, on behalf of the District, to ratify the five contracts approved by the County to complete emergency repairs needed to ensure District facilities remain capable of handling expected storm flows.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Previously approved appropriations for rainstorm repairs totaled $1,750,000.  The actual cost for two of the contracts exceeded the estimated cost of the work by approximately $50,000 each, while other contracts were collectively reduced by the same amount.  This is a request to approve amendments to contracts with Erreca’s, Inc. and FCI Constructors, Inc. to increase funding limits to $550,000 each.  The total appropriation of $1,750,000 established for all five contracts will remain the same.  Initial funding sources for the work included $500,000 from Fiscal Year 2003-04 fund balance available, and $1,250,000 in Flood Control District Fund Balance Available.  Staff is pursuing Natural Resource Conservation Service fund reimbursement for drainage facilities on private property, as well as Federal Emergency Management Agency and Federal Highway Administration funding reimbursement for road repairs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 13, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors approved advertisement and award of a construction contract for the Runway Safety Area Phase 1 at McClellan-Palomar Airport. The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for construction inspection services for Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area (phase 1) and underground detention basin projects, as well as other as-needed engineering services at other County Airports.  Use of consultant will help ensure these projects are completed in a timely manner. 

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations were conducted for the required engineering services.  Fifteen firms responded to the solicitation, from which the nine most qualified were short-listed and interviewed.  Pursuant to the provisions of Board Policy F-40, County contracts with consultant firms to provide construction inspection services on an as-needed basis were ultimately awarded to the seven highest ranked firms from this solicitation.  Following review of Statement of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with the more qualified applicants, Infrastructure Engineering Corporation from San Diego was selected as the most qualified to perform required services for this airport related project. 

This is a request to approve agreement with Infrastructure Engineering Corporation to provide as-needed construction inspection services. Infrastructure Engineering Corporation’s agreement is $950,000 for as-needed services for Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area (phase 1) and other County Airports’ projects.  The agreement has a term ending June 30, 2010.  The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2005-06 Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan includes $650,000 for construction inspection for McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area Phase 1 project.  This request, if approved, would amend the spending plan by $300,000 for a total construction inspection funding of $950,000.  Funding sources are Federal Aviation Administration Airports grant ($285,000) and fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund ($15,000).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539), or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of Encinitas for the Berryman Project for use of 0.88 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $26,400 ($30,000 per acre), to the County of San Diego for acquisition and related activities for purchase of lands located in the same Supervisory District as the impact in accordance with Board Policy I-122 Paragraph 3.b.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund.  The funding source is the City of Encinitas.  If approved, this request will result in current year revenue of $26,400, bringing total appropriations in the Capital Project to $163,200 to be used for future acquisitions in District 3.  The proposed action will require the addition of no staff years and will have no direct fiscal impact on the County General Fund.  A sum of $5,000 was deposited with the County on August 2, 2005 to offset the County staff costs associated with this request (WN 8227).

On August 1, 2004, the Joint Powers Authority submitted a list of properties proposed for funding application or acquisition in the unincorporated area in Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  This list was approved by the Board on October 27, 2004 (9) and includes the Bernard, White, Scharff, Fenton Ranch, McCaw, Morelli, Cauzza, McCaw North, Hodges Estate, and Rutherford properties.  

On July 12, 2005, the Joint Powers Authority submitted its list of properties for Fiscal Year 2005-2006.  The updated list adds no new potential acquisitions, but deletes the Reutter, Habib, and Newton parcels, as the Joint Powers Authority successfully purchased these properties.  The Board’s previous approval of these parcels authorized the Joint Powers Authority to pursue acquisition of the properties, expanding the San Dieguito River Valley Regional Open Space Park, and increasing the public's enjoyment of this open space area.  The requested action is to approve the Joint Powers Authority’s list of properties for Fiscal Year 2005-2006, which includes the addition of no new properties.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Office of Traffic Safety’s mission is to obtain and effectively administer traffic safety grant funds for use by local agencies to reduce deaths, injuries and economic losses resulting from traffic related collisions. The Office of Traffic Safety has informed staff that it will award two grants to the County for the following projects.
The first grant is for installation of countdown pedestrian signals.  Grant funding requirements allow installation of countdown pedestrian signals only on non-federal aid roads. Because non-federal aid roads are typically less-traveled roads, only three locations on County maintained roads have traffic signals and meet grant requirements.  The County will install countdown pedestrian signals at all three intersections: Brabham Street and Avenida Apolinaria, a “Senior Pedestrian Crossing” on Via Rancho San Diego in Rancho San Diego, and Central Avenue and Corral Canyon Road in Bonita.  The total amount of the grant is $22,900. In addition, this is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bidder of a contract to purchase and install the countdown pedestrian signals. Construction is scheduled to begin in May 2006 and be completed by August 2006.

The second grant is to purchase and install a collision records and analysis system that makes use of the existing Graphic Information System.  To enhance traffic safety, the County has a proactive road review program that evaluates road segments and intersections for safety improvements.  A modern automated collision analysis and tracking system would improve the County’s ability to identify locations in need of operational safety improvements. The total amount of the second grant is $30,000.  The system is expected to be in place by December 2006.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is unanticipated revenue from a grant from the California Office of Traffic Safety.  If approved, this request will result in $52,900 current year cost, $52,900 current year revenue, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.
