	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 18, 2004 (6), the Board of Supervisors set a Noticed Public Hearing for September 22, 2004 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to amend the Rancho San Vicente Specific Plan and to modify the associated Major Use Permit so that open space easements are not required within certain residential lots located adjacent to the Simon Open Space Preserve.  There is also a request to vacate the subject open space easements.  The affected lots are subject to the (21) Specific Plan Area (0.286) and the zoning includes the S88 Specific Planning Area Use Regulations.  The project site is located both north and south of the intersection of Vista Ramona Road and Arena Way in the community of Ramona.  

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate specified open space easements at the close of the public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 18, 2004 (8), the Board set a hearing for September 22, 2004 to consider the acquisition of a 70-acre property in Ramona, known as the "Hardy Ranch" for open space conservation and future public trail use.  The property, identified as Assessor's Parcel Numbers 282-010-08 and 282-010-34, is located in the Santa Maria Creek area, south of Ramona Airport Road (Thomas Guide, page 1172-B1).  

The Board is requested to approve the purchase of Assessor's Parcel Numbers 282-010-08 and 282-010-34 from Dean and Ilana Hardy for the appraised value of $980,000.  Funding for this acquisition is budgeted and available in Capital Project 1005265, Santa Maria Creek Acquisitions II (Hardy property).  If acquired, this property will become part of the proposed Ramona Grasslands Preserve.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request, in the amount of $980,000 are budgeted and available in Capital Project – 1005265, Santa Maria Creek Acquisition II (Hardy property).  The funding source is $358,492 in Riparian and Riverine Habitat grant funds and $630,000 of previously budgeted County General Funds.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $980,000 for the purchase of the 70-acre property.  The remaining funds will be used for Real Estate Services staff costs, and title and escrow fees.  Management of the property will be provided by existing budgeted staff in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional staff years resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 24, 2001 (8), the County and Campo Hills LLC entered into an Agreement for the County to provide water supply and sewage disposal services for the Campo Hills 222-unit manufactured housing project in the community of Campo. To complete implementation of this Agreement, and to obtain operating permits for the new public water supply system, several Board actions will be required. 

These actions include: 1) certifying an Addendum to the Environmental Impact Report for the Campo Hills project as required by the California Department of Health Services for a permit to operate a public water supply; 2) approving an amended Agreement with Campo Hills LLC to provide initial funding for system operation and maintenance; 3) adopting water service and water/sewer fee ordinances; 4) approving a sole source contract to provide specialized water treatment services; 5) establishing new funding accounts to carry out Campo water and sewer operations; and 6) authorizing submission of a grant application to the Department of Water Resources for funding to prepare a groundwater management plan for the Campo basin.  

In order to provide water supply service to the Campo Hills development, several changes were required to the proposed water production system. The quality of the groundwater necessitated construction of a complex water treatment and uranium reduction  facility that would meet Federal safe drinking water standards. This, in turn, resulted in the need for Campo Hills LLC to provide additional funding to ensure these facilities are operated and maintained at no net cost to the County. Pursuant to California Department of Health Services regulations, an Addendum to the Environmental Impact Report was prepared to address the water treatment system as a condition of obtaining a public water supply operating permit. Ordinances addressing terms and conditions for water service and establishing fees for this service are also necessary to achieve full cost recovery. Finally, a grant proposal to prepare a groundwater management plan for the Campo area is included for the Board’s consideration. Development of such a plan will help the County and local residents better manage scarce groundwater supplies into the foreseeable future.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed budget for the Campo Hills water treatment system is $367,700, which will be funded by developer contributions and user fees.  The proposed budget for the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area is $384,700, which will be funded by user fees and the Wastewater Management General Fund. There is no associated annual County cost and no additional staff years are required.

1. 2. Adopt the Environmental Review Update Checklist Form for Projects with a Previously Approved Environmental Document dated August 19, 2004 on file with the Department of Planning and Land Use as Environmental Review Number 81-21-006B, including California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines 15162, 15163 and 15164 Findings for Determining the Appropriate Environmental Documentation to be completed when there is a previously certified Environmental Impact Report.

