	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The California Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Information and Assessment Act was enacted in 1987 to address public concern over the release of toxic air contaminants into the atmosphere.  State law requires facilities emitting toxic substances to provide local air pollution control districts with information to identify sources of toxic air contaminants, assess air toxic problems, locate resulting "hot spots," notify persons that may be exposed to significant risks, and develop effective strategies to reduce potential risks to the public.

State law requires the Air Pollution Control District to publish an annual report of the Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Program efforts and results.  This 2008 Annual Report fulfills that requirement by providing information about emissions inventories, approved health risk assessments, public notification procedures, and steps undertaken to reduce public health risks.  If authorized, the report will be disseminated to city councils, local health officials, and other stakeholders.

An estimated 69.3 million pounds of toxic air contaminants are emitted annually in San Diego County.  Of the total pounds, automobiles and other mobile sources emit approximately 46.6%, area sources such as consumer products emit approximately 40%, and natural sources such as wildfires emit 10.2%.  The remaining 3.2% are released from approximately 200 large industrial facilities and 1,250 smaller businesses.  Industrial toxic air contaminant emissions have been reduced by approximately 83% (10.4 million pounds) since 1989, the first year for which air toxic emissions inventories were conducted under this program.  This reduction contributes to a 72.5% decrease in the incremental cancer risk from air toxics that has been calculated at the Chula Vista and El Cajon air monitoring stations since 1989.>>

	<The Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program was created when voters approved Proposition 1B - Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality, and Port Security Bond Act of 2006.  It authorized the sale of bonds to fund extensive improvement to the goods movement infrastructure as well as emission reduction projects for heavy-duty trucks, locomotives, marine vessels, and cargo handling equipment involved in goods movement activities.

The California Air Resources Board awarded the Air Pollution Control District $2,362,500 from the Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (GMERP) to fund emission reduction projects for heavy-duty diesel trucks serving ports and intermodal rail yards.  This is a request to appropriate these funds.>>

	<The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 provided $156 million in new funding for the National Clean Diesel Funding Assistance Program to support diesel emission reduction programs.  The San Diego Air Pollution Control District was awarded $1,563,652 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding from the United States Environmental Protection Agency to replace 12 in-use school buses with new, cleaner models; repower two in-use school buses with cleaner engines; and retrofit 113 in-use diesel school buses with diesel particulate filters.

This is a request to appropriate American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds, along with the required $2,037,000 in matching funds, for school bus emission reduction projects pursuant to the 2009 National Clean Diesel Funding Assistance Program.

If approved, the total program costs will be $3,600,652, which includes $3,519,420 for school bus emission reduction projects and $81,232 for program outreach and administration.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute grant agreements with and accept grants from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act provide partial funding for basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2010 (October 1, 2009, through September 30, 2010) the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District Section 105 grants totaling $1,611,496 to fund a portion of its permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, and public education and outreach activities required by the federal Clean Air Act.  These funds will also be used to support the California Air Pollution Control Officers Association, and to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  This position has responsibility for outreach and collaboration with border stakeholders to address issues affecting transboundary air quality in the San Diego/Tijuana region.  
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding the Section 103 grants totaling $516,948 for a fine particulate matter, 2.5 microns (PM2.5) air monitoring network, and to fund projects that reduce emissions from heavy-duty diesel engines for the period of   October 1, 2009, through September 30, 2010.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-11 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $2,128,444.  The funding source is the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

The total amount of the grants to be paid to the Air Pollution Control District is $2,061,691.  This includes $98,000 to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  This staff position is contingent upon continued federal funding of the position.  Also included in the total grant amount is $200,000 to fund projects that reduce emissions from heavy-duty diesel engines.  
An additional $49,723 will be paid directly to a contractor by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for analysis of fine particulate matter filters as in-kind services and another $17,030 will be awarded directly by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to the Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District to support the California Air Pollution Control Officers Association.>>
