	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County and is one of the busiest single runway airports in the nation providing facilities and services to commercial, corporate and general aviation communities. It is the only commercial service airport in the County’s eight-airport system.  Currently, commercial airline service is provided by United Express with seven daily non-stop round trips to and from Los Angeles.  In 2008, commercial flights at the airport were boarded by 40,682 passengers.

Construction of a terminal redevelopment project was approved April 25, 2007 (5).  The project included building a new airport terminal, parking lots, automated parking lot control systems, an elevator and foot bridge to provide access from parking lots to the terminal, an enhanced security system and other projects.  These improvements provide new and improved services to airport customers and are a long term commitment and investment essential to the operation of the airport. 

In the past there has not been a charge for auto parking at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  The parking lots have now, however, been greatly upgraded and are larger, better controlled, and more secure for airport customers.  This is a request to approve an automobile parking user fee to recover expenses associated with the new parking facility.  A maximum daily rate of $3.00 is recommended for the first year with an increase to a $5.00 maximum daily rate in the second year.

This action requires two steps.  On September 16, 2009, the Board will consider an Ordinance to implement automobile parking user fees at McClellan Palomar Airport.  If the Board takes action on September 16, 2009, then on September 23, 2009, a second reading of a proposed Ordinance is necessary to enact and implement the Board’s direction.>>

	<If approved, this request is expected to result in $131,000 estimated revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund in FY 2009-10 and $276,000 in FY 2010-11 based on an effective date of October 23, 2009, with an introductory $3.00 maximum daily parking rate for the first year with an increase to $5.00 in the second year.  Estimated annual revenue is $313,000 in subsequent years.  When combined with the approximately $52,000 currently received from leasing parking spaces to car rental agencies, the total estimated annual ongoing revenue from McClellan-Palomar parking lots is $365,000.  This revenue offsets the projected $363,000 annual operation, maintenance, and depreciation expense, providing for cost recovery required by Board of Supervisors Policy B29 Fees, Grants, and Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.  Costs for maintenance are included as part of the current year spending plan.  This action will result in no additional cost, no additional staff years, and no impact to the General Fund.>>

These scenarios including the County staff recommended scenario are included in this report.  The 2050 Regional Growth Forecast will be used in the development of the 2050 Regional Transportation Plan, the next Regional Comprehensive Plan, Regional Housing Needs Assessment and the region’s first Sustainable Communities Strategy to comply with Senate Bill 375.>>

	<On January 12, 2005 (3), the Board adopted the County Trails Program and the Community Trails Master Plan, the implementing document for the County Trails Program, which contains eighteen individual community trails and pathways plans.  While its main focus is on development and management guidelines, the Community Trails Master Plan also outlines the framework, objectives and policies applied to both community and regional trail systems.  It addresses the public’s need for easily-accessible recreation and transportation opportunities, while providing health and quality-of-life benefits associated with hiking, biking, and horseback riding throughout the unincorporated area.  

On June 24, 2009 (1), the Board approved the first update of the Community Trails Master Plan.  Fifteen individual community trails and pathways plans were updated and three new plans were incorporated into the Community Trails Master Plan.  

During the June 24, 2009 hearing, community members from Twin Oaks Valley presented a proposed Twin Oaks Valley Community Trails and Pathways Plan and requested that it be incorporated into the Community Trails Master Plan.  The Board directed County staff to work with the Twin Oaks Valley Community Trails and Pathways Group to incorporate the group’s proposed plan into the Community Trails Master Plan and report back to the Board in 60 days with results.  

On June 9, 2009, the Spring Valley Community Planning Group unanimously approved the update to its Community Trails and Pathways Plan.  Today’s action requests Board approval of the updated Spring Valley Community Trails and Pathways Plan and adoption of the Twin Oaks Valley Community Trails and Pathways Plan for incorporation into the Community Trails Master Plan.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Fallbrook Community Airpark is a 290-acre airport located two miles south of downtown Fallbrook (Thomas Guide page 1027, F-6).  The Airpark is equipped with runway lighting, hangars, an aviation fuel island, and tie down areas.  The Airpark is divided into two areas of use, one devoted to aviation use and the other for compatible non-aviation uses.

On December 23, 1968 (17), the County entered into a lease with Fallbrook Community Airpark, Inc.  On August 30, 1977 (27), County consented to a sublease agreement between Fallbrook Community Airpark, Inc. and Cal-Western Vine Corporation.  The sublease was later assigned to Subtropical Fruit Company.  After the County terminated the lease with Fallbrook Community Airpark, Inc. in 1997 and reassumed control of the airport, the sublease was converted into a lease between County and Subtropical Fruit Company with the same terms and conditions as the previous sublease.  On December 15, 1998 (32), the Board approved two new leases with Color Spot Nurseries, Inc. for an area adjacent to the Subtropical Fruit Company for their nursery operation.

