	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<This is a request to appropriate and allocate $651,000 of Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Early Grant funds and matching funds of $600,000 from the     San Diego Unified Port District for emission reduction projects for heavy-duty diesel trucks serving the Port of San Diego.  On March 12, 2008 (APCB #1), your Board authorized the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept a $1.3 million Early Grant award from Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program.  Those funds were awarded to the San Diego Air Pollution Control District as the lead agency for the Border Region Trade Corridor         (San Diego and Imperial Counties).

Applications for nineteen retrofits and twenty-two truck replacements were received.  Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program guidelines specify that retrofit projects should receive funding priority.  Consequently, all nineteen applications for retrofits   are proposed to be fully funded.  The first ten recommended truck replacement projects can be allocated full funding with the eleventh project receiving half funding.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $1,357,000.  The funding sources are Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (GMERP) Early Grant Funds ($651,000), Air Quality GMERP Match Funds ($600,000) and operating transfers from the Air Quality GMERP Early Grant Fund ($31,000) and the Air Quality GMERP Match Fund ($75,000).  If approved, this request will result in no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Business owners who apply for, are found eligible, and are funded under the Proposition 1B Early Grant Program will benefit by receiving new, cleaner equipment at a reduced cost.  This cleaner equipment will result in more than 129 tons of emission reductions from mobile sources.>>

1. Find that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility the proposed action may have a significant adverse effect on the environment, and that this action is exempt from the provisions of California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15061(b)(3).

2. Approve allocations of the Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Early Grant Program funds to the recommended projects.

3. Establish appropriations of $651,000 in the Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (GMERP) Early Grant Fund to retrofit or replace heavy-duty trucks serving the San Diego Unified Port District ($620,000) and for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($31,000) based on unanticipated revenue from Proposition 1B GMERP Early Grant Funds.  (4 VOTES)
4. Establish appropriations of $600,000 in the Air Quality GMERP Match Fund to retrofit or replace heavy-duty trucks serving the San Diego Unified Port District ($525,000) and for   an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($75,000) based on unanticipated revenue from Air Quality GMERP Match Funds.  (4 VOTES)

5. Establish appropriations of $106,000 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for administration of Proposition 1B Early Grant Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program based on operating transfers from the Air Quality GMERP Early Grant Fund ($31,000) and the Air Quality GMERP Match Fund ($75,000).  (4 VOTES)

6. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to award contracts for the approved Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Early Grant Program projects, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to the approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept and execute grant agreements with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act provide partial funding for basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2009 (October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2009) the Environmental Protection Agency has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a Section 105 grant of $1,478,002 to fund a portion of permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, and public education and outreach activities required by the federal Clean Air Act, and $17,030 to support the California Air Pollution Control Officers Association.  In addition, a grant of $98,000 has been offered to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  This position has responsibility for outreach and collaboration with border stakeholders to address issues affecting transboundary air quality in the San Diego/Tijuana region.

The Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding the Section 103 grant for a fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) air monitoring network with a grant of $269,969 and an additional in-kind grant of $43,394, for the period of July 1, 2008 through  March 31, 2009.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The requested total amount of $1,845,971 is included in the Fiscal Years 2008-10 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in a total Environmental Protection Agency cash grant to the Air Pollution Control District of $1,845,971, an additional $43,394 will be paid directly  to a contractor by the Environmental Protection Agency for analysis of fine particulate matter filters as in-kind services, and another $17,030 will be awarded directly by the Environmental Protection Agency to the Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District to   support the California Air Pollution Control Officers Association.  The total cash grant amount includes $98,000 to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  The staff position   is contingent upon continued federal funding of the position.  If approved, this request will  result in no increase in current year costs and revenue and will not require additional staff years.>>
