	< MacroButton NoMacro Lakeside Sewer Interceptor was constructed in the early 1970’s to transport sewage from Lakeside Sanitation District to City of San Diego’s Municipal Sewage System.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace 875 feet of deteriorated Lakeside Interceptor Sewer pipe from east of Forrester Creek to west of Town Center Parkway (Thomas Guide page 1231, B-6 and C-6).  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace segments of the Lakeside Sewer Interceptor.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.  Construction is scheduled to begin in January 2009 and be completed July 2009.>>
