	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 27, 2006 (7), the Board of Directors for the San Diego Flood Control District approved development of an application to the Community Ratings System program administered by the Federal Emergency Management Agency.  The Community Ratings System program enables communities to reduce current insurance premiums by undertaking approved tasks and activities that go beyond minimum National Flood Insurance Program standards.  These activities range from simple tasks with minimal credits, such as providing Flood Insurance Rate Map information to the public, to more complicated tasks with much higher credits, such as creating and enforcing ordinances to prohibit development in floodplains.

As a requirement of the Community Ratings System program, Department of Public Works has developed a Floodplain Management Plan that addresses flooding hazards within the County’s unincorporated areas, summarizes County programs, describes potential mitigation strategies, and presents a plan for future action.  This letter requests adoption of the Floodplain Management Plan developed for the unincorporated portions of the County.
