	ACCEPTANCE OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY GRANTS (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept and execute grant agreements with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act provide partial funding for basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2007 (October 1, 2006, through September 30, 2007), the Environmental Protection Agency has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a Section 105 grant of $1,441,038 to fund a portion of permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, and public education and outreach activities required by the federal Clean Air Act. 

The Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding the Section 103 grant for a fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) air monitoring network with a cash grant of $213,949 and an additional in-kind grant of $41,594, for the period July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2007.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The requested total amount of $1,696,581 is included in the Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in a total Environmental Protection Agency grant to the Air Pollution Control District in cash of $1,654,987 and $41,594 will be paid directly to a contractor by the Environmental Protection Agency for analysis of fine particulate matter filters as in-kind services.  The estimated applicable indirect costs of $32,092 are not fully grant-reimbursed and are already included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in no increase in current year costs and revenue and will not require additional staff years. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue contracts - Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery because the grants will not offset indirect costs.
2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including but not limited to applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements, and amendments necessary to secure the offered Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 base grant funds of $1,441,038 for the period October 1, 2006, through September 30, 2007.

3. Ratify and Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including but not limited to applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements, and amendments necessary to secure grant funds for the Section 103 cash grant of $213,949 and $41,594 of in-kind contractual support for the fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) monitoring network, for the period July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2007.
