	This is an appeal, filed by Genesee Properties Inc., of the Planning Commission’s July 14, 2006, denial of Tentative Map 5312.

The application for a proposed Tentative Map on land subject to a Williamson Act contract was denied by the Planning Commission because the Commission found that the subdivision would result in residential development not incidental to commercial agriculture.  Section 66474.4 of the Subdivision Map Act requires denial in these circumstances.  The proposed Tentative Map would subdivide four existing lots totaling 1,416.5 acres of land into 33 lots ranging in size from 40 to 62.4 acres each.  The site is located south and west of the intersection of State Route 78 and Pine Hills Road, one mile southwest of the Julian Town Center.  The site is in the Environmentally Constrained Area of the General Plan with Land Use Designations of (19) Intensive Agriculture and (23) National Forest and State Park. Zoning is A72, General Agriculture, with minimum lots sizes of 8 and 40 acres in the (19) and (23) Land Use Designations, respectively.

	The Channel Road Resource Extraction project is a Specific Plan Amendment, Major Use Permit, and Reclamation Plan for aggregate extraction.  The project is a 22-acre site located north of the San Diego River and west of Channel Road, within the RiverWay Specific Plan (Planning Area XV of the Specific Plan).  Currently, the site includes a concrete batch plant, materials washing plant, retail yard for aggregate sales, equipment maintenance, retail sale of associated building materials and one single-family residence.  The project proposes the extraction of available sand resources followed by backfilling with suitable quality fill to establish a nearly level pad that will be suitable for the construction of buildings and/or other uses consistent with the underlying land use designation.  As the phases are conducted existing equipment on the site will be moved to an existing batch plant located at Highway 67 and Vigilante Road in Lakeside.  (Thomas Bros. Map: 1232/A2)

The proposed language adds specificity to the County’s interpretation of the Noise Element as it applies to land use projects.  The update to the Noise Element provides more well-defined guidance for the protection of noise sensitive land uses, providing improved direction to staff and County clients.  The primary purpose of the Noise Element update is to better identify exterior noise sensitive areas.  The Noise Element update provides for no change to the interior or exterior noise limits.  Updates to the General Plan Noise Element would not affect the County Noise Ordinance which pertains mainly to on-site generated noise sources. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 28, 2006 (27), your Board unanimously approved the Land Use and Environment Group’s Business Process Reengineering proposal, including revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines and revisions to Policy I-119, Policy & Ordinance Development #05-072.  
Upon approval from your Board, the Department of Planning and Land Use began implementation of the Business Process Reengineering proposal.  This is the six month update on the status of revised procedures for preparing California Environmental Quality Act documents; the expanded pre-application process for privately-initiated projects; the development of California Environmental Quality Act standards at the County level, including Guidelines for Determining Significance and report format requirements; and the new process for placement on and administration of the County’s California Environmental Quality Act Consultant List.  This letter satisfies the second recommendation to the Chief Administrative Officer, which was to “Receive this report and review the implementation of the proposed project in 6, 12, and 18 months when staff returns with status reports.”

	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This is a 6-month Status Report on Phase I of the Business Process Re-engineering implementation to the Discretionary Land Use Permit Process.  Once fully implemented this project will have a positive impact on the business community by streamlining the permit process for discretionary projects and reducing labor costs.  It is estimated to reduce the current discretionary permit processing time by 35 to 50 percent.  Most of the time savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and EIRs.  The project is estimated to reduce processing time for a Negative Declaration from an average of 14 months to 9 months and for an EIR from an average of 45 months to 22 months.  With the completion of Phase I, permit processing time savings will start to occur.

In terms of cost savings, the reduction in processing time will substantially reduce holding costs for private projects subject to the discretionary process.  This will occur as a result of projects being processed faster, which will reduce holding costs for private land development, resulting in potentially large savings for the business community.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for and accept grants from various granting agencies for five projects and programs which are listed below:

Recreational Trails Program – Otay Valley Regional Park Trail Improvements: application for an amount not to exceed $1.5 million to construct a multi-use trail (Thomas Bros. page 1330, A-6 through G-6).

