	<The State Budget for Fiscal Year 2011-12 included substantial changes in California redevelopment law.  Redevelopment agencies were to have been dissolved on        October 1, 2011, unless their respective sponsoring communities elected to make mandatory annual payments to the State.  The new laws were challenged in the State Supreme Court by the California Redevelopment Association and others, and many of the changes are subject to a partial stay issued on August 11, 2011, including the original legislated deadline of October 1, 2011.   

The proposed action will allow the Redevelopment Agency of the County of San Diego to be in compliance with elements of the legislation that are not stayed.                               On August 2, 2011 (2), the Board approved the Enforceable Obligation Payment Schedule (EOPS), which sets forth payments to be made by the Redevelopment Agency from     July 2011 through December 2011.  The EOPS is proposed to be amended based on unanticipated activity requiring a disbursement under an existing agreement with the         San Diego River Conservancy.  In addition, a draft preliminary Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule is required to be prepared prior to October 1, 2011.  >>
