	TRANSITIONAL LIVING PROGRAM FOR SAN PASQUAL ACADEMY  (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Under the leadership of Supervisors Cox and Roberts, with unanimous support from all Board members, the San Pasqual Academy opened in October 2001 as a residential education campus for adolescent foster youth.  The vision of San Pasqual Academy is to ensure graduates who are better equipped to pursue a higher education, a chosen career path, and to face the challenges of adult living.

Nineteen students graduated from San Pasqual Academy in June 2003.  Transitional housing and after-care services are needed while these young adults gain their footing in advanced education, vocational programs, and new employment situations.  The ability to return to campus after graduation and find support is key to building and maintaining effective support systems that will provide lifelong benefits.

Today’s action recommends approval of necessary actions to implement a Transitional Living Program at San Pasqual Academy.

	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 03-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 03-04 costs and revenue of $288,000.  There is no change to net General Fund costs and no new staff years.

	EXTENSION OF STATE FUNDING FOR CHILD CARE PROVIDER EDUCATION AND RETENTION STIPEND PROGRAM (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	A State-funded program to improve child care quality has been renewed for an additional year. A child care provider education and retention stipend program under Assembly Bill 212 offers stipends to teachers in State-subsidized child care centers who take professional training and remain at the same facility for 18 months. Since the program began in 2001, 863 stipends totaling $1,415,750 have been issued to child care providers in San Diego County.

The legislation allows the California Department of Education to fund the program on an annual basis. The State has allocated funds twice previously and this year has allocated $905,289 for San Diego County. This is an increase of $36,880 over the previous year and will allow payment of about 650 stipends. The Health and Human Services Agency receives the funding on behalf of the local Child Care and Development Planning Council, and the program is administered by YMCA Childcare Resource Services (YMCA CRS) under a contract with the County. The YMCA CRS contract will end on December 31, 2003.

Board authorization is requested to execute a revenue agreement for the period June 1, 2003 through June 30, 2005, and to negotiate an extension of the County contract with the YMCA CRS through June 30, 2005 with one option year. While funding beyond the current fiscal year is not assured, it is considered likely given the State’s allocation decisions to date. If funding is discontinued, the contract with the YMCA CRS will be terminated.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the FY 2003-04 Operational Plan. If approved, this item will result in approval for program operation in FY 2003-05 and one option year. The funding source is the California Department of Education. There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center provides emergency shelter for abused, neglected and abandoned children.  All of the children arriving at Polinsky Children’s Center receive an initial medical assessment when they are admitted and ongoing health services for those in need.  The existing contract for physical health services expires on June 30, 2004.  Authorization is requested today to competitively re-procure the Polinsky physical health services contract.  



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2004-05 and subsequent year costs of up to $1,472,808 and revenue of $901,463 from Child Welfare Services and $150,000 from Board authorized Tobacco Settlement funding for juvenile detainees.  The General Fund cost of $421,345 will help satisfy the County’s matching requirement.   There will be no additional staff years as a result of this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) annually receives funding from a Federal Block Grant source, Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).  SAMHSA funds can be used for services to mentally ill adults, children, and adolescents.  To comply with California Department of Mental Health requirements, a spending plan for the use of these funds must be developed annually.  The Board ratified the Fiscal Year 2002-03 SAMHSA spending plan on October 1, 2002 (5).  Today’s action will ratify the FY 2003-04 plan, which has been submitted to the State in accordance with State procedures.  In accordance with a change in State policy which now allows the Board of Supervisors to delegate the authority to approve the annual SAMHSA plan as well as any adjustments to the plan or allocations, this action also seeks authorization for the Director, Health and Human Services Agency to approve the revised mid-year FY 2003-04 plan, and subsequent annual spending plans, provided terms, conditions, programs, and funding are not materially impacted or altered.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds are included in the FY 2003-2004 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2003-04 cost and revenue of $3,147,329 and subsequent year cost and revenue of $3,147,329.  The revenue source is Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration grant funding of $3,147,329.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

Over the years the lease has been amended to provide minor modifications to the premises, add additional space as required, and extend the lease term.  Today's request is for Board approval of a new five-year lease, for the existing 8,801 square foot facility which provides for refurbishments of the premises.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2003/2004 Operating Plan.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $171,123 and a subsequent year cost of $183,266.  The funding source is Health and Human Services Agency, Health Realignment.  There is no General Fund cost and the proposal will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 29, 2003 (2) your Board authorized the Office of Emergency Services (OES) to apply for the FY02 State Domestic Preparedness Grant from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services. Your Board also authorized OES to apply for the FY03 State Homeland Security Grant (Part I) from the State Office of Homeland Security. These grants provide funding for planning, the development of an exercise program, equipment purchases and grant administration. The County of San Diego has been awarded $1,187,908 in FY02 funds and $2,822,925 in FY03 (Part I) funds. This is a request to accept and appropriate these funds to be used by the County, the incorporated cities and any special districts with a role in response to a terrorist attack utilizing chemical, biological or radiological weapons. This is also a request to establish appropriations in the amount of $716,851 from FY 2002-03 fund balance.  These funds are Department of Justice FY 01 Equipment Grant funds and FY 02 Federal Emergency Management Agency Supplemental Planning Grant funds that were not re-budgeted in the Office of Emergency Services FY 2003-04 budget.      



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is the State of California and Public Safety Group fund balance.  If this request is approved, it will result in $4,727,684 in costs for the current fiscal year, no annual cost, and would require the addition of no staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 5, 2002 an election was held in the Fallbrook Union Elementary School District (the “District”) for the sale of general obligation bonds in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $32,000,000.  Such proceeds will be used for various purposes as set forth in the ballot submitted to the voters, and will be repaid from the levy of an ad valorem tax against the taxable property in the District.  Such was approved by 57.7 percent of the voters of the District (55 percent was required).

The Board of Trustees of the District, request the issuance of the second series of bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $9,494,628.55 to be referred to as the “Fallbrook Union Elementary School District, San Diego County, California General Obligation Bonds Election of 2002, Series B 2003” (the “Bonds”).  After the issuance of the Bonds, there will be no remaining unissued bonds.  The first series of bonds were issued in March, 2003 in the aggregate principal amount of $22,505,371.45.

	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.
