	<On September 14, 2010 (2), your Board authorized the San Diego County Fire Authority (SDCFA) to pursue grant funding to improve fire protection in the unincorporated area.  SDCFA submitted an application to the Volunteer Fire Assistance Program (VFA), which provides funding to organize, train and equip fire departments in rural areas and rural communities, and is funded through the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE).  VFA funds are granted on a 50/50 matching basis.
On August 3, 2011, CAL FIRE notified the SDCFA of a $20,000 grant award.  This is a request to accept and appropriate the VFA funds, which will be used to purchase twenty sets of firefighting personal protective equipment for firefighters within County Service Area 135.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On August 12, 2011, pursuant to County Administrative Code Section 73.2 (1), the Director of General Services approved an Option Agreement for the purchase of an 18.41-acre site in Boulevard, for construction of a new fire facility. The site is located south of Interstate 8 on Ribbonwood Road. (2010 Thomas Guide, page 1300, D5).  The fair market value of the property is $240,000, as determined by an independent fee appraiser. The existing Boulevard Fire Station is currently operating in substandard and overcrowded space that is shared with the San Diego County Sheriff.  The building was previously a County Court facility and has been converted for the existing use.  The current building does not have the potential to serve future growth anticipated within the community of Boulevard.  
The Board is requested to set a hearing for November 8, 2011, to consider exercising the option to purchase the 18.41-acre site, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 612-020-47, from the Stocker Family Trust for the appraised value of $240,000.  An option consideration payment of $30,000 will be credited toward the purchase price if the Board elects to exercise the option at the November 8, 2011 hearing, leaving a balance of $210,000.

	<The Health and Human Services Agency’s Child Welfare Services Administration has been located in leased office space at 8965 Balboa Avenue in San Diego since February 2002.  The County’s current lease for 26,914 square feet of space expires on February 29, 2012. Health and Human Services Agency desires to remain at the current location because of its suitability to the programs, its ability to meet the needs of its clients and serve as an administration location for Health and Human Services Agency staff relocating from the Levant Street office. Your Board is requested to approve the First Amendment to Lease Agreement with the Lessor, Spectrum Huntington Center, LLC, which extends the term for 24 months at a reduced rental rate, provides tenant improvements to the space, addresses completion of needed maintenance items, and includes an additional 36-month option to extend the term.  The proposed full-service lease rate is $58,134 per month ($2.16/square foot) which is approximately $9,689 per month less than the current monthly rate.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Redistricting is the process of redrawing or adjusting electoral district boundaries following the federal census to account for population shifts and growth during the previous decade. Redistricting is governed by federal, state and local law. 
The duty to adjust the County’s supervisorial districts falls squarely on the Board of Supervisors under California Elections Code § 21500 and County Charter § 400.1.  California Constitution Article XI, § 4 states that charter counties are subject to state laws that relate to redistricting. Accordingly, the Board of Supervisors may not delegate its duty to redistrict.  Under Elections Code § 21505 the Board may create an advisory committee and it has done so in each of the past two redistricting cycles in order to increase public awareness and community participation. 
While the County’s redistricting process is conducted according to all election laws, the voting public has clearly indicated support for an independent redistricting process that precludes elected officials from establishing their own district boundaries. The City of San Diego and other cities throughout California have as part of their charters the authority to create independent redistricting commissions, and for the first time this year, district boundaries for the U.S. House of Representatives, California State Senate and Assembly were decided by the California Citizens Redistricting Commission.  
It is time for San Diego County to adopt an independent redistricting process.  To do so, the Elections Code must be amended so that the County Charter may be changed to reflect the desire of the public for an independent redistricting commission.  LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<On September 27, 2011 (18), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on October 11, 2011.

This action 1) presents Compensation Ordinance amendments for the first reading of negotiated provisions of the Memoranda of Agreement between the County and five employee bargaining units (CL, CM, FS, HS, and SW) of the Service Employees International Union, Local 221, CLC; 2) provides for one-time monetary payment of $750 which includes a $180 Employee Protective Program settlement for all eligible regular employees covered by this agreement in 2011 and a one-time monetary payment equivalent to 1% of base pay for all eligible regular employees covered by this agreement in 2012; 3) increases employees’ flex credits in 2012 and in 2013; and 4) reduces the County’s portion of the employee paid retirement offset in 2011 and in 2012.
The tentative two-year agreement that has been reached with five employee bargaining units (CL, CM, FS, HS, and SW), represented by the Service Employees International Union, Local 221, CLC has been ratified.
The Crafts (CR) bargaining unit was originally part of this tentative agreement.  However, on September 16, 2011, the Association of San Diego County Employees (ASDCE) was certified as the sole and exclusive representative of the employees in the Crafts bargaining unit. A new Memorandum of Agreement will need to be negotiated with the ASDCE. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

In Fiscal Year 2011-2012, the $750 one-time monetary payment is estimated to result in one-time costs of $5.2 million, flex credits are estimated to increase by               $0.8 million and the County’s portion of the employee paid retirement offsets are estimated to decrease by $2.8 million.  In Fiscal Year 2012-2013, the 1% one-time monetary payment is estimated to result in one-time costs of $3.1 million, flex credits are estimated to increase by an additional $1.5 million and the County’s portion of the employee paid retirement offsets are estimated to decrease further by $4.7 million for a total ongoing decrease to the County’s portion of the employee paid retirement offsets of $7.5 million. To date, 14 Tribal governments have signed a Tribal-State Gaming Compact with the State of California, allowing up to two Class III casinos on their tribal lands. In San Diego County, each of these casinos is located on tribal land within the unincorporated area.

Access to these tribal lands and Indian gaming and resort facilities depends upon county and state-maintained roads, and it is necessary to mitigate the environmental, public safety and health related impacts associated with Indian gaming activities. The San Diego County Board of Supervisors has a longstanding policy to reach agreements with Tribes to mitigate fiscal impacts on local governments, significant off-Reservation environmental and public safety impacts caused by gaming-related improvements or operations, and prevention and treatment of gambling addiction.
