	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County owns a 6.78-acre parcel in Ramona, purchased in 2003 as a site for a proposed Ramona Intergenerational Community Campus (RICC), including a new community library, senior center and other community-related facilities. The property fronts Main Street between 12th and 13th Streets. (Thomas Guide, page 1152-F6, G6).  At the time of the purchase, the RICC project was unfunded and conceptual only. 
On September 25, 2007 (5), the Board authorized the Department of General Services to undertake planning activities related to the Ramona Library capital project and to enter into negotiations for the acquisition of a 0.52-acre vacant parcel (“Meadow Builders’ parcel”) adjacent to the 6.78-acre site.  The proposed library project utilizes the portion of the 6.78 acre parcel at the corner of Main Street and 13th Street.  Acquisition of the Meadow Builders’ parcel will result in improved site configuration for the library and will maximize site utility, parking, circulation, and access for that facility. The acquisition of the Meadow Builders parcel for the library project will also result in the least amount of impact on the remaining portions of the 6.78 acre parcel, allowing for greater flexibility in the planned future development of facilities identified in the 2003 concept plan for the RICC project.  On March 25, 2008 (8), the Board authorized Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a contract for construction of the proposed library, and approved funding for the project.

On September 16, 2008 (23), the Board set a hearing for October 14, 2008 to consider the purchase of the parcel.  Today the Board is requested to approve the purchase of Assessor Parcel Number 281-191-07 from Meadow Builders, Inc. for a price of $400,000.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The existing County Library/Park/Community Room facilities in Lincoln Acres have been a vital gathering spot for the community since 1947.  The 800-square foot library is the second smallest branch in the County.  On July 24, 2007 (16), the Board allocated $50,000 to the Department of General Services to develop a plan and take preliminary steps to facilitate construction of a new and expanded Lincoln Acres Library/Park/Community Room facility that would better serve the community.  On June 24, 2008 (7), the Board approved the Capital Improvement Needs Assessment, which included construction of the new Lincoln Acres library and community room with a budget of $3.2 million.  
Construction of the new facility requires acquisition of two adjacent properties to maximize site configuration, provide off-street parking, and accommodate construction.  On October 8, 2007, the Director of General Services executed an Option Agreement with Ernest J. White for the purchase of a 0.29-acre property, for the appraised value of $400,000.  The property is located at 2729 Granger Avenue, immediately south of the County’s current facilities.  The second property is a 0.07‑acre parcel, located at 2711 Granger Avenue, which is owned by the Lower Sweetwater Fire Protection District.  The District has offered to transfer the property to the County in exchange for the County providing temporary and permanent no-cost space to house the District’s administrative office.  The market value of the fire district’s property is estimated at $175,000.  These two properties and the existing library/park/community room site are shown on Attachment A (Thomas Guide page, 1310, C-2).  

Today the Board is requested to: 1) set a hearing for November 18, 2008, at which time the Board will consider exercising the option to purchase Assessor’s Parcel Number 564-061-23 from Ernest J. White for the appraised value of $400,000, and 2) take actions to facilitate the transfer of the fire district-owned property, Assessor’s Parcel Number 564-061-07, to the County in exchange for the County providing no-cost space for the District’s administrative functions.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for today’s requests are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1012133 – Lincoln Acres Library and Community Center.  Should the Board approve the acquisition of the APN 564-061-23 (White property) on November 18, 2008, there will be a current year cost of $429,500, which includes $380,000 for the property (the purchase price of $400,000 less $20,000 of previously paid option payments) and $4,500 for title and escrow fees.  Costs for relocation benefits and consultant contracts to relocate the existing tenants from the White property are estimated at $45,000. Acquisition of the Fire District site will result in County ownership of a real estate asset with an estimated value of $175,000. The annual cost of maintenance and utilities for the fire district’s space is estimated at $1,200.  No additional staff years will be required. >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County of San Diego owns a 10,099-square-foot vacant parcel on Bancroft Drive in the Spring Valley area (Thomas Guide, page 1271, A-6). The property was acquired for the expansion of Bancroft Drive and is now considered to be excess to County needs.  The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus, and offered for sale to the highest bidder.

This action requires two steps.  On October 14, 2008, the Board will consider declaring the subject property surplus, adopting a resolution of intent to sell, and setting a date for a bid-opening hearing, noted as recommendations 1 through 4 below.  If the Board takes the action on October 14, 2008 in recommendations   1, 2, 3, and 4, then on November 18, 2008, the Board will conduct a bid opening and approve the sale of the subject property to the highest bidder.  These actions are listed as recommendations 5 and 6.>>

	SUPERVISOR ROBERTS
1. Find that the allocations to Community Housing Works, Japanese Friendship Garden, Normal Heights Community Development Corporation and Tecolote Youth Baseball are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.  

2. Allocate $8,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to Community Housing Works to purchase and install a shed and a security cage at 4356 Poplar Street, as well as purchase gardening tools, power tools, a mobile generator and canyon clean-up supplies for the Azalea Park community weekly clean-ups.

3. Allocate $60,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to BIOCOM for advertising, signage, website development and graphic design associated with CalAsia, which will be held in San Diego during February of next year.

4. Allocate $5,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the George Glenner Alzheimer’s Family Centers, Inc. for supplies, printing, marketing and educational costs associated with their Alzheimer’s programs.

5. Allocate $20,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Japanese Friendship Garden to design and construct a new kiosk extension at the front entrance of the garden located in Balboa Park.

6. Allocate $5,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Kyoto Symposium Organization for graphic design, video production, printing costs and banners for the 2009 Kyoto Laureate Symposium, which will be held in San Diego next year.

7. Allocate $12,400.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC) to purchase a phone system, computers and peripherals, and a media arts visual center.

8. Allocate $9,500.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Mission Hills Business Improvement District to purchase and install banners, which will be displayed throughout the Mission Hills business corridor.

9. Allocate $10,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Normal Heights Community Development Corporation to purchase and install a fence and a water delivery system, gardening tools, and various other garden related supplies for the public garden, which is located in Normal Heights.

10. Allocate $10,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the North Park Organization of Businesses, Inc. for marketing, advertising and printing costs, as well as purchasing banners for the North Park Toyland Parade, which is held every December.

11. Allocate $50,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the San Diego Zoological Society to purchase new x-ray equipment for the zoo hospital.

12. Allocate $30,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to the Sun Yet Sen Chinese School for costs associated with their educational programs, which includes facility rental and personnel expenses.

13. Allocate $30,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to Tecolote Youth Baseball be used for purchasing and installing a flag pole, shade structures for the bleachers at the Pinto and Shetland fields, ADA improvements, as well as a storage structure at the Pinto field at 4675 Tecolote Road.
14. Allocate $30,000.00 from Community Projects Budget (org.15665) to Trevor’s Toybox Corporation to purchase games, videos, decorations, care package items and arts and craft supplies to make local medical facilities more child-friendly.

15. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute grant agreements with these organizations establishing the terms for receipt of the funds described above and to make minor amendments to the agreements that are consistent with the general purpose of the grant but do not increase the grant.
