	< MacroButton NoMacro This is an appeal by the applicant of the Planning Commission’s Decision of July 25, 2008 to uphold the Director’s Decision dated May 9, 2008 to deny the Whillock Boundary Adjustment with Certificate of Compliance (2 Lots); BC 07-137.  The Director determined that Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) 508-080-01 was not created as a “building site” and is therefore not eligible to be included in a Boundary Adjustment application pursuant to Section 6903 (e) of the County Zoning Ordinance. Section 6903 (e) of the County Zoning Ordinance prohibits    the relocation of lot lines that would, “Include any lots or parcels, which in the Director’s judgment, based on design, size, or specification of the original document creating the parcel, were not intended as a building site”.  The subject properties, APN 508-080-01 & 54, are located at 2590 Camino Monte Sombra in the Crest/Dehesa/Harbison Canyon Community Planning Area within unincorporated San Diego County. 	<It is no secret that California’s water supply system is facing a severe crisis.  Locally, the     San Diego region’s water supplies have been significantly reduced due to environmental court rulings and severe droughts that have depleted our two major water sources: the Colorado River and the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.  The San Diego County Water Authority (SDCWA) has started a water conservation campaign, but our local Water Districts likely  may need to institute mandatory cutbacks as early as next year.  Lingering drought also bears the continual threat of yet another catastrophic wildfire.  By requiring fire resistant vegetation, the County can also help reduce the fire threat to homes.  

This item will help combat the statewide water crisis and reduce both wasteful water use practices and the fire threat to homes.  Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate options that strengthen the County’s landscape ordinance so that all   new developments within the unincorporated area use water-wise and fire-wise landscaping and report back to the Board within 180 days.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Millions of waste tires are illegally dumped or stockpiled throughout California, including   San Diego County.  These stockpiles pose potential threats to the public health and safety, and to the environment, particularly when they are improperly maintained or catch fire.  Tire fires cause air pollution from toxic smoke and contaminate water and soil. Illegally dumped or stockpiled waste tires also create harborage and breeding grounds for disease carrying pests and vectors, including mosquitoes which carry West Nile Virus.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board has contacted the Department of Environmental Health and encouraged the County to apply for this grant.  An added benefit is that with the increased concern over West Nile Virus, this grant will provide an opportunity to prevent mosquito breeding associated with improperly managed tires
The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board authorization to apply for a California Integrated Waste Management Board 2009-2010 Waste Tire Enforcement Grant, for a maximum amount of $300,000, to enforce waste tire storage and handling standards in the unincorporated areas of San Diego County.  The Department of Environmental Health is also requesting the approval to apply for and, if awarded, accept this grant funding for four additional fiscal years: 2010-2011; 2011-2012; 2012-2013, and 2013-2014.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Department of Public Works has determined it is necessary to construct permanent slope repairs and stabilize a storm-damaged slope within the County maintained road right of way. The slope faces Via de la Valle, a County maintained road, about 300 feet south of the southerly intersection of Las Palomas with Via de la Valle in the vicinity of Rancho Santa Fe (Thomas Guide page 1168, C-7). 

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a construction contract for the Via de la Valle Slope Repair.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence in March 2009 and to be completed by May 2009.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this project are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2008-09 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is Gas Tax ($500,000).  If approved, this action will result in current year construction cost of $500,000, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  Following the winter storms of 2004, the County of San Diego Department of Public Works prioritized over 40 damaged sites based on safety and impacts to community circulation.  This project represents the last of the identified repair projects.  Much of the engineering, construction and inspection cost appears to be eligible for reimbursement from Federal Highway Administration through its Emergency Recovery program and staff   has been working with Caltrans Local Assistance staff to help ensure this possible reimbursement of the County’s costs.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County of San Diego operates Gillespie Field (Thomas Guide page 1251, D-1), a general aviation airport in El Cajon.  Located on 775 acres, Gillespie Field is the largest of the eight County operated airports with more than 300,000 annual operations and 978 based aircraft.  The airport accommodates various aviation businesses providing services to the aviation community and general public.  The non-aviation portion of Gillespie Field includes three industrial parks occupied by diverse industrial tenants.

RPG Investments, Inc. d.b.a. Aircraft Storage Spaces (RPG Investments, Inc.) occupies a 10.07-acre parcel at Gillespie Field.  RPG Investments, Inc. manages facilities for storage of general aviation aircraft and accommodates several commercial businesses servicing the aviation community.  The Board approved the existing lease on November 13, 2002, and the first lease amendment on November 9, 2005.

This is a request to approve a second amendment to the lease to adjust the premises from approximately 10.07 acres to 8.044 acres.  Reducing this lease will result in approximately 2.03 acres of land available to lease.  As such, the Board is also requested to approve a new aviation lease for the remaining approximately 2.03 acres.  Both leases will continue with the same use as currently exists.  Conditional upon assignment of the new lease to a party non-affiliated with the current lessee, the term of the new lease will be automatically extended to 30 years, enhancing financing options for the new lessee, and providing greater opportunities for the aviation business development. >>
