BUSINESS PROCESS REENGINEERING FINAL REPORT: DISCRETIONARY LAND USE PERMIT PROCESS AND REVISIONS TO COUNTY CEQA GUIDELINES
(DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 28, 2006 (27), your Board unanimously approved the Business Process Reengineering proposal that included revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, revisions to Board Policy I-119, Review of Environmental Impact Reports by County Counsel in Coordination with the County Environmental Coordinator, and Policy and Ordinance Development #05-072.  
This is the final status report on the Business Process Reengineering effort.  The goals of this project were to: 1) substantially reduce processing times; 2) comply with existing laws and regulations; 3) improve quality of the review process; and 4) increase process transparency.  Implementation of all three phases of the Business Process Reengineering work program is complete and ahead of schedule.  

This Business Process Reengineering work on the Discretionary Land Use Permit Process was recognized by the National Association of Counties (NACO) with a 2007 Achievement Award in June 2007.

	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This Business Process Reengineering Process project will streamline the permit process for discretionary projects and reduce labor costs.  Most savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and Environmental Impact Reports.  The project is estimated to reduce processing time by 35 – 50%.  Permit processing time savings have already started to occur with newer projects.  Shorter processing time will substantially reduce holding costs, resulting in significant savings for the business community.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT TO CONSTRUCT OSBORNE STREET ROAD IMPROVEMENTS IN BONSALL (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has prepared design plans for Osborne Street Road Improvements in Bonsall (Thomas Guide page 1087, H-1). The purpose of this project is to reconstruct the roadway to lower the hill on Osborne Street from Hutchison Street to approximately 500 feet east of the intersection.  This segment of road currently has limited sight distance due to the vertical curve of the hill on Osborne Street east of Hutchison Street. The hill will be lowered by seven vertical feet.  The project will also include relocation of utilities with costs offset by the utilities involved.  This project will benefit the public by enhancing sight distance for motorists and improving traffic flow through the intersection.  This project was originally budgeted in Fiscal Year 2006-07, and therefore the funds must now be reappropriated.

This is a request to: 1) appropriate $1,440,764; 2) approve execution of Utility Cost Agreements so utilities can cover the cost of their re-location as part of this project; and      3) approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Osborne Street Road Improvements.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to begin in December 2007 and finish in April 2008.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year  2007-08 Detailed Work Program.  This request will establish appropriations based on unanticipated revenue from Caltrans ($750,000), Vista Irrigation District ($50,000), and City of Oceanside Water Utilities Department ($390,764) and fund balance available in Road Fund ($250,000).  If approved, this request will result in $1,440,764 current year construction cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

2. Establish appropriations of $1,440,764 in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for the Osborne Street Improvements Road Project based on unanticipated revenue from Caltrans ($750,000), Vista Irrigation District ($50,000) and City of Oceanside Water Utilities Department ($390,764) and fund balance available in the Road Fund ($250,000). (4 VOTES)

3. Approve and authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to execute, upon receipt, Utility Cost Agreements between the County of San Diego and each of the following utility companies: Vista Irrigation District, one original; and City of Oceanside Water Utilities Department, one original.

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any actions authorized by Section 401, et seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public work project.

5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

	SOUTH SANTA FE AVENUE NORTH RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT, ACQUISITION OF RIGHT-OF-WAY PARCEL NUMBERS 1997-0313-A, B (ODDO); 2004-0060-D (LOWE) (DISTRICT: 5) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have been completed within the City of San Marcos.  

The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road, with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road.  Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide, page 1108, B2). 

Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, eleven property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these eleven, six were acquired for less than $50,000 each.  Those contracts were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approval.  Five purchase contracts were for values over $50,000 and three of these were approved by the Board on September 19, 2007 (7). Negotiations with the remaining property owners are ongoing.

Today, the Board is requested to approve the two additional real property contracts for values exceeding $50,000.  These contracts are for the purchase of: (1) Parcel No. 1997-0313-A, B (Oddo) for $276,400; and (2) Parcel No. 2004-0060-D (Lowe) for $510,000.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners are ongoing.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan.  The funding source is SANDAG Highway TransNet, Local TransNet, and State Route 78 Corridor Funds.  If approved, this request will result in $786,400 current year cost, no annual cost and no additional staff years will be required.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the South Santa Fe  Reconstruction Project, SCH No. 1999061053, on file at the Department of Public Works, was completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, and that the Final EIR reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors; and 

Find that the currently proposed actions are within the scope of the EIR; that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is to be undertaken that would result in significant environmental impacts beyond those considered in the certified EIR, nor a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects; and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR.

2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute two originals of the real property contract for the purchase of Parcel No. 1997-0313-A, B, from Joseph J. Oddo and Loretta Ann Oddo, trustees of the Oddo Living Trust, for the appraised value of $276,400.

3. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute two originals of the real property contract for the purchase of Parcel No. 2004-0060-D, from Mary Jo Lowe for the appraised value of $510,000.

4. Authorize the Director of the Department of General Services or designee to execute all escrow and related documents necessary to complete these acquisitions.

	APPROVAL OF SECOND AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT WITH DAVID EVANS & ASSOCIATES FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR DESIGN OF THREE ROUNDABOUTS IN RANCHO SANTA FE (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 18, 2002 (26), the Board directed staff to begin discussions with the Rancho Santa Fe Association and concerned stakeholders to explore options available for traffic control and intersection improvements at five intersections in the Rancho Santa Fe and Fairbanks Ranch areas.  On October 26, 2004 (13), the Board of Supervisors authorized funding for design of three roundabouts in the Rancho Santa Fe area (Thomas Guide page 1168, E-3, F-1, F-2).  

On February 9, 2005 (10), the Board approved an agreement with David Evans & Associates, Inc. from Ontario, California to provide design engineering services for the project for an amount not to exceed $190,000.  These funds are from a combination of the District 5 Community Projects Budget and the Rancho Santa Fe Association. The consultant was selected from the City/County/Port of San Diego list using a Qualification Based Selection process in accordance with Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  The first amendment, executed 
February 14, 2007, extended the contract to December 31, 2010.

Since presenting the preliminary design plans to the Rancho Santa Fe Association earlier this year, the need for additional CEQA/NEPA environmental studies and design modifications became necessary.  The additional funds requested by this amendment will ensure completion of design plans, will ready the project for construction, and provide for construction support services.  Construction is pending identification of construction funds. 

This is a request to approve a second amendment to the agreement with David Evans & Associates, to provide additional engineering design and construction support services, and to increase compensation under the contract by $260,000 for a new contract total of $450,000.  This is also a request to waive the major project requirement in Board Policy     F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, based on David Evans & Associates being qualified to perform the required, highly-specialized services, and a staff determination that the cost for additional services is fair and reasonable. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program.  The source of partial funding is Transportation Impact Fees ($135,000).  This request will establish additional appropriations based on unanticipated Transportation Impact Fees revenue of $125,000.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $260,000, a total contract cost of $450,000, no annual costs and will require no additional staff years.

3. Establish appropriations of $125,000 in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program for Rancho Santa Fe Roundabouts based on unanticipated revenue from Transportation Impact Fees. (4 VOTES)
4. Approve and authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to amend the existing agreement with David Evans & Associates, Inc. to provide additional engineering services related to the design and construction support for three roundabouts in Rancho Santa Fe for compensation not to exceed $260,000, resulting in a new contract total of $450,000, terminating on December 31, 2010.

5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the contract.
