	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 27, 2006 (14), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting Hearing for October 18, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to vacate a 4.58-acre portion of an existing 15.65-acre open space easement on the Thoryk property located at 16168 and 16180 Highland Valley Road.  The 196-acre property has open space across two parcels along an oak riparian stream course tributary to the Santa Maria Creek.  The open space was required as a condition of approval of Tentative Parcel Map 16720.  The General Plan land use designation is (18) Multiple Rural Use and (20) General Agriculture in the Ramona Community Plan.

The Vacation is necessary as a result of a grading and clearing violation.  The proposed replacement open space will replace the vacated 4.58 acres with 61.41 acres.  This open space will better protect sensitive habitats and species, and contribute more towards the assembly of the MSCP preserve. 

The open space vacation is a two step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate the 4.58-acre portion of open space at the close of public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 20, 2006 (10), the Board of Supervisors, at the request of the Chief Administrative Officer, continued this item to October 18, 2006, on Consent.

On August 2, 2006 (16), the Board authorized formation of Permanent Road Division Zone 1016 – El Sereno Way, in the Vista area (Thomas Guide, Page 1108, C-4).  This Zone was formed for the purpose of improving and maintaining roads, and the property owners have approved borrowing money to fund their work program.  Two loan programs available are the Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund and the Bank Loan Program. 

Actions requested today include authorization to establish appropriations and transfer loan funds from the Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund on behalf of this Zone, and for the Clerk of the Board to execute upon receipt, a Loan Agreement on behalf of Permanent Road Division Zone 1016 – El Sereno Way.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not currently budgeted.  The funding source will be a combination of private bank and Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund loans with a five year term.  The loans will be repaid by annual assessments placed on property tax bills of parcels within the district Zone.  If approved, these actions will result in current year cost of $148,000, no annual costs and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Old Stage Road Sidewalk Improvement Project, in the community of Fallbrook, will construct curbs, gutters and sidewalks along the west side of Old Stage Road where none currently exist from Aviation Road to Clemmens Lane. Old Stage Road will be widened where necessary to accommodate the new sidewalks. The project will improve pedestrian safety and vehicular traffic flow.  Construction of the project is scheduled to begin in January 2007 and is projected to be completed in April 2007 (Thomas Guide, Page 1027-F4).

Construction of the planned improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easement rights over nine properties along Old Stage Road.  On September 20, 2006 (8), the Board set a hearing for October 18, 2006, to consider adopting a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action to acquire the remaining unsigned parcels.  At that time, six of the nine property owners had signed Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell the necessary easements to the County.  Since that time, the three remaining property owners have signed Real Property Contracts.  Eight of the Contracts, which were each valued at under $50,000, were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the County’s Administrative Code.    

Today’s request is for approval of the Real Property Contract with Charles E. Swisher Post No. 1924 Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFW) for the appraised value of $57,400. Upon the Board’s approval of the Contract, all the right-of-way easements required for the project will be under contract, and there will be no need to proceed with an eminent domain action. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds, in the amount of $57,400, for the purchase of Parcel Number 2006-0153-A, B (VFW) are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  The proposal requires no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 20, 2006 (12), the Board directed the Clerk of the Board to set a public hearing for October 18, 2006 to consider the proposed road vacation.

Spirit of Joy Lutheran Church and the Department of Public Works have requested that the County vacate two portions of Highland Valley Road in the vicinity of the intersection of Highland Valley Road and Highway 67 in the Ramona area. The area is immediately adjacent to Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 283-021-02, 283-022-02, 283-051-08 and 283-054-03 (Thomas Guide, Page 1172-B2, 3). This vacation will affect three property owners of which Spirit of Joy Lutheran Church is one. The other two property owners have been notified of this request and have no objections to the action.  

Highland Valley Road was originally dedicated to, and accepted by, the County of San Diego in 1925.  The easterly portion of this vacation was rededicated for a wider width in 1938.  In 1991, Road Survey 381-1 realigned Highland Valley Road in the areas proposed to be vacated. 

The purpose of this vacation is to relinquish the public interest and maintenance responsibilities for the two segments of roadway which have been superseded by realignment, pursuant to Streets & Highways Code Section 8320, et seq.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in no fiscal impact to the County.  The applicant is paying the County’s cost to process the requested vacation.

	PROMOTING GROWTH OF WINE PRODUCTION IN SAN DIEGO COUNTY  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In January of 2006, the Ramona Valley region of San Diego County was designated an American Viticultural Area (AVA) by the Federal Government.  This up and coming wine producing region is home to 20 vineyards and is just the third AVA to be designated in Southern California.  

