	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has identified a 119.25-acre vacant property located in the unincorporated Escondido Creek area available for purchase and inclusion in the Escondido Creek Preserve. The property, located north of Harmony Grove Road just outside of the City of Escondido, contains southern mixed chaparral.  (Thomas Guide, page 1129, B-7).  To date, the County has acquired a total of 148 acres for the Escondido Creek Preserve and nearly 700 acres in the Escondido Creek watershed including the Del Dios Highlands and Sage Hill Preserves.  On February 26, 2009, The Escondido Creek Conservancy, a non-profit, public benefit corporation, entered into an agreement to purchase the 119.25-acre property from its current owner, Family Stations, Inc., for the appraised value of $3,200,000.  The Escondido Creek Conservancy is proposing to sell the parcel to the County.  

The proposed action to purchase the property requires two steps.  On September 23, 2009, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for October 21, 2009 and provide public notice of the hearing to consider approving the purchase of the 119.25-acre Family Stations, Inc. property.  If the Board takes the actions recommended for September 23, 2009, then on October 21, 2009, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the property, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 679-130-05, from The Escondido Creek Conservancy for the appraised value of $3,200,000.  This action is discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Should the Board approve the purchase of the 119.25-acre property for the appraised value of $3,200,000 on October 21, 2009; funds for the purchase will be provided by existing funds in Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $3,465,460 including $3,200,000 for the property acquisition, plus $12,000 for title and escrow fees, $18,460 for staff and administrative expenses to complete the transaction, $100,000 for one-time stewardship activities such as erosion control, fencing and signage and $135,000 to prepare a resource management plan for the entire Escondido Creek Preserve which will total 267 acres.  Funding for ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the Escondido Creek Preserve are included in the adopted Fiscal Years 2009-11 Operational Plan for the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Ongoing MSCP stewardship and monitoring costs for this property are estimated at $17,850 per year.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $6,467 for Fixed Charge Assessments on the property, including fire protection, water standby and vector control charges.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan process for the ongoing costs related the operation and maintenance of the land.  Although continued acquisition of property for the MSCP could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this proposed purchase.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs.  >>

The easement was recorded as part of the Fairbanks Ranch Specific Plan development to meet the requirement that 40 percent of the Specific Plan Area be preserved within open space.  The easement does not contain sensitive environmental resources, and the vacation would not prevent the Fairbanks Ranch Specific Plan from maintaining the minimum 40 percent open space requirement.  The easement is located off El Apajo Road, west of San Dieguito Road in the unincorporated San Dieguito Community Planning area and was recorded on Final Map 9736 (See Attachment F). 	< MacroButton NoMacro In 2008, the Land Use and Environment Group conducted a functional and organizational analysis of various Land Use and Environment Group departments to better align and coordinate specific programs and to streamline land development processes.  The goals of this analysis were to (1) improve customer service; (2) improve the quality, timeliness, and completeness of work, and (3) ensure that land development processes promote safe and livable communities.

In response to the functional and organizational analysis, the Department of Planning and Land Use and Department of Public Works developed the Service First Initiative.  The Service First Initiative consists of approximately 70 recommendations designed to improve the land development process and support the associated culture shift within the departments involved in the land development process.

On October 29, 2008, the Service First Initiative was presented to the Board of Supervisors.  The Board requested updates at six and twelve month intervals.  This is the twelve month update.  The proposed action is to accept the update to the Board.  This report also introduces (1) a new Board Policy designed to decrease costs for its customers by effectively handling inactive and deficit projects and (2) minor revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Clemmens Lane Park, located at 344 W. Clemmens Lane in the unincorporated community of Fallbrook (Thomas Guide page 1027, F-4), is currently under construction.  This new   0.5-acre park will include a junior play structure, a tot-lot, swings, a small 2-stall parking lot, concrete picnic plazas with a metal pavilion, sand volleyball court, natural grass soccer field, security fencing and lighting, irrigation and landscaping.  A contract to construct the park was awarded on May 12, 2009, for a total of $525,500.  

County staff has determined that conversion of the proposed grass soccer field to artificial turf would provide an improved playing surface and significantly reduce maintenance costs.  A change order totaling $40,000 has been negotiated to replace the proposed natural grass soccer field with artificial turf.  As required by State Law and County Policy, this change order must be approved by the Board of Supervisors.  

This is a request to approve the proposed change order in the amount of $40,000 and to appropriate $40,000 of Fallbrook Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds to cover costs related to the change order for Clemmens Lane Park Design project.  >>

Revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on              November 2, 2004, began last Fiscal Year and will continue through 2048.  The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) administers this major transportation funding program. 

The Regional Transportation Improvement Program is updated biannually and subsequently amended on a quarterly basis.  SANDAG Board of Directors adopted the 2008 Regional Transportation Improvement Program update on July 25, 2008, and submitted it to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program.  SANDAG approves the TransNet Program of Projects as an element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program. Each year Caltrans solicits applications for bicycle facility construction grants under the Bicycle Transportation Account.  This is also a request to accept Bicycle Transportation Account Projects grant funding for the Inland Rail Trail Project which includes construction of two miles of bikeway path along the North County Transit District rail corridor in the unincorporated area between Vista and San Marcos.  Total estimated right of way and construction cost is $2,323,135, of which $1,461,135 will be funded via the Bicycle Transportation Account grant and the remaining $862,000 by TransNet.  The city of Vista is preparing the design of the trail including the section in the unincorporated County.>>

The academy’s water supply is provided by two on-site wells serviced by the Department of Public Works.  While one of the wells meets all primary and secondary drinking water standards, the second one now produces water of marginal quality and cannot be relied upon for consistent production of potable water.  Department of Public Works plans to construct a replacement well, piping and appurtenances, and replace deteriorated piping at the chlorination facility. On February 24, 2009 (15), the Board approved, in the Health and Human Services Agency, transfer of appropriations to Contributions to the Capital Outlay Fund to provide funding for the San Pasqual Academy Water Well Project in the Capital Outlay Fund.