3. Approve and authorize execution of the Amended Agreement between Campo Hills LLC and the County of San Diego pertaining to additional financial contribution by Campo Hills LLC for the operation and maintenance of water treatment facilities.

4. Find, in accordance with Section 15061(b)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines, that it can be seen with certainty that adoption of the ordinance described in Recomendation No. 5 will not have a significant effect on the environment and therefore is exempt from CEQA.

5. Approve introduction (first reading) of the Ordinance, read the title and waive further reading of the following Ordinance: 

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY WATER SERVICE ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING PROVISIONS FOR THE USE OF COUNTY OWNED WATER FACILITIES

6. Find in accordance with Section 15273 of the State CEQA Guidelines that adoption of the ordinance described in Recommendation No. 7 is exempt from CEQA as the adoption of rates and charges for water and sewer services is needed to meet the operational costs of the County.

7. Approve introduction (first reading) of the Ordinance, read the title and waive further reading of the Ordinance: (4 VOTES)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO ESTABLISHING FEES AND CHARGES FOR WATER AND SEWER SERVICE FOR THE CAMPO HILLS DEVELOPMENT AND THE CAMPO SERVICE AREA 

Submit the Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption (second reading) on October 6, 2004.

8. In accordance with Board Policy A-87 Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and- enter into a five-year renewable sole source contract with Basin Water to provide uranium removal and disposal services for the Campo Hills water system for an estimated annual cost of $25,000.

9. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County officer responsible for administering the contract.

10. Direct the Chief Financial Officer/Auditor and Controller to establish:

a. An interest bearing Special Revenue Fund for Campo Hills Water System; and

b. An interest bearing Special Revenue Fund for Campo Water and Sewer Service Area. 

11. Establish appropriations of $367,700 in the Campo Hills Water System Fund for water system operations, based on revenue from user fees and developer contributions. (4 VOTES)

12. Establish appropriations of $384,700 in the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area Fund, for water and sewer system operations and maintenance, based on revenue from user fees and operating transfer from the Department of Public Works, Wastewater Management General Fund. (4 VOTES)

13. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to return in February 2005 with recommendations to adjust water and sewer rates for the Campo Community Water and Sewer System to achieve full cost recovery from existing customers. 

14. Adopt resolution entitled Resolution of the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego Authorizing Application for a Local Groundwater Assistance Grant Pursuant to the Local Groundwater Assistance Act of 2000 (AB303) and, if awarded, authorize the Director of Public Works as the responsible County official to administer the grant program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for and accept grants from various granting agencies for several DPR acquisition and development projects.  The programs and projects are:

1) Habitat Conservation Fund - Outdoor Adventure Program at the San Pasqual Academy.  DPR is requesting up to $50,000, to expand the existing Outdoor Adventures Program, a four-year outdoor education/adventure program, to include the adolescent foster youth residing at San Pasqual Academy.

2) Recreational Trails Program - Lake Morena Park Pacific Crest Trail Staging/Camping Area.  Request up to $164,000 will be submitted to fund the development of a Lake Morena Park Pacific Crest Trail Staging/Camping Area.
3) California Youth Soccer and Recreation Development Program – East County Sports Complex; Development of the Tijuana River Valley Athletic Complex; and Installation of synthetic turf on the Jess Martin Park ball fields.  DPR will be requesting up to $1,000,000 to partially fund the acquisition of land for a multi-field baseball/softball complex located in east County.  DPR is also requesting up to $1,000,000 to develop sports fields, parking, and restroom facilities at the Tijuana River Valley Athletic Complex.  In addition, DPR will be requesting up to $600,000 for the installation of synthetic turf on the ball fields at Jess Martin Park, which would dramatically reduce the maintenance requirements, and would lower the demand placed on the groundwater basin to irrigate the ball fields.