Subtropical Fruit Company now intends to assign their interest in the property to Color Spot Nurseries, Inc. who in turn is seeking to enter into new aviation and non-aviation designated land leases of the combined premises.

This is a request to approve two new 20-year leases with Color Spot Nurseries, Inc. This is a typical term for agricultural ground leases on airport property.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed in County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, used to improve safety and security at County Airports.>>

Total anticipated current Fiscal Year revenue will be $257,568.  Proposed leases will result in approximately $282,200 in future annual revenue and will require no additional staff years.>>

The project will improve sidewalk connectivity in the Valle de Oro area, improve drainage, adjust existing driveways, and construct curb ramps to enhance access for those using wheel chairs.  Area residents will use the new sidewalks to access transit stops, the library, schools and the commercial areas on Campo Road.

The Specific Plan established standards for development, environmental conservation, and public facilities to implement the objectives of the County General Plan and Otay Mesa Subregional Plan.  The Public Safety section of the Specific Plan contains provisions for fire protection, emergency medical services and law enforcement services, including requirements for a Sheriff’s facility.

Because the permanent facility will not be needed for approximately 7-12 years at the current rate of development, a method to fund the future construction of the Sheriff substation is required now.  This will allow development to proceed while ensuring funding for the substation will be available in the future.  The property owners are proposing to fulfill this requirement through participation in a community facilities district to be formed by the San Diego Rural Fire Protection District as lead agency. This will result in the future issuance of bonds.  These future bonds will not impact the County’s debt ratios and the General Fund is not responsible for debt service payments on the bonds.

Agreement has been reached with the property owners on the location, size and estimated budget for the proposed permanent facility to be provided at no cost to the County.  

Today, the Board is requested to authorize the Director of General Services to execute a Joint Community Facilities Agreement with the San Diego Rural Fire Protection District that identifies the terms and conditions for the construction of the temporary and permanent Sheriff substations. The Board is also requested to authorize the Director of General Services to execute an amendment to the lease for the temporary Sheriff’s facility which will be operational on October 1, 2009.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On September 16, 2009 (15), the Board of Supervisors continued this item to 
September 23, 2009.
Prior to 2001, local fire districts would develop their own local fire regulations.  Due to the fact that fire districts operate independently from each other with their own fire marshal/chief and elected board, these regulations often varied between districts.  This was very frustrating for customers processing development permits.  To simplify these codes and improve consistency in implementation, the Board of Supervisors adopted the first County Consolidated Fire Code on October 10, 2001(1).  

County staff has worked with the 16 fire districts that serve the unincorporated area on various updates to the consolidated code and is recommending adoption of an ordinance ratifying the 2009 Consolidated Fire Code.  Minor amendments are also being proposed to the County Fire Code at this time to make it consistent with the proposed consolidated code, and minor changes are also being proposed to the County Building and Fire Codes to address similar discrepancies.  Lastly, certain policies within the Public Facility Element of the County General Plan are being modified to reflect long-standing implementation practices related to fire and Sheriff review of development projects.>>

OVERVIEW:>>

	<The State of California legislature has relaxed statewide regulations to allow counties to assist homeowners and businesses in accessing financing for the installation of energy saving devices on their homes or businesses.  In doing so, the State hoped to reduce the barriers that property owners face in making energy efficiency and alternative energy improvements, mainly the need for upfront capital.

AB 811 enables municipalities to create financing programs for property owners seeking to make energy efficiency and alternative energy improvements such as solar to their property, and authorized payback through the property owner’s tax bill.  The legislation did not provide a source of funding for these programs.

On December 9, 2008 (37), the Board of Supervisors approved exploring the feasibility of forming an AB 811 program in the County of San Diego.  This program is intended to assist existing residential, commercial, and industrial facilities with funding energy efficient and alternative energy improvements. However, without a source of funds to draw from, the county’s options are limited.  Reliance on external financiers to provide financing for program applicants would be important. 

Today there is another option for financing. The California Center for Sustainable Energy (CCSE) has discussed two Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Municipal Finance Programs.  Today, CCSE and Renewable Funding will present the two funding options for the Board’s consideration.>>

	<There is no fiscal impact associated with these recommendations.  Should the County opt to participate in the CaliforniaFIRST statewide model, a one-time set-up fee of $25,000 would be required.  This would include a portion for legal fees and validation proceedings ($7,500) as well as technology costs ($17,500).  Program participants would pay all ongoing program costs through administration and financing fees.>>