California Integrated Waste Management Board – Otay Valley Regional Park Cleanup: application for an amount not to exceed $350,000 for cleanup activities (Thomas Bros. page 1330, A-6 through G-6).

Proposition 50 California River Parkways Program – Rimsa Property Acquisition: application for an amount not to exceed $4 million for acquisition of property located east of Rainbow (Thomas Bros. page 999, G-H 4-7).

Institute for Museum and Library Services – Rancho Guajome Adobe Collections Assessment: application for an amount not to exceed $60,000 for a condition survey of antiques and artifacts (Thomas Bros. page 1087, F-2).  

California Department of Fish and Game – Western Pond Turtle Habitat Restoration: application for $40,000 for a pond turtle restoration project (Thomas Bros. page 1192, D-4).  This action includes appropriation of funding since the State previously approved grant funds for this project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in the submittal of various applications for grant funding.  Four of the five grants are competitive; therefore, it is unknown at this time if grant funding will be received or, if funding is awarded, what the amount of the awards will be.  If grants are awarded, the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) will return to the Board for appropriation of funding.  Matching fund requirements, if applicable, as well as operations and maintenance required for the proposed projects are discussed in each project description.  

The fifth grant, in the amount of $40,000, has been offered by the California Department of Fish and Game for the Western Pond Turtle Habitat Restoration project.  Although there is no match requirement under this grant program, DPR is contributing $10,000 annually in in-kind services in the form of staff time through Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  These costs, as well as those required to operate and maintain the facilities planned for restoration, are included in the Department’s annual budget.  There are no additional costs to the General Fund associated with these proposals and no additional staff years will be required.

3. Find that the grant application for funds for a Western Pond Turtle Habitat Restoration project is exempt from CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15304 because the project would involve minor alterations to land, water, or vegetation to restore habitat.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The National Flood Insurance Program defines a minimum set of standards that a community must meet in order to qualify for flood insurance. Recognizing that there are many tasks that can be taken to further reduce the risks due to flooding, Federal Emergency Management Agency  (FEMA) has created the Community Rating System program to enable communities to reduce their current insurance premiums by accumulating credit for undertaking approved tasks and activities that go above and beyond the minimum National Flood Insurance Program standards. These activities range from simple tasks with minimal credits, such as providing Flood Insurance Rate Map information to the public, to the more complicated tasks with much higher credits, such as creating and enforcing legislation to prohibit development in floodplains.

Staff has conducted a review of Community Rating System-approved activities to determine which activities the County is currently performing. Staff also identified new programs that could be achieved. After completing this preliminary review, staff has determined that the County could achieve a rating resulting in as much as a 20% reduction in insurance premium rates. The completed community rating system activities and resulting rate change would not require adoption or implementation of new rules or regulations.

Professional expertise is needed to prepare studies that fully document existing and new programs, and to prepare an application to change the County’s rating. Specific needs are a) expertise in floodplain management as it is related to FEMA’s National Flood Insurance Program with particular knowledge of the Community Ratings System points system and their ability to optimize our points total to get the maximum discount for the community, b) engineering expertise in hydraulic and hydrology analysis, and c) expertise in Stormwater Management. 

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. Selection will be completed in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40.

The Department of Public Works will issue a request for statements of qualifications to obtain a consultant to assist the Department of Public Works, Flood Control Engineering, in its application for the Community Rating System program. Once the best qualified consultant is selected from the respondents and contract terms negotiated, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will subsequently execute a contract for one year of service for the initial application processing with an option for additional services for four years on an as needed basis to allow for preparation of enhancements and additional submittal supplements.

The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to extend the termination date and to adjust billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

The grant will provide funding to continue control of invasive weed species in the San Dieguito River Park until December 31, 2011.

The California Department of Food and Agriculture acts as the lead agency in the effort to combat the destructive impact and hazards of non-native invasive weeds throughout California.  Locally, the detection and control of these weeds is the responsibility of the County Agricultural Commissioner.  Weed Management Areas are locally-formed organizations of interested private landowners and city, county, state, and federal agencies who band together for the common purpose of removing non-native invasive weeds.