In response to this great honor coupled with the emerging winery industry in this region, a small group of winery owners and residents from the community have expressed a desire to explore all available options that would enable small boutique wineries to expand and operate successfully in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  

California has numerous counties where wine production is a key contributor to the local region and economy.  Many of those counties have allowed the establishment of winery boutiques without burdensome and expensive regulations.  However, the County of San Diego does not yet have a system in place that encourages the development of the wine industry in this region. 

Today’s action would investigate options that emulate other counties statewide where the wine industry has been successful. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this action.

	REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO AND GRANITE CONSTRUCTION COMPANY FOR TRANSPORTATION IMPACT FEE FACILITY IMPROVEMENTS IN FALLBROOK AREA (DISTRICT: 5) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 9, 2002 (1), the Board of Supervisors certified the Environmental Impact Report and Addendum and granted Major Use Permit P87-021RPL2, authorizing the operation of a mining and processing facility at Rosemary’s Mountain in the Fallbrook Community Planning Area.  The project site is approximately 1.25 miles east of Interstate 15 (Thomas Guide Page 1029 A-6).  The quarry will produce aggregate materials that will help meet construction requirements for the next 20 years. Granite Construction Company now owns the Rosemary’s Mountain project and pursuant to the project’s conditions of approval, is preparing to realign and widen SR 76 from the project site west to Interstate 15.
This road segment is a Circulation Element road important to the region, which would normally not have been able to be improved for some time in the future given traditional local road funding sources. However, the Transportation Impact Fee (TIF) approved by the Board in 2005, allows for reimbursement from the Transportation Impact Fee to developers who advance funding and construct road improvements that eliminate TIF Road capacity deficiencies. The subject of this letter, an agreement for TIF reimbursement to Granite Construction Company, is the first such County TIF reimbursement agreement. Reimbursement agreements such as this will only cover actual, verified costs beyond the cost the developer is obligated to pay into the TIF for their impacts.

This is a request to approve a reimbursement agreement with Granite Construction Company for the purposes of:  (1) reimbursing Granite Construction Company for SR76 improvements that are in excess of the developer’s TIF obligation; (2) facilitating the timely construction of TIF facilities to handle additional traffic resulting from new development; and (3) facilitate improvements required for a project that will help provide aggregate needed for regional construction projects, including Caltrans and County public infrastructure projects.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Requested action will begin reimbursement upon completion and acceptance of facilities, and determination of actual cost as outlined in the agreement.  Reimbursement is for actual cost of construction and associated costs which are estimated to be near $25 million, all of which will be reimbursed via credits for other development project TIF fees or cash reimbursement from TIF revenues. This reimbursement agreement will only cover actual, verified costs outside the cost the developer is obligated to pay into the TIF. Payments will be made quarterly from fees collected in the North Region TIF fund. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This is the first TIF reimbursement agreement.  The TIF program was created to assist the development industry in compliance with CEQA and with ensuring infrastructure necessary to meet capacity requirements due to development can be constructed timely.  In this way the TIF program balances the needs of developers and businesses with the needs of communities and the motoring public.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find pursuant to Section 15273(a)(4) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the execution of this agreement will not result in any direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change to the environment.  Before any projects are approved, environmental review will be conducted and alternatives and mitigation addressed.
2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute three copies, upon receipt, of a reimbursement agreement entitled “Reimbursement Agreement for Road Improvements to State Route 76 – Fallbrook” pursuant to Sections 77.210-77.212 of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances.
3. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to receive, file and execute any documents necessary to administer this Agreement.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 22, 2005 (24), the Board authorized formation of Permanent Road Division Zone 1015 – Landavo, in the Escondido area (Thomas Guide 1130 C-3, C-4). This Zone was formed for the purpose of improving and maintaining roads, and the property owners approved borrowing money to fund their work program. Construction of improvements was planned for the summer of 2006. Unfortunately, during the year the cost of petroleum-related products such as fuel and asphalt increased dramatically; so did the cost of construction materials such as aggregate and road base products. During this period of escalating construction costs, staff continued to obtain updated estimates, and explore various construction options. 

In order to complete the work within the ballot-approved property assessment maximum, the required loan amount is now higher than previously anticipated and the loan term needs to be ten years, rather than five. Staff contacted property owners to make them aware of recent developments and solicit their approval or disapproval of moving forward with construction of the improvements at the current estimated cost. Ballots were sent to each property owner within the Zone and the ballot results have been tabulated. Property owners have approved proceeding with construction of improvements by a vote of 55.6%. 
Actions requested today include authorization to establish additional appropriations on behalf of the Zone, and for the Clerk of the Board to execute upon receipt, a Loan Agreement on behalf of Permanent Road Division Zone 1015 – Landavo.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan in the amount of $241,492. This request adds additional appropriations in the amount of $231,513 (additional appropriations of $234,837 minus cancelled appropriations of $3,324) for a total cost of $473,005. The funding source will be a combination of private bank loan for $344,000 with a ten year term, fund balance of $70,005 and benefit fees of $59,000. This action cancels appropriations and related revenue from property owners in the amount of $3,324 based on deposits that are no longer anticipated. The loan will be repaid by annual assessments placed on property tax bills of parcels within the Zone. If approved, these actions will result in current year cost of $473,005, no annual costs and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to apply for and accept a grant funded by the California State Department of Food and Agriculture entitled Prevention, Early Detection, and Eradication of Noxious and Invasive Weeds in California.  The grant will provide funding to continue control of invasive weed species in San Diego County. 