4) State Urban Parks and Healthy Communities Program - East County Sports Complex; and Development of the Tijuana River Valley Athletic Complex.  DPR will be requesting up to $1,000,000 to partially fund the acquisition of land for a multi-field baseball/softball complex located in east County.  DPR is also requesting up to $1,000,000 to develop sports fields, parking, and restroom facilities at the Tijuana River Valley Athletic Complex.  The State Urban Parks and Healthy Communities Program would provide a possible second and additional funding source for these projects.

5) California Cultural and Historical Endowment – Warner’s Ranch House and Barn Restoration; and Bancroft Rock House Restoration.  DPR will be requesting up to $125,000 to provide additional funding for the Warner’s Ranch House and Barn Restoration and up to $50,000 to provide funding for the Bancroft Rock House Restoration project.

6) Conservation Project Support Program – Rancho Guajome Adobe Collections Conservation Project.  DPR is requesting up to $75,000 to evaluate the extensive original antiques on display at Rancho Guajome and to develop a conservation plan to keep the antiques in excellent condition.

The proposed action will also authorize the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all documents that may be necessary for the completion of these grant proposals.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in the submittal of various applications for grant funding.  All grants are competitive grants; therefore, it is unknown at this time if grant funding will be received or, if grant funding is awarded, what the amount of the awards will be.   If the grants are awarded, the Department will return to the Board for appropriation of awarded grant funds and any related matching funds.  Matching fund requirements are discussed in each project description and will be provided by a variety of sources.  There are no General Fund costs associated with these proposals and no staff years will be required.

1. 	On May 4, 2004 (2), the Board of Supervisors approved the 2004-2005 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)/HOME Investment Partnerships/Emergency Shelter Grant/Housing Opportunities for Persons With AIDS Annual Funding Plan, which included funding of $190,000 for the Fallbrook Community Center Interior Remodel Design, Lincoln Acres Park Playground Improvements, Felicita Park - American with Disabilities Act (ADA) ramp design, and Lindo Lake Park ADA ramp design and construction.  On March 14, 2001 (8), the Board of Supervisors approved a resolution approving the submittal and acceptance of Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris grant funds.  A portion of the awarded grant funds is being allocated to the Lincoln Acres Park Playground Improvement Project.

If approved, this action will approve the appropriation of funds in the amount of $190,000 in CDBG funds to fund various capital improvement projects.  The projects include the Fallbrook Community Center Interior Remodel Design ($60,000), Lincoln Acres Park Playground Improvements ($80,000), Felicita Park ADA Ramp Design ($25,000), and Lakeside-Lindo Lake Park ADA Ramp Design ($25,000). 	On March 14, 2001 (8) the Board of Supervisors approved the Proposition 12 (2000 Parks Bond Act) Funding Application Strategy.  Included in this action was approval of a Resolution authorizing the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to apply for, accept, and enter into a grant agreement for the expenditure of Per Capita and Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris funding from the Proposition 12 Safe Neighborhood Parks, Clean Water, Clean Air, and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2000 grant program.  One of the projects recommended for funding was park and playground improvements for Felicita County Park.  Additionally, the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Capital Improvements Budget appropriated $655,000 for improvements at Felicita Park.

On January 14, 2004 (13), the Board of Supervisors approved the appropriation of Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) in the amount of $74,788, and approved the advertisement for bid and award of the Felicita Park Improvements project at an estimated cost of $525,000.  The scope for this project included: construction of a junior playground, construction of amphitheater seating, nature study area with interpretive signage, landscape improvements, and rehabilitation of a shade pavilion.

On May 18, 2004 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved the appropriation of $18,695 based on an operating transfer from the general fund, to reimburse the project for as-needed design services for ADA improvements to Felicita Park.

On July 22, 2004, bids were opened for the Felicita Park Improvements project.  The low bid was for $590,075, which did not include the cost to purchase the playground equipment.  DPR found this bid to be fair and reasonable, and is recommending that the Department of Purchasing and Contracting (DPC) award the contract.  Given that the low bid exceeds the initial cost estimate, additional funds are being requested to avoid a reduction of scope and deliverables. 