On April 25, 2001 (21), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures to act as the lead agency in the formation of the San Diego Weed Management Area.  Since then the department has conducted projects throughout the county detecting, mapping, and controlling non-native invasive weeds. 

The grant funds will be used to contract planned conservation treatments such as the application of herbicides and/or the mechanical or biological removal of non-native, invasive weeds.  Department matching funds will be used in contract administration and oversight of the project.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not included in the operational plan for this fiscal year.  If approved, the funding source for this proposal is the grant agreement with the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).  This agreement will increase costs and revenue in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures (AWM) by up to $147,000.  The grant allows any unspent funds to carry over to the following fiscal year, for up to five years. There will be no additional permanent staff years required.

The funds from the NRCS Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP) are specifically awarded for planned conservation treatments and no overhead costs for AWM are allowed.  The overhead cost will be eligible for submission to State Unclaimed Gas Tax Subvention under the pest management/eradication category.  A waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested should Gas Tax Subvention reimbursement not fully cover overhead costs.  The agreement requires 25% matching funds which will be implemented through contract administration using a currently existing position.

	San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E) has filed an application with the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) to build a 150-mile energy transmission line between the El Centro area of Imperial County and northeastern San Diego County.  According to the utility, the project, referred to as the Sunrise Powerlink, is needed to bring renewable resources into the County from Imperial County and to improve electric reliability for the region. 

A number of individuals and groups have objected to the Sunrise Powerlink and have raised concerns about the proposed route of the line, which would traverse the Anza Borrego Desert State Park and cross numerous public and private properties.  Several groups have questioned the need for the line and have asked that the utility meet future energy demand with alternate solutions.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	As the San Diego region attempts to meet the increased demand for aviation services that our future residents and economic growth will require, it is critical to preserve and protect all of the region’s airports. Airports in Carlsbad, El Cajon, Fallbrook, Ramona, Borrego Springs and Oceanside provide critical transportation links for businesses and residents of the County’s outlying areas.  While McClellan-Palomar Airport, Gillespie Field, Fallbrook Airpark, Borrego Valley Airport and Ramona Airport are owned and managed by the County of San Diego, Oceanside Airport is currently owned and managed by the City of Oceanside.  Recently, the City of Oceanside has publicly expressed frustration with the ongoing burden of operating the Oceanside Airport.

Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to approach the City of Oceanside for information necessary to investigate and analyze the potential costs and benefits for the County of San Diego to relieve the City of Oceanside of the burden of operational responsibility and ownership of the Oceanside Airport and enhance the aviation capability of the airport for the benefit of the public.

	Funding source for this proposal is budgeted in Land Use and Environment Group General Reserves. If the City responds affirmatively to the request for information by the County, the current year cost of developing a feasibility study would be approximately $10,000, with no subsequent year or ongoing costs, and no additional staff years required.

	On September 20, 2006 (1), the Board of Supervisors closed the Hearing and took action as recommended, on Consent, continuing the meeting to September 27, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

The Permanent Road Division program is available to unincorporated area property owners as a means to improve and maintain their roads. On May 17, 2006 (9), the Board authorized a mailed ballot proceeding to owners of 36 parcels in the proposed Permanent Road Division Zone No. 1017 – Ranchito Roads, in the Alpine area (Thomas Guide, Page 1253, H-1). The ballot proceeding has now reached completion, with today’s Board hearing being the last opportunity for ballots to be received.

This request is to conduct a public hearing considering formation of the Zone, then continue this item to September 27, when results of the balloting will be reported and the Board will be asked to form, if ballots are in favor.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering these requests are budgeted in the Special Districts formation fund. If approved, this request will result in a current year processing cost charged to the formation expense of $6,500. If the district forms, the money will be reimbursed by the new district. The proposed budget for the road improvement is $292,000 which will be financed by loans and repaid through benefit assessments. If the district forms, a subsequent Board letter will request authorization to fund the budget based on a private bank loan of $233,600 and a Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund loan of $58,400. There is no associated annual cost and no additional staff years are required.