The California Department of Food and Agriculture acts as the lead agency in the effort to combat the destructive impact and hazards of non-native invasive weeds throughout California.  Locally, the detection and control of these weeds is the responsibility of the County Agricultural Commissioner.  Weed Management Areas are locally-formed organizations of interested private landowners and city, county, state, and federal agencies who band together for the common purpose of removing non-native invasive weeds.

On April 25, 2001 (21), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures to act as the lead agency in the formation of the San Diego Weed Management Area.  Since then the department has conducted projects throughout the county detecting, mapping, and controlling non-native invasive weeds.  Also on September 27, 2006 (12), the Board of Supervisors approved the receipt of a $147,000 grant from the United States Department of Agriculture, Natural Resources Conservation Service for invasive weed control in the San Dieguito River Park.  The proposed grant application before you today will request funds for the control of invasive weeds throughout the County, not in the San Dieguito River Park.

Since 2001, the San Diego Weed Management Area has not only reduced invasive weeds throughout the county, but also has brought together stakeholders to collaborate on target invasive weed species.  An example is the perennial peppercress infestation in San Dieguito River Park estimated at 350 acres.  Repeated treatments since 2001 have reduced the density of the invasive weed perennial peppercress by 50%.  Other cooperative efforts have included developing a county-wide GIS database of invasive weed infestations and locations.

If our grant funds are awarded, they will be used for the application of herbicides, mechanical or biological removal, weed mapping and monitoring of, and outreach regarding several invasive weeds.  The required 50% match will be provided through departmental costs used in contract administration and oversight of the proposed project.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding for this request is not currently included in the operational plan for this fiscal year.  If the grant is awarded, then staff will return to the Board to appropriate grant funds early next year.  If approved, the funding source would be the proposed grant agreement with the California Department of Food and Agriculture.  This agreement will increase costs and revenue in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures (AWM) up to $100,000 over a two year period covering three fiscal years.  No additional permanent staff years will be required.  

The funds are specifically awarded for invasive weed control treatments with 10% overhead cap.  The remaining overhead cost, not reimbursable by the State agreement, will be eligible for submission to State Unclaimed Gas Tax Subvention under the pest management/eradication category.  A waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested should Gas Tax Subvention reimbursement not fully cover overhead costs.  The total net County cost is estimated at $3,275 over three fiscal years.

The grant proposal must provide a minimum 50-50 cost share. The recently received grant from the USDA for $147,000 will be included as part of the 50-50 cost share and will increase the likelihood of State funding.  Other cost share activities will be contributed through weed control activities, contract administration and public education using existing positions.

The requested action will also establish a new Capital project to fund replacement ranger housing at Agua Caliente Park, provide additional funding for campground improvements project at Agua Caliente Park, and ratify Fiscal Year 2005-2006 appropriations for two County Service Area budgets.

	Parks and Recreation:  Funds for this request are partially budgeted.  If approved, this request will establish appropriations of $179,603, based on available Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Fund Balance in the Land Use and Environment Group (LUEG).  These funds will be used for a tree assessment contract ($99,950), the purchase of a log splitter ($2,200), and the purchase of vehicles in the amount of $77,453.  Appropriations of $77,453 will be transferred to the Department of General Services, to purchase the 3 ATV’s, a wood chipper, and a tractor. Contributions to the Capital Outlay Fund:

This request will also transfer $403,725 from the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan to the Contributions to the Capital Outlay Fund.  These funds will provide funding to two Capital projects (Ranger Housing and Agua Caliente Park Improvements).  If approved, this request will result in current year costs to the General Fund of $630,000, no annual costs, and will require no additional staff years.

Capital Outlay Fund: Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund.  If approved, this will establish appropriations in the Capital Outlay Fund of $630,000, based on Contributions to the Capital Outlay Fund.  There are no annual costs and will require no additional staff years.  Operations and maintenance of newly constructed facilities will be provided by existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

Fleet Internal Service Fund: Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of General Services Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding sources for the purchase and ISF charges are an Operating Transfer and revenue from DPR.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs of $77,453 for the purchase of three ATV’s, a chipper and tractor and $11,777 for associated ISF costs, and subsequent costs of $11,777 annually, which will be included in the Fleet Services ISF Spending Plan, and will require no additional staff years.