This proposed action will approve the establishment of additional appropriations in the amount of $148,000 for the increased cost of the construction contract ($65,075) and $82,925 for the purchase of the playground equipment for the Felicita Park Improvements Project.  Funding for this proposal is provided by Escondido Area Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  Funding source is available funds in the Escondido Park Land Dedication Ordinance account. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road Improvement Project is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program, and is funded with TransNet funds and contributions from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians, and the Pala Band of Mission Indians.  The project will widen a 5.65-mile segment of the Valley Center Road between the City of Escondido and Cole Grade Road.  Construction on the first phase of the Valley Center Road South project, which extends from 0.5 mile south of the Escondido City limit to one mile south of Banbury Drive, is currently underway.  The second phase of the project, Valley Center Road North, consists of widening the right-of-way and constructing improvements along a 3.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road from the end of the first phase to Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide 2004, page 1090).  The project will improve traffic circulation, safety, and overall level of service in the area.  It also involves major drainage improvements, including installation of storm drains and culverts. 

Construction of the second phase of the project requires the acquisition of 77 permanent right-of-way easements along the roadway, as well as the acceptance of existing Irrevocable Offers to Dedicate on six parcels.  Nine more parcels have been included into the second phase of this project.  These parcels were originally incorporated in another phase of this project.  To date, 45 property owners have signed contracts agreeing to sell the necessary rights-of-way to the County.  Negotiations, which began in June 2003, are continuing with the remaining owners; however, due to the construction schedule, it is necessary to initiate the eminent domain process to protect against the eventuality that negotiations are unsuccessful.

The Board is requested to set a hearing date for October 27, 2004, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for right-of- way necessary for the Valley Center Road North Improvement Project.

	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request to set a hearing and to direct the Clerk to publish the Notice. 	4S Kelwood General Partnership ("4S Kelwood") is developing a subdivision consisting of 408 lots for single family residential use.  It is located in the 4S Ranch area, located north of Rancho Bernardo Road and west of Dove Canyon Road and consists of 196.58 acres.  (Thomas Guide, Page 1169-E-3).  Tentative map conditions for this project require 4S Kelwood to make certain off-site road improvements.  Government Code Section 66462.5 states that the County shall not refuse approval of a final subdivision map because the subdivider cannot obtain title to off-site easements that are required as a condition of the map.  Furthermore, and in accordance with Board Policy J-33, the Board may use its power of eminent domain to assist the subdivider in obtaining off-site easements in those instances where the subdivider has been unable to acquire them by negotiation.  Consequently, on February 25, 2004 (24), the Board approved the final map together with a contract with the 4S Kelwood to acquire certain off-site easements for road improvements required by the map.

Since that time, 4S Kelwood and the County have continued to negotiate with property owner, Camino Bernardo Villas, LTD, to acquire the necessary easements to make the required improvements to a portion of Camino del Norte.  To date, the County has been unable to acquire the necessary easements, and the construction schedule now requires that the County begin the eminent domain process to protect against the eventuality that the negotiations are ultimately unsuccessful.  Consequently, the Board is requested to set a hearing date for October 27, 2004, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for these necessary easements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request to set a hearing and to direct the Clerk to publish the Notice.  Should the Board adopt the Resolution at the October 27, 2004 hearing, funds in the amount of $705,000 have been deposited, by the developer, in the County’s Trust Account for the acquisition of the interests in the easements to be acquired. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 16, 2004 (4), the Board established the San Diego County Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program to maximize federal grant funds and provide comprehensive fuels treatment in all high-risk areas. Three high-risk areas have been identified and are being addressed by the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program: Palomar Mountain, the Greater Julian Area, and the Lost Valley Area. The County currently has the responsibility and authority to enforce its Removal of Combustible Vegetation and Other Flammable Materials Ordinance in the Palomar Mountain and Lost Valley areas. This enforcement is helping to expedite the removal of dead, dying, and diseased trees in these communities. In the Greater Julian Area, the authority and enforcement responsibility of the Removal of Combustible Vegetation and Other Flammable Materials Ordinance lies with the Julian-Cuyamaca Fire Protection District. 