County Service Areas (CSAs): If approved, these requests will ratify an increase of Fiscal Year 2005-2006 appropriations in Fallbrook CSA 81 ($50,937) and CSA 128 – San Miguel Local Park District ($13,130), based on Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Fund Balance available.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Vector Habitat Remediation Program

On July 13, 2005 (1) a Proposition 218 benefit assessment was approved that provided funding for San Diego County’s Vector Control Program.  Part of the new funding was for creation of the Vector Habitat Remediation Program which offers long-term solutions to historically chronic mosquito breeding sites.  Through the proper management of overgrown vegetation and accumulated sediment, water flow can be restored and mosquito breeding reduced, without adverse effects on protected species habitat values.  The proposed Vector Habitat Remediation Program will offer resources to mitigate overgrown vegetation and sediment buildup at chronic mosquito breeding sites. Today's action would allow planning for this program to go forward.  DEH will return to your board for authorization to implement this program after a more detailed program plan is developed, and after any further required environmental review is completed.
On December 7, 2005 (4), the Board of Supervisors authorized the appropriation of $100,000 to engage a consultant to develop a plan.  To increase program efficiency the scope of work has been revised to request the development of an implementation plan and, if approved by the Board of Supervisors, implementation of the plan for three years.  Due to the reworking of the scope of work, the Department of Environmental Health is requesting the Board to authorize up to $350,000 for this work.

The Department of Environmental Health will return to the Board of Supervisors for approval and implementation of the plan.  At that time further environmental review may be needed for CEQA compliance before the Board authorizes and funds a specific habitat restoration project.

Purchase of Larvicides
On August 18, 2004 (13) the Board approved the Department of Environmental Health to enter into a sole source procurement agreement with Adapco/Fennimore for the purchase of no more than $230,260 of larvicides annually, funding approved through Fiscal Year 2007/2008. 

As a result of the approved benefit assessment Vector Control has increased its use of larvicides by increasing the number of aerial application sites from 27 sites to 42 sites and hiring seasonal staff to treat over 1,000 mosquito breeding sites.  The Board is being asked to establish additional appropriations for the purchase of products that are used to control vectors in an amount not to exceed $500,000 per year.

	Vector Control Habitat Remediation Program

Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  The funding source is the Vector Control Benefit Assessment.  If approved, this request will result in $100,000 current year cost and revenue, and $125,000 for each subsequent year through Fiscal Year 2008-09.  This request will require no additional staff years. 

Purchase of Larvicides

Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2006-07 in the amount of $356,734.  This request will increase appropriation and revenue in the Department of Environmental Health by $143,266 for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  If approved, this request will result in $500,000 in cost and revenue for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and an estimated amount of $500,000 each year in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and 2008-09.  The funding source is the Vector Control Benefit Assessment.  This request will require no additional staff years.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Tourism is a significant component of the economic and business base in the County.  The tourism and business industries in San Diego County would benefit from reduced levels of harmful or nuisance mosquitoes and other vectors.  Conversely, any outbreak of emerging vector-borne diseases such as West Nile virus could also materially affect these industries.

Find in accordance with Section 15061(b)(3) of the State of California               Environmental Quality Act Guidelines that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the procurement of additional products for use in the existing County program may have a significant effect on the environment and is, therefore, not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act.

	On December 2, 2003 (2, 3, & 4) the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to take several actions to reduce risks to life and property from wildland fires.  Authorization was granted to apply for federal and/or State grants to fund County programs involving hazard mitigation, fuels reduction and forest health protection.  

Subsequently, the Farm and Home Advisors Office/Cooperative Extension established a wildland fire education and outreach program to complement the community outreach and education component of the San Diego County Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program established by the Board of Supervisors on June 16, 2004 (4).  The Farm and Home Advisors Office/Cooperative Extension applied for and has been offered federal grant funds of $323,780 to develop and implement a comprehensive community research, education and outreach program for regional wildfire information. These federal grant funds are from the Assistance to Firefighters–Fire Prevention and Safety Program administered by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security/Federal Emergency Management Agency and the U.S. Fire Administration.  This is a request to authorize acceptance of these grant funds.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in cost and revenue of $323,780 to create and establish a wildfire community research, education and outreach program.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Homeland Security/FEMA and U.S. Fire Administration.  There are no match fund requirements.  Additional staffing needs will be met through temporary and contract employment.  The outreach program will be designed and implemented to minimize ongoing operational costs.  Any ongoing operational costs will be absorbed by the Farm  and Home Advisor annual budget.