The proposed Board action is for the County to accept from the Julian-Cuyamaca Fire Protection District the enforcement responsibility of the Removal of Combustible Vegetation and Other Flammable Materials Ordinance as it relates to dead, dying, and diseased trees in the Julian-Cuyamaca Fire Protection District.  The County will accept this responsibility for the duration of the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program. This will expedite the removal of dead, dying, and diseased trees in the Greater Julian Area and encourage greater compliance with the Ordinance. The cost of enforcement and removal of the trees is included in the County’s Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The cost of this action will be covered by the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program. Therefore, there will be no net fiscal impact to the County during the lifetime of the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The proposed project involves widening approximately 1.8 miles of State Routes 54/94, located in Rancho San Diego, Spring Valley (Thomas Guide Page 1271 G5 – 1272 A4). The roadway will be improved from a four-lane to a six-lane highway in accordance with the County of San Diego Circulation Element.

This is a request to certify the Final Environmental Impact Report prepared for the project. It is also a request to adopt Findings Concerning Environmental Impacts and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program documents. To secure mitigation right of way, staff has negotiated a land swap and Memorandum of Understanding between the County Departments of Public Works, Parks and Recreation, General Services, and Animal Services authorizing a jurisdictional transfer of land; to authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding between the United States Fish and Wildlife Service and the County of San Diego to mitigate for impacts to least Bell’s vireo; and to approve the Third Amendment to the agreement with Rick Engineering Company to add additional funding of $60,000 for Design Engineering Services on an as-needed basis in support of the State Routes 54/94 project.

	Recommendation No. 6

This action will result in the jurisdictional transfer of 20.34 acres of a 70.37-acre County property from the Department of Animal Services to the Department of Parks and Recreation.

Recommendation Nos. 7 & 8

Upon approval of this jurisdictional transfer, the Department of Public Works will pay the Department of Animal Services $100,000 and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service $56,500 which is budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. The funding source is TransNet.

Recommendation No. 9

Funding for the consultant agreement is not included in the FY 2004-05 budget. This request will establish appropriations of $60,000, the source of funding is unanticipated revenue from TransNet.

Staff anticipates the project to cost approximately $8,000,000, to be funded from the TransNet Program. A fiscal impact statement including a contingency estimate for the roadway construction will be presented when staff returns to the Board for approval to advertise and award the construction contract.

	County Service Area 129 - Birch Street in the Spring Valley Community was formed to fund road improvements (Thomas Guide Page 1291, B-2). The loans for the road improvements were repaid in 2002 and the district has been inactive since that time.  Dissolution is proposed for County Service Area 129 - Birch Street because the loans for road improvement have been repaid and the roads have been taken into the County Maintained Road System, making the district unnecessary.

County Service Area 86 - Watson Place, located in the City of Santee, has provided road improvements and maintenance in the past, but no longer has sufficient revenue to support the district (Thomas Guide Page 1251, A-1).  A ballot proposing a benefit fee to augment the property tax revenue was defeated in March 2004.  Attempts to have County Service Area 86 taken into the City of Santee's road maintenance system were unsuccessful, leaving dissolution of the district the only option.

This is a request to adopt Resolutions to dissolve County Service Areas 129 - Birch Street and 86 - Watson Place at which time they will no longer be maintained through district revenues.

Quail View Drive and Camino Elena are located within the boundaries of Permanent Road Division Zone 117 - Legend Rock in the community of Escondido, but are not maintained by the zone (Thomas Guide Page 1089, D-5).  The Road Committee for Legend Rock has recently decided to add these roads for maintenance.  This is a request to adopt a Resolution to have Quail View Drive and Camino Elena declared public so that Permanent Road Division Zone 117 - Legend Rock can maintain them.

Residents of Permanent Road Division Zone 70 – El Camino Corto in the community of Crest request Board approval to change the name of their district to their new road name of Mountain View Place (Thomas Guide Page 1253, A-1).

	On May 21, 2003 (7), the Board authorized advertisement of a contract for the construction of the Bear Valley Parkway Culvert project in the Escondido area (Thomas Guide - Page 1130; D-3).  This project consists of replacing a deteriorating metal pipe with a precast concrete box culvert to convey stormwater under Bear Valley Parkway.  It will benefit the immediate area by reducing flooding, improving emergency vehicle access during heavy rains, and reducing the likelihood of road closure. 

After the Board approved advertisement and award, the City of Escondido informed the County that its water line relocation would be delayed.  The City’s 36-inch water line was in direct conflict with the drainage culvert and relocation was necessary before the culvert could be constructed.  Relocation of the water line was completed in August 2004.  Since the water line relocation took more than a year to complete, the culvert project estimated construction cost has been updated to reflect increases in steel and concrete prices.  The updated construction cost estimate is $280,000 including contingency,  $50,000 more than previously approved for construction.

This is a request to establish $50,000 in additional appropriations for the Bear Valley Parkway Culvert project.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence in November 2004.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Gillespie Field, in the City of El Cajon (Thomas Guide Map 1251-D1), is owned and operated by the County of San Diego. The airport is home to 12 Fixed Base Operators and 821 aircraft. Aircraft operations (take-offs and landings) are estimated at 181,777 for the last 12 months.

On June 23, 2004 (9), the Board approved the advertisement and subsequent award of a contract for construction of Runway 27R Rehabilitation at Gillespie Field.  In addition to runway rehabilitation, the $5.1 million project will also rehabilitate Runway Safety Areas on east and west ends of the runway and add lighting upgrades to meet Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) standards. Use of consultant will enable the department to obtain specialty construction management services with expertise in the area of airport runway construction.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations were conducted for the required engineering services.  Following review of Statement of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with those firms, Infrastructure Engineering Corporation, from San Diego, was selected as the most qualified to perform required services for this project.  The Department of Public Works will negotiate the scope of services for fair and reasonable fees and will prepare the agreement for execution.

This is a request for approval of an agreement with Infrastructure Engineering Corporation to provide construction management services for Gillespie Field Runway 27R Rehabilitation for compensation not to exceed $450,000. Contract to terminate September 23, 2009, or when consultant services are no longer needed, whichever comes first. The agreement will authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date if necessary to complete project services and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	This is a request to approve State grant application and acceptance for six airport projects at Gillespie Field, Agua Caliente Airport, Jacumba Airport and Ocotillo Airport. In addition, this is a request to establish appropriations and approve application and acceptance of Federal grant funding for the Borrego Airport Runway Overlay project. 

California State Division of Aeronautics has asked that County of San Diego Airports submit grant applications for six projects.  On occasion, State Aeronautics Department has funds remaining from uncompleted projects at other airports within the State.  When this occurs, State Aeronautics Department asks various airports to submit grant applications. The projects being submitted by County Airports are improvements at four of the eight airports the County owns and operates: Gillespie Field, Agua Caliente Airport, Jacumba Airport, and Ocotillo Airport. The total for the projects listed above is $767,778 with the State contributing $691,000 and Airport Enterprise Fund contributing ten percent, which is $76,778.  Because of the uncertainty of funding and its timing, if grant funding is received it will be as unanticipated revenue and will be encumbered as needed for the projects.

Borrego Valley Airport, located three miles east of Borrego Springs, is a popular destination for flying public visiting the desert area. Improvements are planned for the airport in accordance with the Borrego Valley Airport Pavement Maintenance Program.

Borrego Valley Airport is eligible to receive $150,000 per year in funding from FAA.  The airport has accrued $394,153 and has identified a runway slurry seal and taxiway overlay as projects to be completed with these funds. The total project cost is $437,948.  The FAA will contribute $394,153 and the Airport Enterprise Fund will contribute $43,795.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Grant applications to the California State Division of Aeronautics will not have any immediate fiscal impact. If grants are awarded, staff will return to the Board to request appropriation of funds, as they are needed for projects.

Funding sources for this request are Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program ($394,153), and Airport Enterprise Fund ($43,795) for a total of $437,948 in current year costs for the Borrego Valley Airport; this will amend the Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan. The projects require no additional staff years and there will be no impact to the general fund.

	Cathode ray tubes from devices such as televisions and computer monitors were prohibited by the State of California from being managed as non-hazardous solid waste in 2001. Since that time, the Department of Environmental Health has been responsible for collecting electronic waste from residents for recycling as part of the Household Hazardous Waste Program. Collections and management of electronic wastes have been funded in part by the Household Hazardous Waste program portion of the Non-exclusive Solid Waste Management Agreement fee collected in the unincorporated areas. No additional local fees were established when this waste type became regulated, and the collection and recycling of this rapidly expanding waste has led to increasing costs for the program. 

With the implementation of the Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003 (Chapter 526, Statutes of 2003), collectors and recyclers of covered electronic wastes including cathode ray tubes, liquid crystal display monitors, and lap top computers, may receive State funding for electronic waste collection and recycling activities.  In order to be eligible for funds from the state to offset costs of collection of covered electronic wastes, the Department of Environmental Health must apply to the California Integrated Waste Management Board to become an “approved” collector.

This is a request for authorization to apply to the California Integrated Waste Management Board to become an “approved” collector of covered electronic waste.  Pending approval as a collector, the Department also requests authorization to apply for and accept reimbursement funds from the California Integrated Waste Management Board for all covered electronic waste collection activities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Pending approval as a collector, the County may seek reimbursement for all covered electronic waste collection activities occurring after October 1, 2004.  Funds for this activity are budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2004-05.  The funding source for the program is the Non-exclusive Solid Waste Management Agreement fee. This reimbursement opportunity would be a new revenue source to recover cost and allow program funds to be redirected to other Household Hazardous Waste activities.  The current cost of collecting electronic waste is approximately $32,000 annually.  Approved collectors are eligible to received $0.20 per pound of covered electronic waste collected.  Based on historical pounds collected, an estimated $16,000 may be received for the remainder of Fiscal Year 2004-05 and $25,000 in subsequent years.  The funding source for this request is the State Electronic Waste Recovery and Recycling Account administered by the California Integrated Waste Management Board. Revenue is estimated to offset costs by approximately $16,000 during the remainder of Fiscal Year 2004-05, and approximately $25,000 in subsequent years.  This request will result in no additional staff years.

	On August 18, 2004 (3), the Board continued the hearing and introduced Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on September 22, 2004.

At the June 23, 2004 (12) Board of Supervisors meeting, the Board directed the Department of Planning and Land Use (DPLU) to consider disestablishment of the Planning and Environmental Review Board (PERB) and the transfer of their authority to the Planning Commission.  DPLU was also directed to come back within 60 days with a recommendation on the proposal.

The PERB was originally established by the Board of Supervisors in 1985 to streamline the processing of discretionary projects and reduce the caseload of the Planning Commission by creating a project review board within the DPLU comprised of senior staff.  Projects to be heard by PERB were identified in the Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances to be of lesser complexity and little controversy.  Most PERB decisions could also be appealed to the Planning Commission.   

In practice, however, cases that are generally controversial or not passed on consent by PERB are often appealed to the Planning Commission and potentially on to the Board of Supervisors.  This extra PERB review step has created added time and expense for applicants, appellants, Community Planning Groups, and DPLU that could be eliminated if the initial hearing body was once again made the Planning Commission and PERB was disbanded.  

There is also a perception by both applicants and opponents that the DPLU staff that sit on the PERB do not have an objective perspective on the issues presented, since in many cases the lower decision which was appealed to PERB was made by their supervisors at DPLU.  Moving this review to the Planning Commission would eliminate this appearance of a potential conflict.

	It is estimated that the disestablishment of PERB will result in greater processing efficiencies and result in a net reduction in staff time of approximately $47,000 per year depending on actual caseload.
